Woman says 
shooting dog 
was justified

BANNER - A woman who now 
faces charges for shooting a neighbor's 
dog says . he was within her rights to do 
so. 

Charlee Mullins. the Banner woman 
who aw charges' filed against her for cru­
elty to animals last week by her neighbor, 
Juanita Bevjns, contends she had the right 
to shoot Bevins' dog. 

"I shot the dog inside my fence," 
Mullins said Tuesday. ''The dog should 
have been kept on a leash." 

Mullin says she i vindicated in her 
actions because the dog wa in her yard 
and, most importantly, had bit at her 4-
ycar-old daughter. 

"My child never provoked the dog. 
When she turned to walk away it grabbed 
her coat," Mullins said. 

According to Mullins. her daughter 
was in their yard playing with their dog 
and Bevins' dog was there as well. She 
said they had tried to ··run" the dog off for 
more than an hour withoul luck. 

'"She was trying to pet her dog and 
their dog kept growling at her," said 
Mullins. '"I told her to just walk away and 
when she tried to: it grabbed her. I think 
my child's the victim instead of them." 

Mullins said she believes there is a law 
in Kentucky that tales a person has the 
right to shoot a dog that bites another per­
son. 

"Ypu can do that or you can call and 
have it put down," she said. 

Mullins was served with a crimmal 
summons last Friday on one charge of 
second-degree cruelty to animals and 
must now appear in court to answer to 
that charge on Feb. 25.

A reminder of 
rights we take 

for granted 
We Americans sometime take for granted even our 

, most cherished freedoms, forgetting that people in much 
of the rest of the world do not enjoy such basic rights as 
freedom of speech. 

Consider two events that made headlines this past 
week as the United States wa inaugurating into office 
President Barack Obama, our new chief defender of 
freedoms. 

Harry Nicolaides, an Australian working in Thailand, 
was sentenced to three years in prison for insulting the 
Thai monarchy in a novel he wrote. Now, this was not 
exactly Salman Rushdie's international best-seller, "The 
Satanic Verses," which prompted Iran's Ayatollah 
Ruhollah Khomeini to issue a fatwa calling for Rushdie 
to be killed. Nicolaides' work was a self-published 
paperback that to date has sold exactly 10 copies. 

The case against Nicolaides was brought under a Thai 
law that calls for prison tenns of up to 15 years for any~ 
one who "defames, insults or threatens" members of the 
royal family. Nicolaides was originally sentenced to six 
years, but that was cut in half when he agreed to plead 
guilty. He said he has endured "'Unspeakable suffering" 
in his five months of imprisonment so far. 

The second incident c e at the in tant Obama 
uttered these words in his inaugural addre . "Recall 
that earlier generations faced down fascism and commu­
nism not just with missiles and tanks, but with sturdy 
alliances and enduring convictions." As soon as he got 
to the word "communism," the censors at the state-run 
China Central Television could take no more. They cut 
away from the speech and went to an anchor interview­
ing an analyst. 

Chinese translations of Obama's speech published by 
state-run news organizations cen ored the line about 
communism and another Obama passage about "those 
who cling to power through corruption and deceit and 
the silencing of dissent." 

These are indeed precious things, our freedoms.

House week 

in review

The state is anxious to see how 
much money would ·come our way 
from the over $800 billion federal 
stimulus bil1 proposed by President 
Obama. W1th a vote expected on the 
bill "in the U.S. House next month. it 
could be only a matter of months 
before our state. and local govcm 
ll!ents get-. some relief should the bill 
clear Congress. 

At the same time, we know better 
than to count chickens before they 
hatch, so to speak. The bill might not 
pass for qui~ a while. And even if it 
does. a state legi lative economist told 
us last week not to expect much this 
fiscal year when the recession has 
about bled u · dry. Any fiscal impact 
on the state, he said, will most likely 
take hold next fiscal year which 
begins on July I. 

First. let 's look at what the btll pro­
poses. The bill, in a nutshell, is a com­
binatiOn of tax cuts and increased 
spending to reduce get money flowing 
again and get the nearly 2 million peo­
ple who lost their jobs in the reces-
ion, and then some. back to work. 

The tax cuts, whtch would include tax 
credits for workers and families and 
tax offsets for bustnesses. total around 
$275 billion. Increased spending to 
put people to work on infra. tructure 

proJects. fund unemployment insur­
ance and other programs or projects 
would total around $550 billion. 

If all goes well and the bill bas the 
impact that the President and the bill's 
supporters hope, some estimate that 
an additional 3 to 4 million job. would 
be created by the stimulus. That is 
great news if the stimuluc; works as 
planned. Right now, based on testimo­
ny from our staff economtst in the 
Legislature, that is a big .. if'. 

l know that isn't the most positive 
outlook. and the economist says he 
really can ·1 say at th1s point what the 
im act will b b&ause of shaky eco-

rRi~ 1lditi+ms. M> point - ~~» that 
such uncertainty is the very reason we 
must be cautious about relying any 
future stimulus windfall-we don't 
even know what the effect of the stim­
ulus. if an~. will be. 

Here·s what we know, from the 
staff econmmst's report: The stimulus 
can be very helpful to Kentucky if it 
occurs while we are still are in deep 
recessiOn since inllation would not be 
much of an issue. But if stimulus 
money and cuts take hold when the 
l.J.S. begins to move out of reccs!>ion, 
whenever that may be. it could hurt 
the economy by putting. more demand 
on goods and services and more pres­
sure on inllation. 

So, in other words. how much 
money will be allocated to the states 
under the bill won't make much of a 
difference if the money isn't pouring 
into the state at the right time. so say 
the experts. 

Another factor in how well

Kentucky fares from any potential 
~timulus is the proviswns under which 
allocations of federal money are 
made. It is a given that having more 
people at work will generate more 
income tax and sales tax by increasing 
citizen buying power. But states also 
have LO consider an increase in feder­
al funding for some programs would 
require additional state matching 
funds over what they have budgeted. 

Some good news is the economist 
~aid he does not believe the bill would 
require the Mate to payback any fund­
ing it receives to boost its unemploy-

ent insurance trust fund. which is 
JUS! months away from being deplet­
ed. And it require. the reds to pay 
more for 1edicaid-a program that 
now con umes over 20 percent of 
state budgets. 

He also told lawmakerll' that work 
projects planned in the bill to improve 
national road. transit and other sys­
tems could be temporary work or 
could sustain jobs depending on what 
kinds of projects are in place. That is 
what ''ill determine long-term impact 
of those jobs. he sa1d. 

Some lawmakers sound hopeful 
about the stimulus; others less so. One 
lawmaker said he believes that any 
long-tenn economic recovery cannot 
really take plaL:c until the U.S. stabi­
lizes its financial system. Other!> were 
hopeful that the bill would include 
funding for rural area.s in need ofbdp. 
Right now, the!e are no clear cut 
answers. It looks like all of us, even 
the experts. will just have to hope for 
the best and see what happens.

They spotlighted 
some up-and-coming fisheries 
for anglers to consider in 
2009.

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POISON OAK 

On a Sunday 
afternoon 

by CLYDE PACK 

With old fwniliar hymns bouncing 
from one hill tO another in true Bible 
belt fashion, one of the most exciting 
conununity e ms when I was growing 
up in eastern Kentucky was a baptism. I 
say "conmtWlity event" because practi­
cally everybOdy, church-goer and 
dirty-dog inn alike, seemed to forget 
the war raging in Europe and thus the 
absence of 1t1o t of their young men 
berween the a~s of 17 and 30, and 
would assemble on those summer 
Sunday a.ft.dtnoon. to participate in, or 

simply watch, 
the familiar 
religious rite. 

Since few 
churches in 
those days had 
baptistrie , 
most of the 
time bap­
tismal services 
for the 
Thealka 'Free 
Will Baptist 
Church were 
conducted in 
the muddy 

waters of the dammed-up creek that ran 
in front of the church house. Young boys 
sat with the' dangling over the edge 
of the bank. and little girls, all dressed 
up in their Sunday finest. and the adults, 
stood anywhere there was a place level 
enough for them to tand. Sometimes, if 
it was real hot. some of the older women 
held umbrellas over themselves to keep 
the sun off the backs of their necks, 
while they waved funeral home fans 
with their freciiands. 

A the crowd would edge closer to 
the water, each person trying for just a 
little better view, someone, usually one 
of the half dozen preachers in the 
crowd-but not necessarily one who 
could carry a,tune-would begin, "Shall 
we gather r the river, the beautiful, 
beautiful river .. " and knowing the 
words by heart, those who wished 
would join i 

Acrually, there was very little beauty 
to our "beautiful river," just a few 
unidentified ~ecds and a aw briar or 
rwo, now hid<kn by the 50 or so onlook­
ers who filled the afternoon with song. 
Ours was the arne "river" from which, 
Monday through Saturday, we'd eine 
for minnows and crawdads with an old 
split coffee ack, it was the same "river'' 
from whch we'd get on our bellies and 
drink, if we got hot and thirsty from 
playing. But when the crowds would 
gather, as far as w were concerned, the 
now thigh-high-to-a-gtown-man water 
was the mighty Jordan. 

Most ot the baptisms I remember 
were the re ult of a wee.k long (or 
longer) revival, usually held by a big 
preacher from ff. And most of the time, 
at left.St a dozen or more newly-saved (or 
back-slider) Christians, after having 
been convinced by the word of God, or 
dragged kicking and screaming from 
their pews (the Free \Vilis have been 
acccused from time to time of being 
overly persuasive), would take the 
plunge. · 

Anyway, we young boys in the com­
munity thoroughly enjoyed a good bap­
ti mal service, and perhaps, without 
really me to, rated each immer-
sion. ft's not ewe held up numbered 
cards like at the Olympics, but we'd say 
things like, ''Boy, he really shouted a lot 
didn't he?" Or, "Well, she ure didn't 
shout much.· 

"Yeah, that' the way he done the 
last time." 

That's what we <lid sometimes on a 
Sunday afternoon. Nowadays, we just 
go to the mall.

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Nearly 3 in 4 people killed in home heating fires used space heaters 
Nearly three in four people 

killed m home heatin'g fires in 
2006 died in fires that 
involved (stationary or 
ponable) space heaters, 
according to a new report 
relea. ed by the National Fire 
Protection As ociation 
(NFPA). 

In 2006, heating equipment 
was involved in an estimated 
64,100 U.S. home structure 
fires. 540 civilian deaths, 
1,400 civilian injuries, and 
$943 million in direct property 
damage. The peak months for 
home heating fires are 
December, January and 
February. NFPA urges the pub­
lic to be cautious when using 
he<tting equipment. 

Other key findings from 
Home Fires Involving Heating 
Equipment report 

• Home heating fires are 
more likely to occur in the 
evening and peak between 
6:00 p.m. and 11 :00 p.m. 

• Fatal home heating fires 
are more likely to occur 
between midnight and I 0:00 
a.m. 

• The leading factor con­
tributing to home heating fires 
was when heating equipment 
was left too clo~e to things that 
can bum. 

• Sixty percent of the con­
fined chimney and flue fires 
(2003-2006) occurred because 
the chimney was not cleaned, 

NFPA offers the followtng 
heating safety tips. 

• Keep anythmg that can 
burn at least three feet away 
from heating equipment, such 
as the furnace, fireplace, wood 
stove, or portable heater. 

• Only use heating equip­
ment that has the label of a rec­
ognized testing laboratory. 

• Never use your oven for 
heating.

Five highway deaths on 
Kentucky roads last week 

FRANKFORT 
Preliminary stati~tics indicate 
that five people died in five 
separate crashes on Kentucky 
roadways from Monday. Jan. 
19, through Sunday, Jan. 25. 

All of the crashes involved 
motor vehicles and two of the 
victims were not wearing seat 
belts. Single-vehicle crashe~ 
occurred in Green, \1ar~hall, 

McCracken. Shelby and 
Warren counties. One crash 
involved the su pected use of 
alcohol. 

Through Jan. 25, prelimi­
nary statistics indicate that 38 

· people have lost their lives on 
Kentucky roadways during 
2009. This is 12 fewer than 
reported for this time period in 
2008. Of the 35 motor vehicle 

fatalities, 19 victims were not 
wearing seat belts. Three 
pedestrian have been killed. A 
tot a I of l 0 fataltties have result­
ed from crashes involving the 
suspected use of alcohol. 

Citizens can contribute to 
highway s<tt"ety by reporting 
erratic drivers to the Kentucky 
State Police toll-free at 1-800-
222-5555. Callers will remain 
anonymous and should give a 
description of the vehicle, loca­
tion, direction of travel and 
license number if possible. 

These statistics are still pre­
liminary as KSP waits for all 
local law enforcement agencies 
throughout the state to report 
any crashes and fatalities that 
may have occurred 10 their 
areas.

• Maintain heating equip­
ment and ch1mneys by havmg 
them cleaned and inspected 
annually by a qualified profes­
sional. 

• Tum portable heaters off 
when leaving the room or 
going to bed. 

• For fuel burning space 
heaters, always use the proper 
fuel as specified by the manu­
facturer. 

• Make sure the fireplace 
has a sturdy screen to prevent 
sparks from flying into the 
room and burn o~ly dry, sea­
soned wood. Allow ashes to 
cool before disposing m a 
metal container, which is kept 
a afe distance from the home. 

• For wood burning stoves. 
install chimney connectors and 
chimneys following manufac­
turer's instructions or have a 
profe sional do the installa­
tion. 

• Make sure all fuel-burn­
ing equipment is vented to the 
outside to avoid carbon 
monoxide poisoning. 

• Install and maintain car-

bon monoxide (CO) alarms to 
avoid the risk of CO poison­
ing. 

• If you smell gas in your 

gas heater. do not attempt to 
light the appliance. Turn off all 
the controls and open doors 
and windows. Call a gas erv-

icc person. 
• Test smoke alarms at 

least monthly.
