In the wake of the ice and snow
storm that dropped on Eastern Kentucky
Monday and Tuesday, the most pressing
question in the minds of many residents
in Floyd and neighboring counties is a
simple one.

When will the power be back on?

Between the two providers for Floyd
Countians — AEP Kentucky Power and
Rural Electric Cooperative Corporation
(RECC) — there have been streaming
updates for estimates as to when power
might be restored to customers.

Kentucky Power said Thursday after-
noon that a general estimate as to when
all customers would have power
restored would be Feb. 4, but added that

this was an estimate for all customers.
Most should have power restored before
then, company officials said.

leaves
county a
‘war zone’

Winter weather has left more
than 1,000 people in Floyd County
without power, some as early as
Tuesday morning with others los-
ing power throughout the night
Tuesday.

The number of county residents
without power by midnight
Tuesday - numbered at 5,000,
according to Floyd County Judge-
Executive R.D. “Doc” Marshall.
By Wednesday morning, that num-
ber was down to 1,500, but those
residents could be waiting until as
late as Saturday or even later before
power is back on.

Marshall has warned residents to
stay in as much as possible and to
contact the county about any emer-
gencies, adding that various assis-
tance, such as provisions of
kerosene, is available to those who
might need it.

Marshall declared a state of
emergency for the county
Wednesday, joining Gov. Steve
Beshear’s declaration for the entire

state. The following day, Thursday,

President Barack Obama
announced an emergency declara-
tion for Kentucky, as well, in addi-
tion to giving a green light to
Beshear's request to speed along

LAKEVIEW' VILLAGE -
While tackling the problem of
closed roads due to fallen trees
and power lines Tuesday night,
members of Floyd County’s
District 1 road crew found
themselves in the middle of
another emergency situation
involving an injured resident.

At approximately 6 p.m.

Tuesday, when the worst of the
ice and snow storm was coat-
ing the county, District 1 road
crew members Tommy
Lackey, Jody Conn and
Brandon Jarrell were stationed
at Lakeview Village removing
fallen trees from the roadway
when a resident of the area,
and a forester for the Kentucky
Division of Forestry, joined
them to help out.

The forester, Bill Knott,

told crew members he felt
compelled to help out because
he was both a resident and had
experience with the division.

“He came down from his
house and was helping them
chainsaw trees from the road,”
said Floyd County road fore-
man Mike Jarrell. “While he
was helping, another tree start-
ing cracking and fell.”

Seven indicted on weapons selling charges

PIKEVILLE - Seven people were
indicted in U.S. District Court in
Pikeville last week on charges they
conspired to illegally sell firearms in
Johnson County over the course of a
three-year period.

Sidney Willis Amburgey, Wanda
Loo Amburgey, Kenneth Leg
Hamilton, Jeffery Henry, Offutt
Howard Jr., Donald Eugene Salyers
and Gregory Scott Salyers were the
seven indicted.

According to the federal indictment,
from August 2005 to June 2008,
Salyers, Howard, Henry, Hamilton and
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Sidney Willis Amburgey, with assis-
tance from Wanda Loo Amburgey,
dealt in firearms, selling numerous
weapons without a license. :
Among the list of firearms included
in the indictment were shotguns, rifles,
9mm pistols, Rugers and revolvers.
Also noted in the indictment were
charges alleging that Henry, Howard,

Hamilton, Salyers, as well as Sidney
Willis Amburgey and Wanda Loo
Amburgey sold firearms to individuals,
who were not named, who they knew
to have been previously convicted of
crimes.

State health department issues guidelines for food safety

FRANKFORT — The hun-
dreds of thousands of
Kentuckians left without elec-
tricity from the winter ice
storm that has been gripping
the state arc strongly cncour-
aged Lo follow food safely
guidelines from the Kenticky
Department for Public Health
(DPH) to prevent food contam-
ination and related illness.

DPH stall recommends
keeping freezers closed to
maintain the proper lempera-
turc for frozen foods. A full
reezer will hold the tempera-
tre for approximaicly 48
hours and for 24 hours if the
freezer is half full.

DPH cautions that a refrig-
eralor will only hold its tem-
perature for about four hours,
meaning food ilems such as
milk, dairy products, mcats,

cggs and leftovers should be
placed in a cooler surrounded
by ice il the outage lasts for
more than four hours. Dry ice
can be used 10 keep refrigera-
tors cold. if the outage lasts for
several days, 50 pounds ofl dry
ice should preserve food in an
18-cubic foot full freezer for
two days. (Be carcful when
handling dry ice. Never touch
dry ice with bare hands or
breathe its vapors in an
enclosed area. Dry ice is frozen
carbon dioxide, a gas).
“Situations like this one
cmphasize the importance of
emergency preparedness in the
home,” said William Hacker,
M.D., DPH commissioner.
“Those wilhout power should
remember that improperly
stored or handled lood can lead
to foodborne illness, which can

be serious and, in some cascs,
even life-threatening. By fol-
lowing food salety recommen-
dations such illnesses can be
prevenied.” '

If left without power, pur-
chase one or more coolers, ice
and a digital, dial or instant-
read food thermometer. DPH
recommends. Public hcaith
guidelines also recommend
keeping appliance thermome-
ters in the refrigerator and
[reezer, no malter how long the
powcr has been out. The refrig-
eralor temperature should be
41 decgrees Fahrenheit or
below: the freezer should be 0
degrecs Fahrenheit or lower.

“If you are not sure a partic-
ular food is cold enough, lake
its temperature with a food
thermometer,” said Dr. Hacker.

DPH rccommends limiting

Portable generator safety tips

M Always read and follow
the operator’s manual and all
operaling instructions before
running generator.

B Engines emil deadly car-
bon monoxide gas. Use your
generator outdoors only, away
[rom open windows, vents, or
doors. Never use your generator
inside homes, garages, crawl
spaces, or other enclosed arcas.
Fumes that can kill you can
build up in these areas. Using a
fan and opening doors or win-
dows does NOT provide
cnough fresh air.

B Use a baltery-powered
carbon monoxide dctector
when running your generator,

B Gasoline and its vapors

arc cxtremely flammable, allow
engine to cool at least 2 minutes
before refueling.” Always use
fresh gas in your generator. If
you do'not plan to use your gen-
erator in 30 days, stabilize the
gas with fuel stabilizer.

B Maintain your generator
according to the maintcnance
schedule for peak performance
and safety.

B Keep generator at least 5
feet away from any structurcs
or combustible materials.
Rellective exhaust heal can
damage fuel tank causing fire,

B When using exlension
cords, be surc they arc of the
grounded type and are rated [or
the application. Coiled cords

can get HOT, always uncoil
cords and lay them in flat open
locations.

B If you are connecting a
generalor into your home elec-
trical system, have a qualified
electrician install a Power
Transfer Switch. Never plug
your gencrator dircetly into
your home outlet.

B Protcct your gencrator
from exposure to rain and snow.
Gencerators produce powerful
voltage; DO NOT operate
under wet conditions.

Knott, on the other hand,
was badly injured, having
taken the full force of the fall-
en iree [irst on his head and
then along his leg. The result
was a large gash on his head
and a compound fracturc just
above his ankle.

“He was in bad shape.”
Jarrell said. “The tree came
down and hit him first in the
head and if he hadn’t had a
hard hat on he would have
probably been killed. He was
sort of oul of it and mumbling
things.”

Jody Conn' and
Brandon Jarrell immediately
went into action, using their

refrigerator doors, even if an
appliance has been oul but
returns to function within a
couple of hours. If the freezer
is not full, DPH strongly advis-
es that poultry and meat itenis
be grouped away from other
foods to prevent juices from
contaminating other items.

When the refrigerator and/or
[reezer are operating again, lol-
low these guidelines to decide
whal to do with loods:

B Rcfrigerated  foods
should be safle as long as power
is opt for no morc than four
hours.

B Throw out any perishable
food in your refrigerator, such
as meal, poultry, lunchmeals,
fish, dairy products, eggs and
any prepared or covked [oods
that have bcen above 41
degrees Fahrenheit for four

hours. Bacteria can multiply to
unsafe levels under these con-
ditions.

B Fresh fruits and vegeta-
bies are safe as long as they are
still firm and there is no evi-
dence ol mold or sliminess.s If
an appliance thermomelcer was
kept in the freezer, read the
temperature when  power

.comes back on. If the appli-

ance thermometer stored in the
freezer reads 41 degrees
Fahrenheil or below, the food
is safc and may be refrozen.

B Il a thermometer has not
been kept in the freezer, check
each package of food to deter-
minc the safety.

W If the food still contains
ice crystals or is 41 degrees
Fahrenheit or below, it is safe
to relreeze.

B Raw mcats, pouliry,
cheese, juices, breads and pas-

trics can be refrozen without
losing too much food quality.

B Prepared food, fish, veg-
etubles and fruits in the freezer
can be relrozen safely, but food
quality may suffer.

“Remember, you can’( rely
on appearance or odor of the
food to determine if 1t’s safe,”
said Hacker. “Food that has
thawed or was held above 41
degrees Fahrenheil lor more
than four hours should be
thrown oul because bacteria
may multiply to unsafe levels.”

To remove spills and [resh-
cn the freezer and refrigerator,
DPH recommends washing
with a solution of two table-
spoons of baking soda dis-
solved in one quarl of warm
water, To absorb any lingering
odors, place an open box or
dish of baking soda in the
apphance.

“We want
the public 1o know that we are ready (o
help them start with trust and find cthical,
BBB Accredited Businesses (o do the
work they need. The BBB urges home-
owners to use the new BBB e-Quote to
simplify the process of scarching for an
ethical contractor for necessary repairs. =

The BBB also wants (o urge Lhe public
to use caution with doorfto-door contrac-
tors or out-of- state workers that move

into the arca offering repairs. “Don’t let

your rush to get the damage fixed cloud
your judgment when choosing a contrac-
tor,” said Clary. “If you give money to a
(ly-by-night outfit that disappears quickly
without having done the job right. you'll
pay even more lo gel the problem
resolved, and you may bhave little
recourse.”

The BBB offers these tips to property
owners looking for reputable companies
to remove fallen trees or repair roofs, gut-
ters. electrical problems, burst pipes and
other damage:

* said they still had some outages with esti-

mates of less than 500 people without
power.”

The arcas RECC officials were most
concerned with as of Thursday were

Bonanza and Statc Road Fork, Rough and
Tough and Armory Road, Caldwell said.

But Caldwell thinks RECC may be
able to meet its goal of having power
restored to most by Saturday, considering
that from Wednesday morning (when
some 1,000 were without power) 1o
Thursday morning (when thosc without
power numbered at 500) they had made
significant progress.

“They've cut the number of people
without power by half since yesterday
morning,” Caldwell said. “So they may

hit their Saturday goal.”

Much of the challenge for those work-
ing to repair downed lincs and damaged
transformers came in the form of both
manpower and also hours during which
crews are able to work.

“In a situation like this, they have (o
work in the daylight hours instead of the
dark,” Caldwell said. “That cuts down on
the time they can put toward the work
itself. It’s just too dangerous to work dur-
ing the night.”

As night
fell Tuesday, Whitten and his
lamily grew ever more lense,
“Every few minutes we could
hear trees {alling behind our
house,” he said. “And cvery
time, we jusi sat there in the
dark hoping onc didn’t fall on
our house.”

Sam Hager, another resi-
dent of Armory Road, shared
the same [ears Tuesday night.

“It sounded like guns going
off when the trees would start
cracking,” said Hager. “We
just didn’t think it was going
to be this bad.”

The wintry weather came to
a head Monday and Tuesday,
after freczing rain and sleet
coated the county and the rest
of the rcgion in icc. The storm
built over the course of the last
week, accompanied by
unbearably cold temperatures.
The resulling ice weighed
heavily across the region,
resulting  in
downed trecs.

Jarrell estimated that about
20 roads were in bad repair
following hundreds of downed
trees.

Those areas were the hard-
cst hit, according to Marshall,
along with the rest of the
northern end ol the county.

According to Floyd County
911 Coordinator Jim Caldwell,
a bricfing with Marshall
Wednesday finished by mak-
ing the dcecision to not open a
shelter for the county, some-
thing that had been considered

since earlier thal morning.

“We decided not to open a
shelter because most ol the
pcople around here just go to a
neighbor’s house or other [am-
ily members before they go to
a shelter,” Caldwell said.

County officials were
already expecting the cleanup
effort to lake approximately
six months based on condi-
tions early Thursday alter-
noon.

Beshear declared a slate of
cmergency for Kentucky
Wednesday morning and
Marshall has said he intends to
contact Frankfort to ensure
that assistance would be com-
ing for Eastern Kentucky, as
only western Kentucky was
specifically mentioned in
Wednesday’s declaration.

Alternatives to
prison protect
the community

No politician ever got into trouble for wanting to build more jail
cells or enacting tougher criminal punishments. Few prosecutors
ever were punished for seeking a maximum sentence, nor judges lor
throwing the book at a defendant.

Locking up convicts -- the longer the better -- has been seen as a
surc way lo promole political carcers, protect job sceurity and pacily
communities fearful of crime.

That may be changing. A new kind of "truth in sentencing”
movement is underway. It is based on the premise that it isn't how
long a criminal defendant spends behind bars that's important, but
whether the community is safer if he's put in prison.

There's mounting.cvidence that being "tough on crime"” -- cspe-
cially regarding nonviolent offenders -- actually makes communities
less safe.

Missouri Supreme Court Judge Michacl Wollf, who chairs the
state Sentencing Advisory Commission, is a leading evangelist for
what he calls "evidence-based sentencing.” That's when judges use
hard data on a criminal convict's risk of re-olfending as a key cle-
ment in the decision whether to mete out jail time.

In a speech last year at New York University Law School's
Brennan Center of Justice, Wolll noted that 50 pereent of inmaies in

Missouri prisons are nonviolent offenders. Working with researchers

at the Missouri Department of Corrections and the Department of
Probation and Parole, he collected data on offenders convicted of
nonviolent felony theft.

The data show that 45 percent of those sent to jail or prison —
cven for as little as 120 days -- re-offend. But only 19.1 percent of
those sentenced to probation or community service commit addi-
tional crimes. ’

“There is a strong casc 1o be made that the large increasc in
prison population has made us less safe." Mr. Wolff said. "If we put
nonviolent offenders in prison with violent offenders, the nonviolent
do scem o learn [rom the violent."

If the public thinks "rationally about what's in our own best inter-
ests -- i.e. public safety,” he added, we should "pay particular atien-
tion to which sentences work to reduce recidivism.”

Progressive judges dand corrections officials aren't the only ones
taking notice. Grass-roots community groups, religious service orga-
nizalions and a growing number of civic-mindcd lawyers have
become involved in the movement that diverts nonviolent offenders
{rom the conventional justice system, often soon alter they are
charged.

The concept is called "restorative justice” and it gives offenders a
chance to [ace the community directly -- and especially their victims
-- to accept responsibility for their actions and make amends.

In Springfield, Mo., Greene County Prosecutor Darrell Moore, a
longtime prosccutor with a no-nonscnsc reputation, has built a
restorative justice program for nonviolent adult offenders -- in both
misdemeanor and felony cases.

Moorc is convinced such programs make offenders "more
accountable" and, above all, that they give victims "a greater satis-
faction.” He's working with state lawmakers on legislation that con-
(irms the authorily of prosccutors staicwidce Lo engage in restoralive
justice and that protects community groups that participate.

As if keeping the public safer wasn't reason enough to explore
these programs, an added bonus ig thal restorative justice programs
cost less than locking up a person in prison. The inconvenient truth
in sentencing is that the public may be safer when nonviolent

- offendcrs arc kept out of prisons.

Better nutrition
equals better
education

Cafeteria food has always been the
brunt of kids’ jokes. Many of us
remember the grilled cheese sandwich
that stuck to the plate when you turned
it upside down, and the egg soufflé
that jiggled when you poked it. But
cven that is a far cay from what's
served now.

In the midst of a growing child-
hood obesity crisis. school food now
means federally subsidized chicken
nuggets, low-grade hamburgers,
[rench [ries, hot dogs and pizza.
“Cooking” usually involves a ceniral-
ized kitchen similar to a fast food
assembly line.

According to Ron Haskins, scnior
fellow of Economic Studies at the
Brookings Institution, “bchind the
overcooked vegetables and steam-
table pizza thal American children
confront each school day is an indus-
try that rivals defense coniractors and
mcdia giants in its ability to bring
home the lederal bacon.” Thal indus-
try is agribusincss — and, via the
National School Lunch Program, it
has a chokchold on our kids.

The commadities-driven National
School Lunch Program, meant Lo [eed
60 million children healthy food, has
instead turned into a major public
health threat. The most vulnerable in
our society are suflering the most
scvere consequences, including cpi-
demic levels of obesity, diabetes,
heart discasc and other illncsses.
While we need to be able to include
more children in the School Lunch
Program, we also need to be able to

feed them higher-quality, more nutri-
fious food, or else we are defeating the
purpose of the program.

Over the past three decades, rates
ol obesity in the U.S. have more than
doubled among children ages 2 to §
and more than tripled among those
ages 6 to 11. Today, approximately 9
million U.S. children over the age ol 6
arc considercd obesc. America’s over-
weight teens consume an average of
700 to 1,000 calorics morc than they
are required each day.

The National * School Lunch
Program and its affiliated programs
have unmatched size and scope, serv-
ing morc than 35 million lunches
every day in almost every school in
the U.S.. costing taxpaycrs more than
$8.5 billion. Close to 20 million K-12

. students receive up to two mceals a

day, five days a week. The program
was recently expanded to include all
children enrolled in Head Start and
child nutrition programs. The summer
food service program leeds 18 million
low-income children.

Where does agribusiness come in?
Schools participating in the National
School Lunch Program receive cash
subsidics and commodity foods for
each meal served plus bonus com-
moditics from agricultural surplus.
The program’s authorizing language
requires that participating schools
serve the most abundant commodities
— mostly milk and meal, with few
fruits and vegetables. In fact, the tics
between the governmen( and the com-
modities -industry, aided and abetted
by poor nutritional choices by state
and local food scrvice officials,
trumps federal nutritional, guidelines
resulting in menu offerings that
resemble fast food.

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture purchases hundreds of
millions ol pounds of pork, beef, and
other animal products as well as sur-

plus corn and wheat primarily as an
economic benefit to agricultural inter-
csts. This might have been a defensi-
ble idea a century ago, when a third of
our population worked as [larmers;
now, only 2 gercent of our workforce
is in agriculture. However, (o help 2
percent of our citizens, these com-
modilies are donated to the School
Lunch Program and other food assis-
tance programs. Unfortunately for our
children. many of these foods are
unhealthy.

Next year, The Child Nutrition and
WIC Reauthorization Act of 2004,

'which includes school lunches, will

cxpirc and the rcnewal battle will
begin. We musl dramatically improve
the federal nutrition requircments that
guide this program, weaken the ties
between the School Lunch Program
and the commodities markets, revolu-
tionize the quality of food in our
schools, label the salt, fat, and sugar
content of each meal served, and edu-
cate school officials, regulators and
the American public about the School
Lunch Program and its potentially dis-
astrous implications for our children’s
health.

We need a Congressional mandate
for higher nutritional values for the
School Lunch Program to improve the
quality and types of food that are
served in K-12 schools, with an
emphasis on local-foods and organics.
However, that's useless unless we
complement it with revamped nutri-
tion curriculums lor children and par-
cnts so that they can Icarn the value of
good nutrition in preventing disease.

Significant progress can and must
be made in overhauling school lunch-
es. Tt will take millions ol voices (0
bring *about this change. The cost to
the next generation is too high for this
battle to be lost.

The diabetes-related statistics provided by the
International Association of Lions Clubs arc
shocking. According to the Lions Club, two people
in the world develop diabetes every 10 seconds,
and a person dics from complications related to
diabetes in the same amount of time.

The United Nations General Assembly recently
passed a resolution that recognizes the diabetes
epidemic as a global threat, estimating that 246
million pcople currently have the discase, and the
number could almost double by 2025.

“Diabetes awarcncss was adopted as a long-
term commitment of the International Association

of Lions Clubs,” saidgLions Club District Gov.
Wesley Doughman. “The Lions work to support
diabetes education, prevention, control, and
research, with a primary objective of the program
to reduce the number of new cases of blindness
caused by diabetic retionpathy.”

“Studies have shown thal lifestyle changes,
including regular physical activity and a healthy
body weight, can reduce the risks of diabetic
rctinopathy and food amputations,” Doughman
said. “These potential health benefits are just some
of the reasons why District 43-Y is planing its first
ever Lions Strides Walk."”

What™ts it? How do you get it? How
do you make it go away?

Transient global amnesia
(TGA) was [irst identilied in
1956. It is a condition that

causes an otherwise healthy person to
have a sudden onset of memory loss
not associated with other neurologi-
cal symptoms, like weakness, or
slurred speech. There is an acute loss
of rccent memory that can go back

several months or even years,

People suffering a TGA also lose
their general orientation. They can’l
recall where they are, how they gol
there, what time it is, and what they

were doing immediately prior to the

attack. However, you never lose your
sense of personal identily. Thal is,
you know who you are and can rec-
ognize family and friends. Your lan-
guage and social skills remain intact,
as well.

A TGA attack can last from 30
minutes to as much as 24 hours. Once

it is over, you will have no memory

TGA results in sudden memory

rapid. A TGA has no lasting affect on
memory: however, it can cause a lot
of psychological stress.

While transient global amnesia is
rare, its recurrence is even rarer. One
study found that TGAs strike about
five out of every 100,000 pecople. The
recurrence rate was estimated at no
more than 3 percent per year.

FRANKFORT — The Roman
Catholic Bishops of Kentucky have
appointcd Robert J. Castagna as the
Executive Director of Catholic
Conference of Kentucky.

Castagna succeeds Edward
Monahan, who resigned in August 1o
become Kentucky’s Public Advocate.
Castagna arrived in Frankfort this
week.

Most recenlly serving as general
counsel and executive director of the
Aid for Women Inc. in Chicago, 1.,
Castagna spent more than 20 years
(1984-2006) as gencral counsel and
executive director for the Oregon
Catholic Conferenee. During his tenure
in Oregon, Castagna was noted for his

political skills, knowledge of the
Church, and passion on behalfl of those
in need. He led successful cfforts to
restore the funding of public assistance
for two-parcnt uncmployed familics,
wrote legislation to address the needs of
terminally ill patients, and successlully
worked to enact working family child
care lax credits and state earned income
tax credits. He also led the “Campaign
for Fairness™ on behalf of 24 social ser-
vice and statewide organizations, which
successfully lobbied to restore $60 mil-
lion in Oregon’s Department of Human
Services” budget.

A native of Brooklyn, N.Y.,
Castagna carncd a bachclor of arts from
Fordham University and a law degree

from the Catholic University of
America. He has received a number ol
awards including the 2003 Harvest of
Hope Award presented by Oregon's
governor on behalf of the Orcgon Faith
Roundtable Against Hunger; a 1989
“Service Award” [rom the Oregon
Commission on Hispanic Affairs; the
1989 Steward of Life Award (rom the
Orcgon Right to Lifc; and the 2002
“Outstanding Advocacy Award” [rom
the Governor’s Commission on Senior
Services. He has served in a number of
professional, community, and church
activitics, including as president of the
National Association of State Catholic
Conference Directors, as a consultant
for the United States Conference of

Catholic Bishops’ Migration

Commillee, and on the board of direc- -

tors of Maryville Nursing Home and
Ecumenical Ministries of Oregon.

In announcing thc appointment on
behalf of the bishops of Kentucky,
Archbishop Joseph Kurlz said, “We are
privileged to have someone of Mr.
Castagna’s stalure serving as our public
policy leader. His record and accom-
plishments are outstanding, and it will
be a great pleasure to work with him as
we continue to keep the Church’s posi-
tions before the Commonwealth.”

Making time for prayer and religious
dialogue top new year's resolution lists

NEW YORK -- The year
2009 will mark a significant
return lo personal prayer and
religious dialogue, according
to Dr. Aliza Lavie, a political
science professor al Bar-Tlan
University and currently a
Research Associate at The
Hadassah-Brandeis Institute.

Lavie's [lields of research
include gender, public commu-
nications and multiculturalism,
and she scoured historical
archives and private collec-
tions to uncover the forgollen
manuscripts and human stories
that she presents in A Jewish
Woman's Prayer Book, pub-
lished by Spiegel &
Grau/Random Housc carlier
this month.

"What I have discovered in
the past few weeks is most
remarkable. Throughout the
diversg communitics and
movements that I have visited
in the Uniled States - religious
cultural and political organiza-
tions, student groups, mid-life
professionals, the aged - in
every place there is interest in
the power of prayer and in the
development of religious dia-
logue."

Dr. Lavic notes that her
contacts and observations
extend far beyond the Jewish
community and include
Christians, Muslims and peo-

ple who choose not to catego-
rize their faith.

that is continually growing
in real time.

"Al Lincoln Square
Synagoguc in New York, at the
JCC in Milwaukee, and at an
cvent in Buffalo, I met women
who recognized some of the
prayers from a particular 19th-
century Czech book of prayers
which T had included in A
Jewish Woman's Prayer Book.
T have not encountered Jewish
Czech women in Isracl or
Europe who remembered those
prayers. For other parts of the
Jewish nation, this knowledge
and this connection was burnt

in Auschwitz.”

Confessing to prayer

Lavic notes that pcople who
say they haven't read the Bible
and never prayed before now
“confess” to more than intro-
spection and meditation: they
report thinking about and ftalk-
ing to their Creator. "They keep
journals, they talk to God while
they're driving, they open their
mouths and ask for help.
Perhaps even more surprising.
people report having conversa-
tions with others about God."

"They'are nol new [or peo-
ple.” Lavic says of the prayers
in her book. "Even though peo-
plc haven't actually heard or
read them before, they've had
them in the back of their mem-
