The booster seat legislation was 
signed into law last year, requiring 

children younger than 7 years okl 
and between 40 and 50 inches tall to 
usc a booster seat until they are old 
enough to fit . afely in a standard 
scatbelt designed for adults.

One of thts !-.~ason·~ mild 
!iurpri:;C!) has been the emer­
gence of Matt (raft on as a 
title cont~ndcr Ill ·!\SCAR's 
Ctm1ping World rruck Series. 

Crafton, who dnvcs the 
No. XH Menards Chevrolet. 
has finished outside the top 
15 only five times in 29 races 
since winning. for the first 
time at Lowe's Motor 
, peedway in May 2008. 

Consistency has been the 
B-ycar-old driver's distin­
guishing virtue this yea'r. 
which i. why Crafton ranks 
second, only 36 points behind 
Ron Hornaday Jr., in the 
point !-.landings Prior to 
Hornaday's 1ilwaukec victo­
ry. Crafton led the standings. 
He's finished in the top 10 in 
eight of the series· 10 race .

pre. ents no ymptoms, it can go 
untreated for long period of lime. In 
women, this can cause the infectJOn 
to spread to the fallopian tube and 
other reproductive organs. The fal­
lopian tube infection, called pelvic 
inflammatory disease (PID) often 

Infected pregnant women also can 
pass Chlamydia to thetr unborn 
babies. This increases the risks for 
premature delivery, and it can cause 
respiratory and/or eye infections in 
the newborn. 

Men also can be infected with 
Chlamydia. They, too, often present 
no symptoms, although they occa-
ionally experience urinary burning 

or di charge as a resuh of the infec­
tion. If their partner L diagnosed w1th 
Chlamydia, men should seek treat­
ment to avoid infecting or re-iofect­
ing their partner . 

Prevention is always preferable to 
treatment. Safer sex practice , uch 
a using condoms, can decrease the 
likelihood of contracting Chlamydia 
again in the future.

I have searched the Internet 
for information but can find 
none.-- M.D. 

ANSWER: A rcstmg EKG 
is a good test but it's not the 
ultimate heart test. Things can 
look trangc on arc tiug EKG. 
In order to tind out if those 
. trange-looking things are sig­
nificant, the next tep is to do a 
more sophisticated heart te t, 
one that is more scnsiti ve in 
detecting true changes and 
more <:perifir in eliminming 
EKG change that look odd 
but don't truly represent heart 
di ease. 

'Ibat's where a stress tc t· 
comes in. During a stress test. 
the person exercise , usually 
on a treadmill. All during the 
te 1. an EKG runs. 11 bows 
change if the stre sed heart 
isn't getting enough blood 
when it has to pump harder. 
You didn't have the treadmill 
variety of a tres test; you had 
one where a drug stressed your 
heart. The end result is the 
arne. 

Your stres test must have 
removed the suspicion of heart 
disease that aro ·e from the 
resting EKG. Do you play 
cards? Your stress test trumped 
your resting EKG.
