Kentuckians can feel confi­
dent their govemment is oper­
ating with a relatively high 
degree or transparency and 
openness. except for "serious 
problem " in the family court 
system, wh1ch include JUVe­
nile proceedings. 

That's the v1ew of Jon 
Flctschaker. a Louisville 
lawyer who wrore Kentucky's 
open-government laws and 
remains the state's foremo t 
Fir t Amendment attorney. 

"We're doing a lot better 
than other places ... Fleischaker 
aid in an intervie\\·. 'That may 

be damning with faint praise -
other places have problem . 
But I think we have a governor 
who believes very strongly in 
Fir~t Amendment issues," and a 
state high court that often ides 
with advocates of open govern­
ment. 

"The Supreme Court is ued 
a temtic decision in the fall of 
2008 on the University of 
Louisville Foundation - that 
donor names must be open," 
Flei ·chaker said . .. I don't think 
we would have gotten that any 
place el e in the United State ." 

The ruling ended a long 
legal battle between the univer­
sity and The Courier-Journal, 
which Fleischaker represents. 
On J u I y I 2, the Louisville 
newspaper publisht!d a front­
page tory and online database 
about the $156 million m con-

• tributions the foundation 
received from 2004 to 2009. 

Another major player in 
open-government issues is the 
attorney general. who e opjn­
ions in open-records and open­
meetings matter~ have the force 
of law unless appealed to cir­
cuit court. Jack Conway, who 
was elected attorney general in 
2007. ha issued dec1sions gen­
erally supportive M open gov­
ernment. 

When the Kentucky Open 
Government Blog (http://ken­
tuckyopengovernmentblog.bpl 
ogspot.com) began early this 
year, Conway welcomed it, say­
ing he had the duty and privi­
lege to promote the ideal stated 
by Supreme Courr Justice Loui 
Brandeis, a Louisville native: 
"Sunlight is said to be the best 
of di infectants: light the most 
efficient policeman." 

Fleischaker said the open­
government atmosphere under­
went a marked improvement 
after the 2007 gubernatorial 
election, in which Steve 
Beshear unseated Ernie 
Fletcher. "It was far different in 
the !-'letcher administration," he 
said. '"f think that (now) there is 

fl, a continuing effort in Kentucky 
by most offic1als to try to com­
ply with openness and trans­
parency requtred by law. That 
doesn't mean everyone doe it -
they don't. especially local law­
enforcement agenciec . But gen­
erally I think we've held our 
own over the past couple of 
years." 

The General Assembly has 
had some problems with open­
government issues, but ''That' 
nothing new," Fleischaker said. 
He cited the attempt in the 2009 

session to create a legislative 
inve tigative agency exempt 
from open-records laws, calling 
it "a terrible idea." The propos­
al quickly drew public criticism 
and was withdrawn by the leg­
islative leaders who proposed it. 

Fleischaker also represents 
the Kentucky Press Associa 
tion, and agreed with KPA 
Executive Director David 
Thompson· judgment that the 
2009 session was a good one 
for open government because 
the legi lature pas ed no new 
re ·trictions on government 
openness. 'That's a great year­
no harm done," Fleischak.er 
said. "We've always taken the 
position that no hann done is a 
victory." 

For KPA and other open­
government advocates, legisla­
tive sessions are usually a mat­
ter of playing defense. "We 
don't seek legislative solutions 
to certain problems," 
Flei chaker ~aid, "because we 
could always come out war e 
than we went in." 

Flei chaker applauded 
recently installed Chtef Justice 
John Minton's publicly stated 
intention to improve openne s 
and transparency in the court 
system, including unspecified 
changes in family courts. 

"The juvenile court system 
and the parts of the family court 
sy tern that are closed to the 
public have become rife with at 
least opportunities for mis­
chief.'' Flci chaker argued. 
"Due process often doesn't 
apply. Nobody's looking at 
what's going on, the public 
can't find out, can't get court 
record . This encourages less 
than due process." 

Those courts, and the 
Cabinet for Health and Family 
Services, combine to create the 
biggest black hole in Kentucky 
government, in Fleischaker's 
view. "That's our biggest prob­
lem," he said. "You have this 
huge slate agency with no one 
being held responsible, that 
simply ha no public supervi­
sion. Social workers are off 
doing their own thing. We have 
a court ystem that has no pub­
lic responsibility, we have 
elected judges who are operat­
ing in secret, so there's no way 
to know what they're doing, 
how they're doing. The public 
ha no idea. I think it's a huge 
problem." 

For example. Fleischaker 
said, social workers have too 
much unchecked power to 
remove children from the 
home. "We hear stories (of 
social workers saying) 'If you 
don' t do this. I'm going to take 
your kids away: 'If you don't 
do that, I'm going to Lake your 
kids.' That's a pretty awesome 
power of the state. to take your 
kids. Where i the oversight? 
Why can't you protect the kids 
and still give the parents due 
process?" 

Chief Justice Minton said in 
an interview, "[see the problem 
there.'' He noted that he is just 
one of seven members of the 
Supreme Court,• who collec­
tively set rules for the cout1 sys­
tem. hut "1 would be inclined to 
believe that things that happen 
in court happen in a puhlic 
place, that proceedings of all 
kinds should be open until I am 
convinced otherwx e."He ..,aid 
he is also considering more 
openness in disciplinary pro­
ceedings, which are confiden­
tial unless action 1s taken 
against a lawyer or judge. "I'm 
certainly going to be on the side 
of making openness the defat~lt 
position," he aid. 

Minton said orne confiden­
tiality in juveni le courts is 
acceptable, since those courts 
oflen dealt with sensitive issues 
such as sexual abuse. 

Juvenile proceedings have 
hi torically been closed to pro 
teet the long-term interest or 
the children involved, but 
Fleischaker said that make · it 
ea ier to abuse the ystem. "I 
think there arc real abuse 
going on," he said, without cit­
ing any specific ca e . "You 
wouldn't have thee abuses in 
many cases if you had open 
courts. You just wouldn't have 
them." 

Reports of abuses led former 
Chief Justice Joseph Lambert 
to support legislation that 
would have given judges more 
di cretion to open child-protec­
tion proceedings, hut "He was 
surpn ed at how little traction it 
got among the legislators." 
Minton said. Lawmakers did 
open dockets of juveniles 
charged with violent crimes. 

The new chief justice said 
his initiative for more opennes 
in the system was originally 
driven by a desire for more 
tran parency in irs finance and

admitlistratiori. pat1ly because 
of complaints from legislator:-.. 
But he said the establishment of 
family courts in most areas, and 
the election of judges who ran 
for the new scats, .. is causing a 
culture change" in the l>ystem. 

'1'hey have a special calling 
to that JOb," he said of family 
court Judges. And now that 
JUVenile courts are part of fam­
ily courts, the longstanding 
secrecy that surrounds juve 
nile is spreading into non­
juvenile proceedings in family 
court: 

But some children 's advo­
cate say more orcnncss 
woulc.Jn 't neces arily help juve­
niles. 

.. Mr. Fleischaker equates 
openness in juvenile court with 
greater due process and less 
abuse. I have seen no :-.tudics 
which indicare that either is 
true:· said K1m Brooks Tandy, 
executive director and founder 
of the Covtngton-based 
Children's Law Center. She 
said she has helped evaluate 
system~ for defense of the indi­
gent .. in more than a du.t.en 
other states" and. has seen no 
correlation between openness 
and "fundamental fairness and 
basic due process protections 
for children and youth." 

Tandy sa1d courts and agen­
cies can be held accountable 
through appellate courts, com 
mi sions that regulute conduct 
of lawyers and judges. foster· 
care review boards· and the 
Court Appointed SpccHJI 
Advocate program to help juve­
niles who have been removed 
from their home . . 

"A core principle of the 

juvenile court s llll'C 1ts incep­
tion has been protecting youth 
from feeling the public o.;tigma 
of court invol\'cment. which 
studies show ·can provoke kid!-. 
to surrender and gi' cup" trying 
to reverse course, Tandy said. 
She contendctl that information 
ahout ju,·enilc offender is 
(iftcn sought "to puni h the 
child of family or to scnsation­
alile their circumstances." 

Tandy acknowledged. 
"There are valid interests on 
both sides of this i~sue." and 
suggested that the state needs 
··a comprehensive !>tati~lical 
data collection on the youth in 
the sy tern and how they arc 
raring at every major,juncture 
in the system." 

Minton said his ofticc hopes 
to submit a draft of new rules to 
the Judicial Coundl. a panel or 
judges. lawyers and legi ·Jators 
who advise the Supreme Court, 
by this fall

gnorance on 
c imate change 

Last year's global average temperature was the lOth warmest 
since 1850. ln fact, eight of the past 10 years, and 13 of the last 
14, arc among the warmest on record. 

So naturally. Blaine Luetkemeyer. a Republican member of 
Congress from Mi souri's 9th district, has concluded: "We are 
undergoing a period of worldwide cooling.·· 

Luetkemeyer was a farmer, insurance man, banker, tate rep­
resentative and state tourism director before being elected to 
Congress last November. His college degree is in political sci­
ence, dot climate science. 

Nevertheless, he has now proclaimed the data behind concern 
over global warming to be "international junk science." 

La.t week, he introduced a bill that would prohibit U.S. finan­
cial contribution to the United Nations Intergovernmental Panel 
on Climate Change. the world' mo t authoritative scientific 
body. The PCC won the 2007 Nobel Peace Prize for compiling 
and publishing mountains of scientific data on global climate 
change. 

But Luetkemeyer- who freely admits he hasn' t read any of 
it - thinks its junk science. 

The good news is that his bill will go nowhere; a a freshman 
member of the minority party, Luetkemeyer has very little influ­
ence. The bad news is hi bill is an embarras ment- to him elf 
and his constituents. 

It's true that average temperature during each of the past three 
years wa slightly lower than in 2005. That's what scientists call 
annual temperature fluctuation. 

But to anyone who can actually read a graph - a group that 
apparently doe n't include Luetkemeyer- the larger trend is 
unmistakable. 

The 1990, were the wam1est decade since at lea t 1850. Yet 
2008 - the year Luetkemeyer says proves '1we are undergoing a 
period of worldwide cooling"- was warmer than all but two 
year of the 1 990s. 

The Arctic ice pack is shrinking by about 12 percent per 
decade. Greenland is losing at lea. t 36 cubic miles Of ice cover 
each year. Sea levels are rising. The reason: Atmospheric con­
centration of greenhouse gases are at their highest levels in at 
least 650,000 years. 

Just since 1950, the amount of carbon dioxide in the atmos­
phere has increased by about 35 percent. 

Last week, Luetkemeyer issued a press release to trumpet his 
ignorance. He claimed that the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency bas "debunked global wanning theory." In fact, the EPA 
global warming website link to the very U.I\. agency for which 
Luetkemeyer would cut funding. 

He claim that "more than 700 international scientists" have 
signed a report disputing global climate change. Some of the 700 
are legitimate scientific contrarians. Bur one of them is Chris 
Allen. a weatherman at a Kentucky TV station. He has no col­
lege degree; the only "scientific a.t'ticles" he's ever written are on 
the station's weather blog. Another is Edward Blick, a Biblical 
creationist from Oklahoma who believes the earth is less than 
10,000 years old and "globaJ warming is hatred against humani­
ty." 

Luetkemeyer told Post-Di patch reporter Bill Lambrecht.that 
"the IPCC ha 50-some sciemists." But the latest IPCC report 
was the product of "more than 500 lead authors and 2.000 expert 
reviewers'' and summarizes the findings of thousands more 
researchers. 

That fact can be found in the preface of the document 
Luetkemeyer dismis es as junk science. This proves that on lit­
tle, ea ·y-to-check facts, just as on big, complicated issue of cli­
mate science, Luetkemeyer is just Blaine wrong.

Kentucky has had peciaJ educa­
tion programs for decades. What we 
have noL had is much of a public 
understandmg of how well our speciaJ 
education tudents are doing. 

A review of special education in 
Kentucky completed by the state 
Office of Education Accountability 
indicates that studems with pecial 
education needs. uch a students with 
disabilities, arc domg quite well. In a 
December 2008 repon on the is ue, 
OEA stated that students with disabil­
ities have made "substantial progress" 
irt reading and mathematic at the ele­
mentary level and beyond. These stu­
dents are also graduating in larger 
number from high chool than ever 
before, which mdicates improvement 
among admini trators and teachers. 

The increase in graduation rate 
could be accounted for, at least in part, 
by increa ing rates of idemification of 
students with special education needs. 
The rate of students with developmen­
tal delays, which can be identified by 
anecdotal evidence of parents alone 
for students in preschool, is quite high 
in Kentucky-at least 7 times higher 
than the national rate, b"ased on the 
report. and much higher than the rate 
of identification for students with spe­
cific learning disabilities. Most of the 
increase in identification of students 
with special education needs in the 6-

Nothing magical 

about animal 
abuse 

As expected, "Harry Potter and the 
Half-BJood Prince" 1\ already smash­
ing box-office records. What came as 
a surprise i. the news out of the U.K. 
that the trainer who provided some of 
the owls for the Harry Potter films has 
admitted to a su·ing of cruelty-to-ani­
mals offenses. 

Humane authorities found dozens 
of emaciated and dehydrated birds 
with severe inJuries. overgrown 
beaks, and swollen and clubbed feet at 
the trainer's facility. The trainer 
admitted that the animals had not been 
seen by a vet in three years and plead­
ed guilty to L 7 charges. The bird 
were confiscated. 

Given the vast array of alternatives 
available. there is simply no reason to 
subject animals to the abuses of train­
ing and the rigors of film production. 
Animatronics, blue screen imaging, 
holography. and computer-generated 
imagery have made detecting the "real 
t,hing" from the "fake" virtually 
impossible. The range of animals that 
can be created with the use of technol­
ogy is limilless.

How do the state's increasing rates 
of identification for peciaJ education 
affecl different age groups and tudent 
groups? Two examples shared with a 
state legislative committee last week 

· involve identification rates for the 3-5 
age group and identification of maJe 
and black students compared to other 
studenLs. 

What the OEA report shows i that 
the identification rate for speciaJ edu­
cation in the 3-5 age group has grown 
over time and is now more than dou­
ble the national rare. Thi is explained 
in part, the report states, by the fact 
that Kentucky provides greater access 
to state-funded presthool programs 
than most states do. At the arne time, 
~tudents are only eligible for state­
funded preschool in Kentucky if, 
according to the repon, "they are con­
sidered at risk or if they are identified 
for special education." That likely 
serves as an incentive to identify a 
child as having special needs early in 
their school career. 

The identification of male and 
black tudent · age 6-21 as having 
special education needs i a concern 
for lawmaker , educators and others 
since these students represent a dis­
proportionate of the pecial education 
student body. The state i monitoring 
the issue although such monitoring is 
not required by the federal govern­
ment.

Jn the spring of 1971. a govern­
ment doctor, in a government ho pita!

placed my own life in great danger 
without asking for. or receiving my 
permis ion for the "procedure.·· He 
saw no need to do either! 

Th abortion was e:\trcmcly 
painful. but I was given nothing to 
case the pain! My con!'.titutional 
rights. my health care. nor the: life of 

· my un om twin were of any concem 
to him. I have suffered for 38 years 
from emotional. mental. and physical 
problerns, and my life has been at risk 
many times as a direct re. ult of that 
abortion. A scientist ·how more con-

lower-wealtll versus higher-wealth 
districts. What the OEA report found 
is that districts with lower wealth on 
average have higher identification 
rates for student with pecial educa­
tion needs than dtstricts with higher 
wealth.

You might think, given the higher 
identification rates in lower-weaJth • 
districts, that more money for pecial 
education would be pent by the 
lower-wealth district , but that is not 
the case. The report found that higher­
wealth districts spent more on speciaJ 
education than they received in spe­
cial needs revenue in 2007 while 
lower-wealth districts pent le .. 
Overall, the report indicates that spe­
cial education revenue increased ub­
stantial1y from 2003 to 2007. frortt a 
total of $408 million to a total of 539 
million-a whopping 32 percent 
increase. Why higher-wealth districts 
are pending more in recent years than 
they are receiving in ~pecial education 
revenue remains unknown; As the 
report states, data collected ... do not • 
explain the underlying causes of this 
trend." . 

Some good news is that money 
spent on special education programs 
is making a difference in the learning 
experiences of orne students with 
di abilitie , e peciaJly at the elemen­
tary level as I mentioned earlier. Other 
school data hows potential for stu­
dent gains in many Kentucky schools. 

Next week l would like to discu s 
the need of school eli tricts to te t stu­
dent· with special education needs 
and what the report called the '"unin­
tended consequence " of this te ·ting 
and accountabilit-y.

Kentucky lawmakers discuss possible 
effects of federal energy bill

FRANKFORT - State 
lawmakers shared comments 
and concern about a federal 
bill that proposes, among other 
changes, a 3 percent cut in 
U.S. greenhouse gas emissions 
by 2012 and a 17 percent cut in 
emissions by 2020 during a 
meeting Friday of the state 
legislative Special 
~ul~ommittt:e uu Eu~gy. 

The comments followed 
testimony by Kentucky Pubhc 
Service Commission oflicials 
on the bill, named the 
Waxman-Markey Climate Bill 
after sponsors Reps. Henry 
Waxman, D-Calif., and Ed 
Markey,. D-Mass. PSC 
Executive Director Jeff 
Derouen said that the bill. 
which passed the U.S. House 
Energy and Commerce 
Committee on May 21, could 
mean significant increases in 
utility rates over time. 

Derouen said possible rate 
increases under the climate 
and energy bill could range 
from 15 percent to 60 percent, 
although most experts estimate 
that rate increases would Fall 
in the 20 to 35 percent range. 

"They (rate changes) 
- wouldn't all come at once, and 

there's still a moving target 
even among utilities about 
what it would mean in real dol­
lars," Derouen said. 

Sen. Robert Stivers, R­
Manchester, said he is con­
cerned about the impact such 
increases would · have on 
Kentucky industry and jobs.

Per Stivers' request, the sub­
committee asked for more 
detail on the bill's potential 
impact on large employers 
who rely on Kentucky's histor­
ically low electricity rates. 

"What bothers me .. espe­
cially in this economy, 1s what 
there will be in terms of impact 
to the A.K. Steels of the world, 
the Fon.J plant in l..vPj s ville, 
the Toyota plant in 
Georgetown, the OM plant in 
Bowling Green - these high­
end users that have come to the 
state because of low energy 
costs for production," Stivers 
said. 

What emissions are taxed 
will ultimately affect how 
much Kentuckians are taxed, 
Derouen said. He explamed 
that Kentucky's average utility 
rates are currently ranked 48th 
nationally while emissions 
from utility plants are ranked 
seventh. That ranking falls to 
13th if all emissions, including 
vehicle emissions, are consid 
ered. 

"So if the federal govern­
ment chooses to tax all emis­
sion including vehicles, the 
impact on us would be less 
than if they just taxed carbon 
emissions from utility plants," 
he said. 

Rep Harry Moberly, D­
Richmond, said the climate 
crisis gives Kentucky opportu­
nities to be an energy leader­
something it has been working 
toward for several years in the 
General Assembly and the 
research field. 

"I truly think there are bits 

and pieces of this puzzle being 
worked on all over the country 
and nobody has pulled that 

· together, but that can be done 
and we can do that in 
Kentucky," he aid. "We can 
be the lead state in carbon 
management." 

In response. Subcommittee 
Co-Chair Sen. Brandon Smith, 
R-Hat<lrd, ~d that while thertt 
are some concerns by some 
members. " ... we are looking 
forward to playing whatever 
role we can in moving for­
ward." 

On a motion by Sen. David 
Boswell, D Owensboro, the 
subcommittee passed a resolu­
tion to recommend to the 2010 
General Assembly that 
Kentucky's resource be com­
bined with available federal 
and other states' re ourccs to 
move forward on the u~ of 
carbon dioxide outside of the 
realm of carbon capture and 
storage. 

"We've talked about coal 
conversion. We've talked 
about utilization of Fischer­
Tropsch synthesis, we've 
talked about all these things. 
We've not only talked, we've 
spent hundreds of millions of 
state and tederal dollars in the 
process. And we've come' to 
the conclusion that we can do 
all these things if we ju. t fig­
ure out what to do with carbon 
dioxide," Bo well said. 
"What's been satd here today I 
think exemplifies the desire or 
this Legislature to move for­
ward and kind of quit talking 
about it and let's pull all these 

resource together." 
Carbon capture and storage 

involves removing carbon 
dioxide - a greenhouse gas 
that has been attributed to 
global warming - from fossil 
fuels and storing it hundreds of 
meters below ground indefi­
nitely. potentially for millions 
of years.

FRANKFORT - Preliminary statis­
tics indicate that eight people died in 
seven separate crashes on Kentucky road­
ways from Monday, July 13, through 
Sunday, July 19. 

Four of the crashes involved motor 
vehicles and two of rhose victims were not 
wearing eat belts. Single-fatality crashes 
occurred in Christian, Hardin and 
Hopkins counties and the crash in 
Christian County involved the suspected 
use of alcohol. One double-fatality crash 
occurred in Lewis County. 

Two motorcycle-involved fatalities 
occurred and those victims were not wear-

ing helmets. Motorcycle crashes occurred 
in Fayette and Oldham counties. One ATV 
fatality occurred in Ballard County and 
the victim was not wearing a helmet. 

Through July 19, preliminary statistics 
indicate that 414 people have lost their 
lives on Kentucky roadway during 2009. 
This is the same number of fatalities 
reported for the corre ponding time period 
in 2008. There were 341 motor vehicle 
fatalities and 186 of those victims were 
not wearing seat belt . Eighteen pedestri­
ans have been killed. Fony-seven fatali­
ties involved a motorcycle and seven 
fatalities involved an ATV. A total of 91 

fatalities have resulted from crashes 
involving the suspected use of alcohol. 

Citizens can contribute to highway 
safety by reporting erratic drivers to the 
Kentucky State Police toll-free at 1-800-
222-5555. Callers will remain anonymous 
and should. give a description of the vehi­
cle, location, direction of travel and 
license number if possible. 

These statistics are still preliminary as 
KSP waits for all local law enforcement 
agencies throughout the state to report any 
crashes and fatalities that may have 
occurred in their areas.

Jeremy Jarmon was selected by 
the Washington Redskins in the 
third round of the National 
Football League supplemental 
draft on Thursday. 

Jarmon played in 38 games 
during the last three seasons, 
including 31 starting assign­
ment . His best attributes are 
his t~bility to rush the passer 
and hjs knack for knocking 
down passes. He made 38 
tackles as a Junior, including lO 
for loss and 4.5 quarterback 
·acks, along with six pass 
breakups. He was named sec­
ond-team All-Southeastern 
Conference by Phil Steele's 
College Football. 

In 2007, Jarmon was first­
team All-SEC by Rivals.com 
and second-team Al1-SEC by 
the league coaches when he 
bad 62 tackles, including 13.5 
TFL and nine sacks. He had 
17.5 acks 10 hi career, third in 
school history.

EVERYBODY'S SCIENCE 

A security 
blanket for 
roadsides

Which do you suppose grows 
fastest--a tree or a cotton plant? 

Of cour e, that=s a pretty easy 
question, but that= what popped into 
my mind when I read recently about a 

• new Aspray-on blanker@ for· road­
sides and construction sites. That=s 
because the new blanket is made of 
cotton hydromulch. a blend of 
byproducts from cotton ginning. 

An Agricultural Research Service 
(ARS) agricultural engineer teamed 
up with Cotton Incorporated of Cary. 
N.C., and a company called Mulch & 
Seed Innovations of Centre, Ala., to 
make the new cotton hydromulch, 
which is sold as under the brand name 
GeoSkin. 

You may not be familiar with the 
word Ahydromulch,@ but you=ve 

• undoubtedly seen it in action. lt=s that 
'::.' bright-green slurry that=s sprayed on 

bare land at construction sites and 
roadside projects to prevent the soil 
from washing away before grass or 
plants can get a good start. 

Hydromulches are typically made 
of wood or paper byproduct --hence 
the question about A tree versus cotton 
plant@--or a blend of the two. There 
are also commercial roll-on blankets 
that can be made of straw, wood or 
ev n shredded coconut shells. 

Tht: new cotton hydromulch per­
forms better than the roll-on blankets, 
and requires a lot less labor to use. 

Best of all, it really controls runoff­
-which can contain not only soil, but 
mulch ingredients. In test of four 
types of mulches, the total runoff was 
7,832 pounds per acre from sites cov­
ered with straw; 7,474 pounds per 
acre from a wood-based mulch; 3,719 
pounds per acre from a coconut-based 
mulch; and just 222 pounds per acre 
from the cotton gin hydromulch. 

The hydromulch is a bit more com­
plicated than just cotton-gin trash. It=s 
produced by a mechanical procedure 
known as the Across-linked biofiber 
process.@ Jt was developed through 
cooperative research efforts of ARS; 
Cotton Incorporated; Summit Seed 
Inc., of Manteco, Ill., and Mulch & 
Seed Innovations. ARS has applied 
for a patent on the proce. . 

The new technology has opened 
the door to development of a whole 
line of cotton hydromulches for ero­
sion control, including a top-of-the­
line product for use on teep slope , 
and a mid-grade product for flat or 
moderately sloped terrain. 

In studies, the ARS ag engineer 
howed that the cotton-based hydrom­

ulches established a good stand of 
gra s. while other hydromulches and a 
straw erosion-control blanket didn=t 
perform as well. 

This is just the latest in a long line 
~ of products developed by ARS cien­

tists as a way to take what basically 
amounts to Aagricultural trash@ and 
tum it into something of value. Cotton 
waste has been a ftnancial liability m 
the past, because of the costs of burn­
ing or otherwise disposmg of it. 

But in fact, cotton gin byproducts 
are a valuable resource, because their 
levels of nitrogen, phosphorus and 
potassium and their porous, 
absorbent, biodegradable structure are 
ideal characteristics for a seed starter. 

Conan production dates back as far 
as 5,000 years ago, and cotton pro­
cessing also is an old, old business; 
Eli Whitney parented the conon gm on 
March 14, 1794. But the scientist at 
ARS are always finding ways to use 
cotton--to borrow the motto of the 4-H 
Club--Ato make the best better.@ 

For example, ARS scientists at 
New Orleans, La., have figured out 
ways to produce super-smooth, wrin­
kle-free cotton bedsheets that could 
help patients in hospitals and nursing 
home avoid developing bedsores, 
those ghastly open wounds brought 
about by constantly lying on a station­
ary surface. The annual healthcare 
costs associated with treating tht:se 
horrendous ulcers are currently esti-

mated to exceed $7 billion 
annually, and that figure is pre­
dicted to rise by 10 percent 
annually as the nation=s popu­
lation ages and the incidence 
of these pressure sores increas­
es. 

The same group of ARS sci­
entists also has developed cot­
ton bandages that can actually 
help wounds heal. The e spe­
cial bandages sop up excess 
enzymes called proteases that 
collect in wounds and can 
cau e inflammation. 

In studies, the ARS scien­
tists showed that their special 
bandages currailed protease 
activity 40 to 80 percent more 
effectively than untreated cot­
ton wound dressings. And the 
special bandages may also 
draw protein?building 
macrophages. nece sary for 
proper skin healing, to the 
wound site.
