MARTIN ~ Federal disaster aid to
those affected by the May flooding has
topped $10 million, FEMA officials
said Thursday.

And FEMA’s Clare EcKert says
there’s still more to do.

“Too many people will get these
denial letters and then give up,” she
said.

Oblivious to
children’s
hunger

Missouri State Rep. Cynthia Davis is staking out a strong position on
child hunger: She’s for it. " X

“Hunger can be a positive motivator,” she notes in the latest edition of
her newsletter.

More precisely, Davis is against summer feeding-programs for poor
kids. They are an excuse “to create an expansion of a government pro-
gram,” she says.

Davis, a Republican, chairs the Missouri House of Representatives
Special Standing Committee on Children and Families. In that position,
she might be expected to have insight into child hunger in our state.

She might know, for instance, that about one in five Missouri children
lives with hunger. That ties Missouri with Louisiana for the nation’s sev-
enth-highest rate, according to a report released in May by the hunger-
relief charity Feeding America.

Or that the recession has pushed the number of poor Missouri kids
who qualify for free or reduced-price school lunches to 8.3 percent this
year, well above the national average.

Apparently not. :

“While I have not seen this as a problem in my district, it is entirely
possible that the (summer feeding) program is designed to address prob-
lems that exist in other parts of Missouri,” Davis says in her newsletter.

“The right way to solve this is with more education. If parents ... don’t
know how to serve nutritious meals, let’s help them leamn to do that.”

In that spirit, she offers some helpful hints:

B “Families may economize by choosing not to waste hard-earned
dollars on potato chips, ice cream or Twinkies.” ;

B “Laid-off parents could adapt by preparing more home cooked
meals rather than going out to eat.”

B “Tip: If you work for McDonald’s, they will feed you for free dur-
ing your break.”

About 100,000 more people are unemployed i Missouri today than
were jobless in 2007. Food pantries across the state are struggling to meet
increased demand. The United Way of St. Louis and more than 100 area
companies are participating in a food drive this week.

And the plain, tragic fact is some children have parents who aren’t
particularly interested in caring for them. Ward Cleaver and CIliff
Huxtable are off the television airways.

But Davis is skeptical about the need to feed poor children during the
summer when schools are closed.

If — if — there really is one, she says, “churches and non-profits can
do this at no cost to the taxpayer.” :

Or maybe not.

“Most of our 18 (summer feeding program) sites are churches,”
explains Rosemary Terranova, who oversees the program for St. Louis
County.

“We're trying to support churches that want to offer some kind of
summer recreation program for kids,” she says. “They supply the staff,
we supply the food.” _

The program “has been a real blessing to us,” says Caroline Crenshaw
of Bethesda Temple in St. Louis, where 40 children attended day care last
week while their parents worked.

The summer feeding program’s cost is funded by the U.S. Department
of Agriculture, which pays about $1.81 for each breakfast served and
$3.18 for each lunch. :

Last year, 3.7 million meals were served by the surnmer feeding pro-
gram at a total cost of less than $9.5 million. That’s a pretty.good use of
federal money. /

In the same generous spirit as Davis, we'd like to offer a suggestion.

The sad truth is that we will contin-
ue to be at the mercy of oil producers
so long as we are unwilling to go

through the painful ftransition to a
society that does not see the auto as a
necessity for work, play, status and
raising children. And the even sadder
truth is that the pain of the transition
to green fransportation (widespread
ynemployment, a spike in the suicide
rate, higher taxes, walking) may be
more than the American people can
bear,

The problem is so vexing that even
a wise Latina woman would have
trouble figuring it out. But that’s not
the only problem facing Mr. Obama
and Capitol Hill's Gang That Couldn't
Talk Straight.

You may not have noticed but the
economy fell off a cliff last fall, One
minute prosperity was there beside us,
laughing and talking, telling jokes; the
next it was gone — disappeared.

When we looked over the side of
the cliff we were walking on, there it
was, tumbling toward the bottomless
abyss, a fate so terrible that we only
refer to it as “the D word.”

That was the situation Obama
inherited when he took office and he
did what he had to do. He began to
pump vast sums into the economy,
financing it by borrowing vast sums
from the Treasury who in turn bor-
rowed it from China, Japan, Middle
Eastern potentates and other global
loan sharks.

To do otherwise would have risked
economic collapse - and the most
dreaded of economic calamities,
deflation.

Its alternative solution
has been simply “spend less”
(although 1t’s vague about the details
and, in any case, 18 exactly the wrong
thing to do).

The other day Rush Limbaugh, the
leader of the Republican Party in all
but name, expressed sympathy for a
boycott of General Motors because
it’s going to be partially owned by
American laxpayers. Socialism, don’t
you know. “Nobody wants to support
an Obama company,” he said. “They
don’t want to do anything to make
Obama'’s policies work.”

This country doesn’t need a third
party; it needs a second one.

Childress team struggling

LONG POND, Pa. — In
addition to being owner of a
four-car Sprint Cup team, as
well as a Nationwide Series
operation, Richard Childress
owns a winery and a museum
near his Welcome, N.C.,
shop.

An avid hunter, Childress
also was recently elected to
the board of directors of the
National Rifle Association.

Childress’s race team has
recently fallen on hard times.
Three of his drivers — Jeff
Burton, Clint Bowyer and
Kevin Harvick — made the
Chase for the Sprint Cup last
year, but only Burton is cur-
rently in the top 12. In the
past eight races, Bowyer has
fallen from second to 16th in

the rankings, and Harvick
from 10th to 26th.

In April, Childress respond-
ed by switching the crew

chiefs of Harvick and Casey
Mears, the fourth driver he
added this year to his Cup sta-
ble. So far, the resulfs have
been discouraging,

“We just need to fix all of
our race teams, and this is the
first step,” said Childress. “I'm
not above making more
changes if that’s what it takes.
I'm going to be looking hard at
everything. We don’t have a
choice. We have to be compet-
itive.”

Dale Earnhardt won six of
his seven championships dri-
ving Childress’s Chevrolets.
Childress hasn’t used No. 3
since Earnhardt’s death in a
Daytona 500 crash in 2001.
This year he added No. 33 for
Bowyer, moving Mears to No.
07.

“I had a meeting with our
whole organization,” said
Childress. “Everybody that
works on the four race teams
was there, and [ explained to

them that we would make
more changes if we had to, and
we were going to do what it
took to make these cars com-
petitive.”

Childress, originally from
Winston-Salem, N.C., was
once a Cup driver himself.
Now 63, Childress never won
in 285 Cup starts, but finished
six times in the top five. His

best career finish was a third in

Nashville, Tenn., in 1978.

MSU finishes fourth in

MOREHEAD - In terms of
athletic success, the 2008-09
season may have been one of,
if not the best, year in
Morehead State athletics histo-
ry, and that point is well illus-
trated by the fact that MSU
finished fourth in the inaugur-
al Ohio Valley Conference
Commissioner’s Cup race.
Formerly known as the All-
Sports  Trophy, Morehead
State had 87 points according
to the point tallies. That was
only four points behind second
place and just one point shy of
third place.

“Improving our athletics
department is a process,” said
MSU Athletics Director Brian
Hutchinson. “I am very
pleased to note the progress so
far and am proud of our pro-
grams’ growth and success,
understanding we still have a
lot of work ahead to ensure
continued good fortune.”

The award (which started in

1962-63 for men's sports and
1980-81 for women’s sports)
was' previously divided into a
Men’s All-Sport Champion
and a Women’s All-Sport
Champion. Points were award-
ed for each of the 18 spon-
sored sports and each school
was required to count its totals
from each sport in its grand
total,

Under the new scoring sys-
tem, schools are required to
count point totals for four
main sports (football, volley-
ball, men’s basketball and
women’s basketball) along
with their next eight highest
point totals from the remaining
sports, regardless of gender.
Morehead State, which does
not compete in OVC football,
counted baseball as one of its
four required sports.

The points system for scor-
ing is as follows. For all sports
(except rifle, men’s indoor and
men’s outdoor track — which
do not have six participating

OVC Commissioner’s Cup

teams), the first place team
earns 10 points, the second
place team earns 9 points, etc.
For rifle, men’s indoor and
men’s outdoor track and field,
the first place team earns 10
points and each subsequent
place earns points equal to 2
less than the team that placed
one position higher.

All four of MSU’s team that
count toward the main score —
baseball, volleyball and both
basketballs — finished in fourth
place or higher. Also, nine of
the 14 total teams finished
with a seven or higher. The
point system is based on regu-
lar season standings.
Morehead State had two
teams, men’s basketball and
soccer, that won the OVC
tournament title and advanced
to the NCAA Tournament, and
MSU . rifle student-athlete
Elizabeth Lyon participated in
the NCAA championships.

Murray State totaled 102
points to win the award.

Five steps

nswer: Bee and wasp stings
Aare very common summer

injuries. When most people,
including children, are stung, they
only have a local reaction — slight
swelling and redness right around the
sting — like your daughter had.
Unless the sting occurs on the face,
these cases only require such basic
care as you gave to your daughter.
About three percent of people have
allergic reactions to these stings, and
almost one percent suffer a severe,

Most bee stings require basic care

life-threatening reaction called ana-
phylaxis. People suffering allergic
reactions, and all people stung on the
face, need immediate medical atten-
tion,

When bees and wasps sting, they
inject a small amount of venom
through their stingers into the vie-
tims” skin. The honeybee’s stinger is
barbed, and — along with the venom
sack — remains embedded in the
skin after the sting. Hornets and yel-
low jackets are not venomous, but
they can usually retract their stingers
and sting multiple times.

When an allergic reaction to bee
or wasp venom occurs, it typically
comes on within the first hour after
the sting. Allergic reactions to stings
are associated with hives, shortness
of breath, swelling of the face,
wheezing, and weakness or fainting.
The hives and facial swelling are not
necessarily local reactions, that is,
they can occur away from the site of

the sting. There are rare cases in
which the severe reaction does not
occur until hours after the sting, so it
is always a good idea to watch a per-"
son for several hours after he or she
has been stung.

About 40 deaths occur annually in
the United States from bee and wasp
stings. A fatal reaction is more likely
to occur in a person who has previ-
ously exhibited allergic reactions to
stings. Also, people stung by multiple
bees are more likely to suffer a severe
allergic reaction.

A local reaction like the one your
child had is usually associated with
redness and swelling, generally no
bigger than 10 inches in diameter, as
well as some pain and itching. These
symptoms actually may worsen over
the first few days following the sting,
After that, the redness and swelling
should subside naturally. If it does
not, that could mean the site has
become infected, in which case you

should see your doctor.

Otherwise. the approach you took
with your daughter — removing the
stinger, using ice bags to reduce the
inflammation and administering an
over-the-counter antihistamine —
was the right thing to do. In addition,
it is wise to clean the sting site and
watch for signs of infection. As long
as the victim was not stung in the face
and does not exhibit the allergy
symptoms [ listed above within the
first few hours following a sting,
emergency room (reatment is not
needed.

Head movements
bring on vertigo

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I
have had vertigo for one
month. I can function with it as
long as I am sitting up straight”
When [ lie down, I get dizzy.
The doctor says that this has to
run its course. Is there a diet [
can follow? I am a completely
healthy 53-year-old woman
with no other ailments. Do you
have any thoughts? -- PT,

ANSWER: Your brand of

vertigo strongly suggests
benign positional vertigo,

dizziness that comes on with
head motion. Looking up or
down, moving the head from
side to side, lying down or get-

ting up brings on a sensation of

whirling around.
A series of head movements
sometimes can put an end to
. the dizziness. The movements
are the Epley maneuvers. Sit
an the side of a bed -- prefer-
ably a twin bed, since your
head has to extend past the

opposite side of the bed when.

you lie down. Turn your head a
45-degree angle to the side
that brings on dizziness.
Keeping the head in that posi-
tion, lie down and let the head
bend downward about 20
degrees over the edge of the
bed. Then tum the 90 degrees
to the opposite side and hold
there for 30 seconds. Roll over

onto that side while turning the

head another 90 degrees, so.

you face the floor, and stay
there for 30 seconds. Then get
back into the upright sitting
position with the neck bent
slightly downward for another
30 seconds. If the dizziness
persists, you can repeat the
procedure as needed.

I admit this is a little com-
plicated, and if you find it too
involved, have the family doc-
tor or an ear, nose and throat
doctor put you through the
exercises. What these move-
ments do is shift tiny crystals
from one part of the mner ear,
where they shouldn't be, back
to the part where they belong.

Benign positional vertigo is
only one kind of vertigo. Epley
maneuvers don't do a thing for
other causes, like viral infec-
tions or Meniere's disease. For
viral-caused dizziness, medi-
cines like Antivert,
Dramamine or Transderm
Scop (the patch worn to pre-
vent seasickness) can make
dizziness less severe. A low-
salt diet is helpful for
Meniere's disease.

The booklet on vertigo and
balance explains this dizzying
disorder in detail. Readers can
order a copy by writing: Dr.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I
have white spots and lines on
my fingernails. What causes
them? Is it a vitamin deficien-

ANSWER: Those spots and
lines indicate a brief pause in
nail production. They're not a
sign of vitamin deficiency.
Trauma to the nail can do thi¥,
and the trauma can be so slight
that it never registers on your
consciousness. It takes six
months for a fingernail to
grow from base to tip. Your
spots and lines are halfway up
the nail, so they should be
gone in another three months.

Dear Tom and Ray: '
I have a 1984 Nissan pickup with
only 64,000 miles. It runs great, but

the engine is so dirty that I am embar-
rassed to have it worked on. How
should an engine be cleaned? Is
steam cleaning appropriate? Thanks.
— Roy ’

RAY: Well, you're very consider-
ate, Roy. Most people don’t give a
second thought to . forcing their
mechanic to fight through sludge and
dirt and garbage just to get his work
done.

TOM: And that’s just the passen-
ger compartment.

RAY: You can certainly steam-
clean your engine. Usually, a really
filthy, disgusting engine is a sign of
an oil leak or three. When oil leaks
out, all kinds of dirt and junk stick to
it, and the engine becomes bathed in
a thick layer of grime.

TOM:‘ So by steam-cleaning the
engine, you not only send a signal to
your mechanic that you care about
your car (and therefore, so should
he), but you also make it easier for
him to FIND any leaks. When the
engine has been cleaned recently, it’s
a lot easier to see where those leaks
are coming from.

RAY: So, go to a car wash or auto-
detailing place that offers steam
cleaning. It's not something you want
to do in your driveway, because the

stuff you wash off is toxic, and you
don’t want it going down the drain
and into your local waterways — or
creating your neighborhood’s first
Superfund site. Find a place thathas a
grease trap, so they can dispose of the
runoff properly.

TOM: And bring a good book, just
In case some important electrical
component gets steamed under high
pressure by accident and prevents the
car from starting until it dries out. If
happens.

RAY: And then drive around with
a clean engine for a week or so before
having your car serviced. Your
mechanic probably will be able to tell
you exactly where the oil leaks (the
ones that made such g mess in the
first place) are coming from. And
he’ll have to spend less time at the
sink before eating his lunch.
