Officials see potential

PRESTONSBURG - Now 
that the Kentucky House of 
Representatives has approved a 
road plan that will see funding 
brought back to the Minnie­
HaroJd Connector project, 
Floyd County officials are 
excited about the possibilities. 

fn particular, plans for a full­
sized community park may now 
be able to move ahead, pending 
approval of the road plan by the 
Senate. 

"The one thing that J' m real­
ly excited about is the fact that 
this connector will facilitate 

access to the new Mud Creek 
Park," said Floyd County 
Judge-Executive R.D. "Doc" 
Marshall. "The project will 
give us the chance of getting 
some .land to develop the park 
for Districl 4, the only district 
in the county that sWI doesn't 
have a park of that kind." 

The Mud Creek Park has 
been in the planning stages for 
some time, Marshall said. and 
would be made possible 
through land donated by 
Elkhorn Coal Company, the 
same company that has agreed 
to assist the state in various 
aspects ot' the connector proj­
ect 

That reclaimed mining land, 
which could be anywhere 
between 25 to 50 acres said 
Marshall, would become the 
location of a large park to 
include a variety of attractions. 

Among those attractions 
would be at least rhree baseball 
fields that would accommodate 
high school and Little League 
games. at least one basketball 
court, a compl.ete walking 
track, picnic shelr.ers and possi­
bily a recreation center on the 
property. 

"Jf we didn't have good 
access to get to that property, it

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city audit better 
than bo~ttom line

PRESTONSBURG 
Though the final numbers 
from a recent financial 
audit for the city of 
Prestonsburg reflecl a loss 
in the overall budget, city 
officials say the total does 
not reflect debt relief 
offered from the city to 
Archer Park and Stonecrest 
Golf Course. 

The city has long taken 
care of payroll and other 
miscellaneous expenses for 
the two venues and recently 
decided to forgive debt 
from the park totaling 
$1.55,022 and also for the 
golf course totaling 
$461,141. 

With the combined 
amount of these two fman­
cial decisions added to the 
overall budget for the city., 
records reflect a surplus of 
$334,423. 

And the total govern­
ment funds as reported in 
the audit, which was pre­
sented to the city council 
Monday and covers the 
2007-08 fiscal year, paint 
an even better picture, city 
officials say. 

The total government 
funds the c1ty has in hand, 
according to rhe audit, 
totaled $989,977 while the 
report only reflected 
$156,272 the city owes out 
in accounts payable. 

But despite the overall 
good news, the audit did 
point out what city officials 
have known for several 
months. Much Hke a11y 
other business in today's 
economic climate, the 
Mountain Arts Center is 
struggling with flnances. 

The audit reported losses 
for the center of $543,308, 
an alarming but under­
standable figure, officia]s 
said, when considering that 
in lhe financial climate 
money spent on entertain­
ment has dropped nation­
wide as consumers tighten 
their budgets to include 
essential needs. Stonecrest 
also saw losses totaling 
$138,997, while lhe park 
board lost $365,468. 

Recommendations from 
the auditors, Wells and 
Company of Paints vine, 
induded a handful of items 
involving the addition of 
various financial items, 
some of which involved 
procedural points for 
Stonecrest, Archer Park and 
the Mountain Arts Center. 

One recommendation 
points out tlmt all three 
tourist venues were not get­
ting approval to pay billS: 
from the respective com­
mission. 

"Jt was stated that the 
conm1issions do not meet 
regularly enough to review

P.fesident Barack Obama's audacious $3.6 trillion budget 
proposal. But as a whole ... a whole lot of spending. 

Congress must pare the cost while preserving the essen­
tial elements. And there is much in the package that should 
be considered vital for redirecting a nation that has been 
way short on innovation and too stingy with investment in 
key areas. Energy, education, transportation and health care 
top those areas. Obama's budget is appropriately ambitious 
~p. a11 of them. 

But there is that bottom-line cost, which must be viewed 
in light of a deficit that likely will be more stubborn than 
obama's projections indicate. 

And it is not at all encouraging that the president appar­
ent] y has agreed to sign a separate $41 0 billion spending 
bill that contain an estimated $7.7 billion in earmarks. The 
same politics that compel Obama to sign this bill - keep­
ing ruling Democrats happy - still will be present when it 
comes to signing off on future spending. 

Legislation iptroduced Wednesday could solve this. Sens.

Paul Ryan, R-Wis., are proposing what amounts to a 
presidential line-item veto. Congt"ess hould approve it. 

The GOP has instantly jumped on Obama's propo ed 
budget. It allegedly repre ents class warfare because it 
taxes at a higher rate hou. eholds earning $250,000 or more. 
But it is not unreasonable to expect the wealthiest among 
us, after years of relief, to pay a higher percentage of ' 
incomes while those below are st.ruggling to make ends 
meet. In any case, this wouldn't start until 2011. 

Other parts should be more palatable. Key in Obama 's 
education proposal is a reinvigorated Pell Grant program 
targeting families earning less than $30,000. 

In health care, he would trim Medicare and Medicaid 
growth to create a $634 billion fund over 10 years to 
expand health insurance. He bills it as a "down payment" 
on universal care. We await the details of what this will 
ook like. 

~ On energy, there will be a $15 billion investment starting 
· 2012 in clean energy, paid for by a cap-and-trade system 
ih which companies have to pay to emit the gases that con­
tribute to global warming. Congress should consider 
whether a more direct tax is preferable, but one immediate 
c"encern is whether 2012 is too late. On the whole, Obama 
· tarts to steer the nation away from fossil fuels. 
~ And this proposal properly starts putting the brakes to 
·~arm subsidies, halting the payment for the biggest opera­
tions. 

Ambitious? Yes. But Obama did not run on a platform of 
timidity. He promised change and bold action. He won. 
:And in this there is a guide for Congress. 

Popularity doesn't give him carte blanche, but it does 
<rlter something of a road map.

LEXINGTON -As winter 

turns into spring and tempera­
ture increase, so does the 
amount of time that children 
spend outdoors playing spring 
sports. This means tthe num­
ber of injuries to children can 
also increase. 

Each year, more than 30 
m11lion children participate in 
sports in the United States and 
more than 3.5 million children 
age. 14 and under are treated 
for ports injuries. While colli­
sion and contact sports arc 
a sociated with higher rates of 
injury, injuries from individual 
sports tend to be more severe. 
In team sports, most inJunes -

, 62 percent - occur during prac­
tice . not games. The most 
common types of sport-related 
injuries in children are sprains 

• (mo tly ankle), muscle strains. 
bone or growth plate injuries, 
repetitive motion injuries, and 
heat-related illness. ' 

"When we think of sport 
injuries, we tend to think . of 
dramatic tackles or falls - such 
as the plays you often . ee on 
highlight reels. but young ath­
letes arc also at risk of 
mjuries,'' said Sherri Hannan, 
coordmator of Safe Kids 
Fayette County. "If your coach 
recommends certain types of 
warm-ups, it's not just to make 
you a better athlete; it will help 
keep you from getting hurt." 

Safe Kids Fayette County 
recommends these precautions 
for all children playing or 
practicing any individual or 
team sport 

Before signing up for a 
. port. get a general physical 
exam. 

• Always wear appropriate 
protective gear for the activity 
- for practice as well as games 
- and make ure it' the right 
size and properly adjusted. 

• Always do your warm-

ups and cool-downs. rr it's 
important before and after a 
game. Jt's important before 
and after practice too. 

• Make sure responsible 
adu Its know and enforce the 
safety rules of the port. are 
present to provide ::;upervision, 
and arc trained in first aid and 
CPR. 

• Never "play through" an 
injury. Get immediate help 
from a coach or trainer and be 
sure to mention everything 
that hurts or aches. All coach­
es should have a plan for deal-

. mg with emergencies. 
• If you're playing outside, 

wear SPF 15 or higher sun­
screen. 

• Follow the rules. In most 
sports, the rules are based not 
only on sportsmanship, but 
::;afety.

FRANKFORT - Attorney 

General Jack Conway and 
Rep. Johnny Bell thanked 
members of the Senate 
Judiciary Committee Monday 
for unanimomly passing legi -
lation that will strengthen 
Kentucky laws to protect chil­
dren from Internet predators. 

General Conway, Rep. Bell 
and Warren County 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Chri Cohron offered testimo­
ny on the expanded cyber­
crimes legislation before a 
hearing of the Senate Judiciary 
Committee Monday afternoon. 

"We appreciate the supp011 
shown by Sen. Robert Stivers 
(R-Manchcstcr). the chair of 
the Judiciary Commince, and 
the Senate leadership for this 
important issue. They recog­
nized, early on, the signifi­
cance of this legislation for 
Kentucky families and particu­
larly for law enforcement and 
their efforts to arrest and con­
vict cybcrcriminals who are 
trying to harm Kentucky kids." 

General Conway said. 
Hou e Bill 315 will now be 

eon1>idercd by the full Senate. 
The House passed the hill 97-0 
on March 2. 

House Bill 315 
House Bill 315 contains the 

following provision ; 
• Prohibits sex offenders 

from logging onto ~ocial net­
working sites that arc used by 
children under the age of 18. 

Requires sex offenders to 
update their email addresses 
and online identifier with the 
regi~try in a similar fashion as 
they update their physical 
addre ses. The bill codifies the 
Kentucky State Police 
Department's current practice 
of making emails available in 
a searchable databa e that is 
accessible to the public. The 
bill would further require that 
online profiles. such as those 
u. ed on MySpacc or 
Facebook. also be included in 
the searchable dataha c. Email 
addresses will be removed 

from individual pages on the 
registry because of the concern 
that sex offenders may use the 
information to communicate 
with each other or create 
online communities. 

Amends Kentucky's 
stalking talute to include 
cyberstaJking, recognizing that 
threats or harassment can take 
place online and in person. 

• Closes a loophole in cur-
. rent law by clarifying that it is 
a crime for a person to transmit 
live sexually explicit images 
of themselves to minor over 
the Internet or other electronic 
network via webcarn or other 
technological devices. 

• Allows police to se11e 
personal property. such as a 
computer or car. which has 
been used by a predator in the 
commission of sexual offenses 
against children. 

• Grants administrative 
subpoena power to the Office 
of the Attorney General when 
investigating online crimes 
involving the sexual exploita-

Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
Commission proposed the 
2009-2010 deer season dates 
and recommended deer zone 
change-; at its ·quarter) y meet­
ing March 6. 

The Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife Commission recom­
mends all hunting, fishing and 
boating regulations for 
approval hy the General 
Assembly and approves all 
expenditures by the Kentucky 
Departr1ent of Fish and 
Wildlife Re~ourct!s. All rec­
ommendatiOns must he 
approved by legislators before 
they become law. 

The 2009-20 I 0 Deer 
Seasons: 

Statewide All Zones: 
Archery (either sex) 

September 5, 2009 - January 
18, 2010: Cros. bow (either 

sex) - October I - 18 and 
November I 4-December 31, 
2009.

The Commission proposed 
changing Meade and 
Brcckinndge counties from 
Zone 2 to Zone 3 and also rec-

ommended reinstating ·antler­
less deer harvest for the first 
six days of the December muz­
zleloader season in Zone 4 
counties. 

The Commission also rec­
ommended changes for deer 
hunting on state parks and 
wildlife management areas 
(WMAs). 

They proposed opening the 
Kentucky River WMA to 
youth firearms deer seasons 
and designating the November 
tirearms quota deer hunt on 
Taylorsville Lake WMA as 
antlerless only. 

At West Kentucky WMA, 
the Commission recommend­
ed lowering the number of 
quota and open hunt slots from 
300 for both hunts to 240 par­
ticipants for the quota bunt and 
200 for the open hunt. The 
open gun deer hunt on the area 
will move from the second to 
the third weekend after 

Thanksg1vmg. 
At Clay WMA, the 

Commi sion proposed award­
ing a preference point to quota 
hunters who harvest a doe. The 
Dennis-Gray WMA will have 
the same hunting regulations 
as the adJacent Green River 
Lake WMA. At Paul Van 
Booven WMA, the 
Commi sion recommended to 
allow hunting for deer during 
the late muzzleloader deer sea- . 
son anJ institute a 15-inch 
minimum spread restriction on 
antlered deer. 

The Kentucky Department 
of Parks canceled the quota 
deer hunts at Taylorsville Lake 
State Park and Dale Hollow 
Lake State Resort Park. The 
number of slots for mobility­
impaired quota hunts at Z1lpo 
and Twin Knobs 
Campgrounds on Cave Run 
Lake will be reduced from 30 
to 24.

FRANKFORT - Elkhorn

Kentucky, prouuc~d fantastic 
mallmouth bass fishing from 

1998 to 2002. Anglers could 
expect to catch a few do;cn 
smallmouth in a day's tishing. 
A couple of thc~e fish were 
u. ually longer than the 16-inch 
pper limit of the 12-16 inch 

protective lot limit in effect 
for largemouth and small­
mouth bass in the creek. 

Fishing tlattened out on the 
Elkhorn. in 2003 and the down­
ward trend continued through 
2006. It isn"t pollution. disease 
or de\"elopment that caused 
this trend. It's rain. 

. "When we have really wet 
year:>, it impacts the spawn in a 
negative way," said Jim Axon, 
former assistant director of 
fisheries for the Kentucky 
Department ol Fish and 

'Wildlife Resources. "Drought 
years arc good years for smalJ-

mouth spawning on streams." 
Fishing on the Elkhorn 

flourished from I 998 to 2002 
because drought years in the 
late 1980s and early 1990s 
encouraged great reproduction 
of smallmouth bass. The better 
smallmouth bass breed, the 
better the future fishing. 

The same positive develop­
ment that created the good 
fishmg is taking shape again. 
Smallmouth fishing on the 
cn:ek began to pick up in 2007 
and improved again in 2008 
until last summer's drought 
made the fish lethargic. This 
coming year hould be the best 
yeru· for fishing on Elkhorn 
Creek since the 1998 to 2002 
boom. 

"ln our sampling last 
spring. we saw lots of small­
mouth in that 15-17 inch 
range." said Jeff Crosby, cen­
tral fisheries dtstrict biologist 
for Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife. "The fishing on 
Elkhorn should be good this 
year." 

PopulaLion evaluations of 
smallmouth bass by fisheries 
biologists for Kentucky Fish 
and Wildlife show excellent 
smallmouth spawn in 1990, 
199 L 1993 and 1994. "Tho e 
fish born then are at the top of 
the slot or above now," said 
Gerry Buynak. a si tant direc­
tor of fisheries for Kentucky 
Fish and Wildlife. ·'You need a 
time lag of 5 years or longer to 
see the benefits of a good

spawn. It takes about 5 years 
for a smallmouth in the creek 
to grow to 12 inches." 

The same phenomenon that 
created the recent good fishing 
on Elkhorn should occur 
throughout the state. "The 
same weather patterns that 
impacted Elkhorn should have 
done the same throughout the 
state," Buynak said. "It should 
be a good year for stream 
smallmouth fishing all over 
Kentucky." 

In southwestern Kentucky, 
the Gasper River, Fallen 
Timber Creek and the Barren 
River downstream of Barren 
River Lake offer good small­
mouth bass fishing. 

The Green River down­
stream of Green River Lake 
Dam, the Little Barren River 
and Russell Creek in south­
central Kentucky all have 
quality smallmouth bass to . 
catch. The South Fork of the 
Kentucky River, the Big South 
Fork and the Little South Fork 
of the Cumberland River, the 
Redbird River and the Middle 
Fork of the Kentucky River 
give sou thea ·tern Kentucky 
anglers overlooked small­
mouth bass fishing. 

The South Fork and main 
stem of Licking River, the 
Little Kentucky River, Slate 
Creek and Eagle Creek in 
north-cemral Kentucky are 
good place for c;mal1mouth 
·bass. The Levisa. Ru sell and 
Tug Forks of Big Sandy River. 

Kinniconick Creek, Tygarts 
Creek and the 1\iorth Fork of 
Kentucky River grant ea. tern 
Kentucky angler a place to 
stretch out a light action rod 
and 6-pound line with a hard­
fighting stream smallmouth. 

Anglers fishing for small­
m·outh bass in these streams in 
the next few weeks need to 
find the smallmouths' winter 
holes. Smallmouth bass 
migrate mlate fall to the deep­
est holes in the stream that also 
possess good structure such as 
boulders, stump and fallen 
trees. Target the flowing ends 
of these holes in March and 
early April with a purple hair 
jig, 4-inch pumpkinseed with 
green flake lizard or 1/8-ounce 
white spinner bait. 

If the water is dingy to 
muddy. pound any current 
break in the same areas such as 
a large rock or log with the 
white spinner bait. Also try the 
slack water pockets next to 
flowing chutes in the e areas 
as well with the spinner bait. 
Some anglers like the Beetle 
Spin type lure m thi !)itua­
tion.

Easy on 
the eggs

If you should ever come across me 
in a certain section of the grocery 
store, you might well conclude that I 
am seriously weird. 

That's because when I buy eggs, I 
flip open the container top and feel 
every single egg, rolling it around its 
little cardboard "nest" to make sure it 
moves freely. If an egg has cracked in 
the cruton, some of its content · will 
have oozed out into its compartment 
and glued the egg to the carton, so it 
won't roll freely. 

My little "flip and roll" routine is 
the way 1 make ure--as much as po.­
sible--that all the eggs in that carton 
are intact. Fortunately, I've never been 
arrested for unlawful pawing of eggs! 

Of course, the companies that sell 
the eggs also want to make sure that 
every egg they send out reaches the 
customer' kitchen safe and intact. 
That's why they utilize a variety of 
method to examine the egg's shell, 
with cverythmg from eagle-eyed 
human inspectors to systems that use a 
h1gh-frequency analysis to "listen" for 
cracks in the eggs. 

But even the sharpe t human eyes 
can miss what are known as microc­
rack , ltplits so tiny that no one can see 
them. The bad news is. those microc­
racks can grow over time, so an egg 
that lool<s intact at the processing 
plant can be seriously leaking by the 
time it reaches your local supermar­
ket. 

Egg cracks are more than just an

irritation; they're a serious 
safety concern. That's because 
those openings can allow 
unwanted intruders ·such as 
Salmonella bacteria to sneak 
inside the egg and lie in wait 
for the unwary consumer. 

Fortunately for all of us, the 
scientists of the Agricultural 
Research Service (ARS) have 
built a better mousetrap ... that 
is to say. a better way of 
detecting those microcracks. 

The scientists based their 
idea, in part, on the methods 
now used by the human 
inspectors: give the egg a 
squeeze and take a dose look. 
If an egg looks like it might 
have a crack, the human 
inspectors squeeze or press on 
it to help confirm the presence 
of the crack. 

But the ARS scientists 
wondered if the answer might 
lie in pulling, rather than push­
ing, the egg. So they created a 
prototype system that uses a 
pressure chamber and a cam­
era to find those microcracks. 

The pressure chamber uses 
a brief burst of negative pres­
sure to slightly pull the 
eggshell outward to expo e

, to simulate processmg condi­
tions. Many of the eggs were 
handled to cause microcracks, 
and were immediately inspect­
ed by human graders and 
scored as either intact or 
cracked. Then the same eggs 
were sent through the nega­
tive-pressure-and- imaging 
system and graded again. 

How did the system per­
form? The scientists report 
that it detected 99.4 percent of 
the eggshell cracks, while

I'm 
not sure that I'll stop flipping 
the eggs in the grocery store-­
old habits die hard--but I'm 
sure 1'11 find a lot fewer eggs to 
reject!
