PRESTONSBURG­
Two men arrested in 
January after pollee dis­
covered a residential meth 
lab in their trailer at Price 
have been indicted by a 
Floyd County grand jury. 

Jeffery M. Williams, 19, 
and Brent Tyler Breedlove, 
20, were both arrested in 
mid-January and charg_ed 
with manufacturing 
methamphetamine, pos­
session of a controlled 
substance, five counts of 
first-degree wanton endan­
germent specifying arrest­
ing police officers and six 
additional counts of first­
degree wanton endanger­
ment. 

Thursday the two were 
indicted on those charges 
and will now face criminal 
charges in Floyd Circuit 
Court. 

On Jan. 15 officers with 
Ule Floyd County Sheriff's 
Oepartmen1 were serving 
court documents at 
Hamilton's Trailer Lot in 
Price "noticed a strange 
odor," Floyd CountY Sheriff 
John K Blackburn said 
shortly after their arrest. 

The hunch led to a 
se&rcn of the trailer where 
Williams and Breedlove 
had been living. What 
police found was meth 
cooking beneath the bath­
room sink.

Bond set at $5 million 
each for accused couple 
Judge calls sex abuse case worst he's seen

PRESTONSBURG- A visibly 
distraught Judge James R Allen set 
the bond for Michael and Martha 
Pitts, the Martin couple charged 
with sexually abusing two children, 
at $5 million cash each during a 
preliminary hearing in district court 
on Wednesday. 

Allen, his voice wavering with 
emotion, ordered th~ bond after a 
motion by Kent Varney, defense 
attorney. to set a bond that would 
allow the Pittses to be released 
from jaiL 

Before ordering the bond. Allen 
talked about the severity of the 
charges in relation to other cases 
that he has dealt with during his 
career in the ju_stice system, :nclud­
ing the case of William ·'Oakie" 
Bevins, who shot and killed five 
people in Allen in 1982. 

"I've been involved in numerous 
murder cases as a prosecutor, 
including tbe worst murder thi 
county has ever seen, the Oalde 
Bevins case," Allen said. and then 
paused. ·'This is the worst case 1 
have ever seen,"

Kentucky State Police Trooper 
Richard Russell took the stand in 
Floyd District Court on 
Wednesday to give testimony for 
the preliminary hearing in the sex~ 
ual abuse case against Michael 
and Martha PiHs. 

by-side as Kentucky State Police 
Trooper Richard Russell gave his 
testimony in regards to the case, 
including the results of a medical 
examination of an alkgetl ft:malt: 
victim under the age of 6. 

Russell told the court that the 
medical examination revealed 
nmches and scarring of the female 
child's genitals that would be con­
sistent with the allegations of sexu-

al abuse over a long pe1iod of time. 
Russell said that the examinaLion 
also revealed hemorrhoids, which 
are very rare in a child of that age. 

The male child is scheduled to 
also undergo a medical examina­
tion. 

Russell's testimony included the 
alleged acts of sexual abuse against 
one male child, between the ages of 
6 and 8 at the time of the alleged 
abuse. and one female child, 
bet\veen the ages of 4 and 6. 

The two alleged child victims 
told Russe11 that they had been 
forced to have sexual intercourse 

· with each other and two other chil­
dren. and were made to take part in 
a variety of other sexual acts 
involving Michael and Martha 
Pitts. 

According to Russell, the Pittses 
were notified by the mother of 
Michael Pitts rhal police had 
arrived at their home and that they 
left their places of employment and 
were not able to be located for two 
days before being arrested at the 
law office of Srephen Owens ln 
Pikeville. 

The original investigation of the 
case started last June. with the 
Kentucky State Police responding

Teachers answer 
questions in 
suicide lawsuit

PRESTONSBURG - The four Allen 
Central Middle School teachers named in a 
lawsuit relating lO the death of former student 
Stephen Patlan have responded to questions 
asked through a request for admission in the 
case. 

Answers from Lynn Handshoe, Angela 
Mullins, Jeremy Hall and Greg Nichols con­
cerning specific things they might have seen or 
done while Patton was a student at the school 
were filed this week in Floyd Circuit Court. 

Patton was 13 years old when he shot and 
killed himself on Nov. 28, 2007 His parents, 
Sheila and Lawrence Patton have filed suit 
against the school system and the school ibelf, 
as well as the four teachers, saying their son's 
su1cide was brought on by being bullied at 
schooL 

This was the focus of 16 questions posed to 
lhe four teachers recently. Those questions 
asked iftlley bad ever witnessed the teen being 
bullied or if they had ever been told by other 
students that Patton was being bullied. 

Also, the request asked if either of the four 
teachers had seen Patton ·'putting a hood over 
his head and. putting his head down on his 
desk" while in their classroom and if the 13-
year-old bad ever asked to sit next to their 
desks while in their classrooms. 

In addition, the teachers replied to ques­
tions asking if Sheila Patton had ever came to 
them and asked if anything was wrong with 
her son at school and if they had ever used the 
internet or other computer programs for per­
sonal use while in tbe classroom. 

All of the teachers denied seeing Patton 
bullied in any way, but admitted they had seen 
him with his head laid on desks in rheir class­
rooms. The four also admitted to internet and 
computer program use during class. 

Angela Mullins and Lynn Handshoe said in 
their response that Sheila Patton had asked 
them about her son, with Mullins· response 
simply admitting it had occmred, while 
Handshoe offered more detaiL 

In her answer, Handshoe tells of a phone 
conversation with Sheila Patton in which her • 
son's headaches and problems with crowds 
were discussed. 

Handshoe says Patton told her she '"used to 
Lhink there might be some bullying but later 
abandoned that thought'' after noticing that her 
son was also uncomfortable in restaurants 
because of noise. She also claims that Sheila 
Patton told her that her son had been diag­
nosed with agoraphobia. a fear of crowds. du~­
ing the same phone conversation. 

Handshoe also responded that Patton had 
asked to sit near her desk during class, but that 
tbis was not uncommon ··because it was not a 
student desk but a chair and an actual table 
which creates more room and freedom.'' 
Handshoe said this was a seat that most of the 
students in the classroom wanted to sit in. 

Since Patron· s parents t1led the initial law­
suit, attorney Michael Schmitt, who is repre­
senting the school system, school and teach­
ers, filed a counter-complaint. 

In tbe cmmter. Schmitt laid the responsibil­
ity of Patton's death on the parents saying they 
"should have known that their son v. as capable 
of taking his m.vn life." and also pointing out 
that he had access to the weapon he ultimately 
used to take his own life.

Putting science back 
in public policy 

Science.work in fit and tart --sometime o lowly that 
progres seems like an illu ion and at other times o quickly 
we can barely keep up. 

By cientific stn.ndards. then, federal funding restrictions for 
embryonic tern cell research were a blip on the radar screen. 
Pre ident Barack Obama's deci ion to lift them wasn't a sur­
prise. but it was an important :tep forward. 

Federal funding is no guarantee that embryonic stem cell 
research will provide hoped-for cures to dreaded diseases like 
diabetes, let alone guarantee that any cure might come oon. 

But the executive order that Obama signed on Monday will 
clear away bureaucratic and procedural hurdles that have ham­
pered that re. earch. It provides an important new source of 
funding. 

Perhaps most important, it signals a new commitment to 
science ideal . free inquiry and open debate in American pub­
lic policy. 

Many doctor believe embryonic tern cell re earch i 
among the most promising avenues of scientific inquiry. 
That' becau e embryonic tern cell are 1'pluripotent" --they 
can develop into any type of cell 

Human embryonic stem cells were first isolated in 1998, 
just yesterday in scientific terms. But researchers have already 
made major advances in under tanding how they work. 

That's true even though for the last eight years federal fund­
ing for research has been extremely limited. An executive 
order signed by President George W. Bush in Augu t 2001 
restricted it to a handful of stem cell lines then in existence. 

Since then. hundreds more stem cell lines have been devel­
oped with private funding. Some contain defects for specific 
di ea. e . which make them invaluable in helping to under­
stand how illness develops and how it might be countered. 

The lack of federal funding was bad enough. But equally 
harmful was a complex set of accounting restrictions that 
required separate lab to be built -- and separate staffs to be 
maintained-- to perform embryonic stem cell research with 
private funding. 

Opponents of embryonic stem cell research argue that adult 
stem cells are more promising. They were fir t isolated nearly 
a half-century ago and now are used for orne medical treat­
ments. 

In late 2007, cientist announced advances in adult tem 
cell research. Th~y w~re able to get those cells to "differenti­
ate" -- to develop into specialized cells. 

But just as with embryonic stem cells, basic question. 
remain about the mechanism for that development, how to 
tr.igger and control it. Those questions demon trate the impor­
tance of continuing research with both adult and embryonic 
stem cells. 

In signing his executive order this week, Obama signaled a 
new effort to insulate scientific research and deci ion-making 
from political considerations. That's crucial for a society, like 
our • that pride. itself on openne. sand innovation. 

As important as restoring of any particular kind of re earch 
might be, the larger achievement is Obama's restoration of sci­
entific ideal ..

The teachers are among 232 
Kentucky educators statewide who 
were awarded cerlilication lrom the 
Naltonal HoarJ for Profe'>'>ional 
Teaching Standards in 2008. raising 
the number of National Board 
Ceniried teacher'S an the <stat.c to 1.60!:<. 
Lawmakers applauded the teachers· 
mastery of their subject areas and 
their contribuuon to gtving Kentucky 
one of the highest growth rates of 
National Board Certified teachers in 
the nation, a rate that exceeds the 
nallonal average. 

Surroundmg the teacher<; I rom the 
Hou-;e gallery ahove and on the House 
floor \'vere dozens of students recog­
nated for their participauon 1n 
Kentucky 4-H, one of the slate's old­
est youth organizations. which cele­
brated its cent.cnnialla'>l Tuesday. The 
Hou'ie formally recognized more than 
230,0<Xl yomh in Kentucky who par­
tidpate Hl 4-H and the hundreds who 
came to the Capitol tOJOm in iL<; IOOth 
anniversary ~estivities. 

These students and many of the 
teachers honored last week are the 
product of Kentucky's educational 
system, wh1ch has made great strides 
over the past 20 years. More changes 
to the system- particularly in the area 
Of al!tounlability le'iting- are in the 
works this session, both to maintain 
our current successes and move us 
even further down the road to excel­
lence.

A situation that's 
taking place in your 
life, with your 
Spouse, your child.

it's just you - that

grasp hold of enough faith to 
keep your head held high with 
a smile on your face. 

Maybe you feel like the 
world is at arms reach, but just 
as you get ready to stick your 
hand out there and grab hold 
BAM - another wall erupts 
out of nowhere and there's 
fiery darts shooting ai you and 
stidcing so sharp in your body 
your mind i:s in a wllirlwind of 
what to do, where to ntrn, or 
how is it going to end or will it 
ever end? 

Irr the Book of Joshua in the 
Bible. Ill fact, there's a won­
derful blueprint for winning 
life's lln-winnable baules in 
the account of Joshua's most 
powerless moment. It's 
recorded in Joshua 5, begin­
ning with verse 13. Joshua is 
leading the Jews into the 
Promised Land that . God has 
said He would give to them. 
But inunediately, they come 
upon rhis massive. seemingly 
(incapable of conquering) city; 
the walls are looming toward 
the sky. It's the world's oldest 
city, Jericho. There's no way 
Joshua's going to break those 
walls with anything he knows 
how to do. 

You may be facing one of 
those "Jericho's" in your life 
right now, where the size of 
the challenge is far greater 
than any resources you have. 
So, this one's for you and for 
me. Joshua 5 says, "When 
Joshua was near Jericho, he 
looked up and be saw a man 
standing in front of him with a 
drawn sword. Joshua went up 
to him and asked, 'Are you for 
us or for our enemjes?' 
'Neither,' he replied, ·but as 
commander of the army of the 

"Commander" is the 
Son of God making one of His 
pre-Bethlehem appearances in 
the Old Testament. Face 
down before Jesus. 

Could that be where He 
wants you and me right now? 
Maybe that's the only way 
we're ever going to conquer 
our Jericho; the only way 
we're ever going to have 
peace. When Joshua surren­
dered, God gave him the mira­
cle plan that pulverized the 
walls of Jericho. The issue 
never was the conquest of 
Jericho: it was the conquest of 
Joshua. The issue in your life 
really isn't the conquest of 
your impossible challenge; it's 
the conquest of you.

Just like a good 
coach positions each player on 
a football team. If you can 
kick like nobody's business 
but can't run worth a plug 
nickle then the Coach isn't 
going to have you running 
ump-teen yards for a tOuch­
down. 

rr:hese young boys surren­
der to the knowledge of their 
coaches to put them in the best 

possible position on the team 
to take them places they've 
only dreamed. lo make them 
most valuable players. 

God is OUT Head Coach and 
He b.as placed each player just 
exactly where He wants them 
on His team playing the posi­
tions He created for each of us, 
rhe positions He gifted us for. 
And you are one of those team 
members. God has gifted you! 
He's prepared you, He's des­
tined you, assigned you to play 
the position He knows is best 
for you and for His Church 
and this hurting and dying 
world. 

Maybe it's tim we slop 
trying to get Him to play us 
somewhere else. Maybe it's 
time we fall fa~;e down like 
Joshua and surrender our all to 
Jesus and do what He has 
called us to do. 

If there's someone or some­
thing that you're stiU holding 
tightly in your hands, afraid or 
unwilling to surrender control 
of.

no 1s of diabetes is confirmed when a 

person meets one of three criteria: 
• Fasting blood sugar greater than 

126 milligrams per deciliter (mgldl), 
• Random blood sugar of more than 
200 mg/dl, or • lv.ro-hour glucose of 
greater than or equal to 200 mg/dl. 

The two-hour glucose test is al o 
called a postprandial test, meaning 
"after consumption." It can either be 
two hours after eating a meal or after 
ddnking 75 grams of a special glu­
cose solution. 

The flrst stcp is to get some educa­
tion and counseling about diabetes 
and the lifestyle changes that you 
need to make. Weight loss of at least 
5 to 10 percent of your current body 
weight is the first recommendation. 
This should be accompanied by 
increasing your physical activity to at 
least 150 minutes of brisk walking 
every week an average of about 20 
minmes a day. All of these things 
should be ddne by everyone "'ith 
lGT. 

:You cannot, obviously. choose 
new parents. However. in conjunc­
tion with your family physician, you 
can take action to lower your blood 
pressure and improve your choles­
terol profile. 

Also. an A 1 C test with a result of 
over 6 percent is a risk factor. AlC is 
a blood test that measure the amount 
of sugar that is sticking to the hemo­
globin in your blood. 

Your test results, though. may not 
tell the whole . tory. Tf you are over­
w~ight or obese (a BMI greater than 
25) and are under 60. you probably 
should talk to your doctor about start­
ing on orne medicine to help your 
body manage its glucose load whilt:

Some people with lGT check their 
blood sugars at home on a regular 
basis to monitor how the lifestyle 
changes they are making are work­
ing. On top of we1ght loss and exer­
cise, total calories and fat intake 
should he reduced while adding in 
more dietary fiber and increasing 
your intake of whole grains. 

Your doctor will want to follow 
you at least yearly to see how your 
efforts at preventing diabetes are pay­
ing off.
