Pike County receives 5282k
in stimulus funds for energy

PIKEVILLE - An Eastern
Kentucky county that has for the past
few years made energy policy a staple
part of its governmental concerns will
now receive federal funding for energy
efficiency improvements.

Pike County was awarded $282.000,
according to an announcement issued
Thursday from the U.S. Department of
Energy:.

The funding came as one part of a

large investment brought about by the
Obama administration earmarking

$25,382,500 for state, county and city
efforts across Kentucky:.

The round of funding builds on a
prior investment of more than $123 mil-
lion in Kentucky weatherization and
energy funding that came on March 12,

The money, which came in the form
of block grants through the America
Recovery and Reinvestment Act, will
provide formula grants for projects that
reduce total energy use and fossil fuel
emissions as well as improving energy
efficiency.

Pike County Judve Executive Wayne
T. Rutherford has made energy a key
issue since returning to office, Among

his administration’s plans are efforts to
open coal to liquid plants and the uti-
lization of solar energy options.

To ensure accountability, the govern-
ment plans to provide guidance to and
require grant recipients to report on the
number of jobs created or retained,
energy saved, renewable energy capm_l-
ty installed, greenhouse gas emissions
reduced and funds Ievelaged Funding
is based on a formula that accounts for
population and energy use.

Pike County, which has trademarked
itself as the Energy Capital of America,
was the only county in the Big Sandy
Region to receive funding.

Here’s the problem with throwing down the gauntlet.
Someone usually picks it up.

In the realm of international commerce, what ensues is
called a trade war. When the United States fires the first
protectionist salvo, rest assured that U.S. workers will be
among the casualties.

Congress recently inserted just such a protectionist meas-
ure in a spending bill - killing a pilot project that allowed
Mexican trucks to haul goods deeper into the United States.

Allowing Mexican trucks access to U.S. highways fulfills
obligations under the North American Free Trade
Agreement. But the U.S., at the behest of U.S. truckers, has
been stalling for years despite an international arbitration
panel’s finding that blocking the trucks violated the agree-
ment. Mexico patiently has negotiated. The Bush adminis-
tration created the pilot project after Congress imposed new
safety requirements.

Mexican trucks participating in the project have been
found to be generally as safe as U.S. trucks. And, this, of
course, in the eyes of protectionist members of Congress,
was cause to kill the project.

Mexico has retaliated by raising tariffs on 90 U.S.
exports. That will mean U.S. goods grown with no place to
20. Much more of that, and the ranks of the U.S. unem-
ployed will only swell.

President Barack Obama campaigned as if he wanted to
reopen NAFTA to renegotiation, a campaign promise we’d
be pleased if he broke. In any case, this unilateral action by
Congress is to negotiation what a punch in the nose is to
polite discourse.

Congress must reinstate the program. And if the Obama
administration wants to negotiate anything, let it start with
trying to make trade freer, not restricting it. Transportation
Secretary Ray LLaHood was meeting with lawmakers this
week to try to reach a new deal to allow Mexican truckers
broader access to U.S. roads.

Protectionist sentiments in times of domestic distress are
easy to understand. But the problem with the current melt-
down isn’t about commerce being too fluid. It’s about it not
being fluid enough.

As a Journal Sentinel article last week by John Schmid
explained, Wisconsin companies will be affected by these
tariffs. They are on products ranging from soy sauce of the
kind produced by Kikkoman in Walworth County to paper
products produced elsewhere in the state.

One fear is that Mexico next will hike the tariff on corn, a
big crop in Wisconsin and throughout the Midwest. Arguing
against this is how much Mexicans then will have to pay for
what is a staple of their diet. .

But that’s the thing with war, trade and otherwise: Reason
is often a casualty. '

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of dollars from investigating employ-
ers guilty of hiring illegal immigrants
to fighting Mexican drug cartels, the
Obama administration should leave
that money alone and hunt down the
$100 million-pltis that AIG executives
robbed from taxpayers for their bonus-
es;

We don’t need a
government study on
Mexican border safety
conducted by newly
installed  Homeland
Security Secretary
Janet Napolitano. We
need action now!

Congress authorized
a border fence in 2005.
That was four long
years ago, for anyone
bad at basic math. It
approved $2.6 billion
for border enhance-
ment, but we still have illegals and
contraband crossing our borders like
gnats through a screen.

I opposed the amnesty bill intro-
duced in the Senate in 2007. But I sup-
ported Congress’ roughly $3 billion
directed to building up border security
— money used to train and deploy
23,000 more agents, build 700 miles
of fence and 300 miles of vehicle bar-
riers, add four drone airplanes, and
erect 105 radar and camera towers.

Homeland Security has made some
headway in securing our borders. But
our nation’s boundaries, ports and air-
ports remain largely open runways for
illegal and terrorist transport. Sen. Jeff
Bingaman of New Mexico reminded
his constituents of that very fact when

he described another type of illegal
crossing: people going from the
United States to Mexico. It appears
drug cartels are again. using revenue
derived from their “free trade™ to pur-
chase weapons illegally in the United
States and smuggle them back into
Mexico. As a result,
murder rates have shot
up more than 100 per-
cent in certain towns.
One of the aspects of
illegal immigration often
overlooked is the effect
it has on the 30,000
street gangs, which have
up to 1 million mem-
bers, in the United
States. The gang consid-
ered the most dangerous
is the MS-13, which has
ties to the Mexican
Mafia. It is estimated at
10,000 members, many of whom are
illegals. Seven hundred MS-13 mem-
bers were arrested by law enforcement
in 2005. According to The Washington
Times, MS-13 is believed to have a
major smuggling operation that trans-
ports drugs, firearms and people.
What'’s even more alarming is that in
2005, the Honduran security minister
and the president of El Salvador
warned that MS-13 was in talks with
al-Qaida to transport terrorists into our
country! With MS-13 currently in 44
states, we must secure the borders
now. (Seventy percent of the kids in
our martial arts public school pro-
gram, (KICKSTART

They were promised a con-
sistently high return on their money
in good times and bad. When the mar-
ket went up, they 'got their 14 percent;

There’s really no way to do that
without cheating. If there’s one iron-
clad rule of life, it is this: If some-
thing seems too good to be true, it
generally is. And you can take out
“generally” if you wanted. The vic-
tims were greedy. But I would not be
too harsh on them, just as I would not
on the (much) less wealthy folk that
took out mortgages they later found
they could not afford, or these who
ran up unsupportable tabs on their
multiple credit cards.

We live in a culture that virtually
screams “Buy, Borrow, Spend™ at us,
We glorify wreiched excess in our tel-

evision shows and movyies. We deify
the lifestyles of the rich and famous.

The most recent figures available
show that the average income of the
400 wealthiest Americans in 2006
was $263 million. That’s more than
the New York Yankees
payroll. And thanks to
the tax cuts engineered
by President George W.
Bush and his gang, they
paid the lowest tax rates
in the 15 years they’'ve
been keeping track.

We were taught to
respect those people.
We wanted to be like
them. And when some-
one would suggest that
maybe making them
pay higher taxes was a
good idea, they were scorned as pur-
veyors of “class warfare.”

Keeping up with the Joneses

I wouldn’t be talking to you if it
weren't for basketball. It spared my
life. The words may seem like an
empty cliche, but they are true.
Basketball kept me alive, and now my
son, Rob, and basketball are helping
gestore honor to my family name.

-1 will never forget the day. It was
Nov. 18, 1978. I had moved from the
San Francisco area a few years earlier

with my dad as he set up his ministry,
Peoples Temple, in the nation of
Guyana. The town we lived in was
called Jonestown.

My life was built around basket-
ball. I loved the sport and was in the
capital city of Georgetown, Guyana,
playing in a tournament on that infa-
mous day. I was absolutely over-
whelmed when I got a horrifying mes-
sage from my father over the ham
radio. :

My father was explaining to me
that California Rep. Leo Ryan was in

Jonestown investigating my father’s
ministry and that we would be blamed
for people wanting to leave because of
the injustices against Peoples Temple,
He said that people were going to lay
their lives down, that they were going
to commit revolutionary suicide. It
still echoes in my head how I argued
with my father; “Why are we doing
this? Isn't there another way ?”

Hours later [ learned that
Congressman Ryan had been mur-
dered and more than 900 people had
consumed a cyanide-laced beverage,
resulting in their deaths, My dad had a
bullet through his head. I had lost
everyone | loved — my parents, my
wife and my unborn child: My world

was rocked forever. That experience
was one that T wouldn’t wish upon
anybody, because everything that 1
had lived for during my 18 years was
gone,

I returned home to my roots in the
San Francisco area after this senseless
tragedy, but [ was haunted by those
memories for years. I had many
regrets, much remorse and was
besieged with suryivor guilt as I wres-
fled with the questions: “How did I
escape? Why was I one of the chosen
few?” The reason, of course, is that I
was away playing basketball.

For many years, my solution to my
mental anguish was to totally divorce
myself from the sport that I loved. I

blamed basketball, If | wasn’t selfish-
ly away playing basketball, maybe I
could have made a difference. So I had
no contact with the game at all,

As 1 put my life back together, T -

eventually married, and our umnion was
blessed with children. One of our sons,
Rob, was gifted with some exceptional
athletic talents. As he grew older, ‘it
was obvious that he had a bright future
as a basketball player. I began to work
with him one on one and started coach-
ing some of his youth teams. In addi-
tion to contributing some value to his
life, the love I had for basketball was

funding means benefit increase starting next month |

FRANKFORT — Kentucky
food stamp' customers will see
an increase in their monthly
benefits starting next month.

The influx of food stamp
funding is part of the American

Recovery and Reinvestment Act *

of 2009 (ARRA), also known as
the federal stimulus package.

Gov. Steve Beshear said the
extra funding is a boost for
entire communities.

“Food stamp customers get
the primary benefit of this
increase,” he said. “But when
we consider that the money goes
to local businesses that employ
local workers, we see that this
increase is doing a lot of good
for many Kentuckians.”

The Cabinet for Health and
Family Services’ (CHFS)
Department for Community

Based Services (DCBS) admin-

isters the Kentucky food stamp
program, which is funded by the
United States Department for
Agriculture.

CHES Secretary Janie Miller
said the stimulus money is going
to a worthy program.

“For many of our customers,
food benefits make the differ-
ence in planning nutritious
meals,” she said. “This increase

Beginning April 1, food
stamp benefits to most house-
holds will increase by 13.6 per-

cent. For example. a family of

four receiving food stamp bene-
fits may now receive up to $668
per month.

Food stamps benefits are

provided to qualifying individu-
als and families monthly on
electronic  benefits transfer
(EBT) cards. EBT cards work
much like debit or credit cards,
and account funding is updated
automatically.

Every county has a DCBS
office that accepts applications
for food stamps.
