"Our 
construction season ends 
November 30," be pointed out, 
"and we expect to sec a good 
amount of work completed 
before then." He said it isn't 
realistic to think everythiQg 
can be fixed before winter 
weather sets in. 

"1 want everyone who lives 
along and drives on these 
roadways to know that we 
truly appreciate their patience. 
We know that these roads have 
been severely damaged and we 
llave done the best we can to 
make temporaJy repairs to 
keep them open and passable. 
If bas been a difficuil time for 
everyone, and we just ask that 
people continue to dnvc care­
fully through the work zones 
dltring construction activities," 
be said.

Selling insurance 
nationally 

worth a look 
Nestled within the framework for health care reform 

that emerged Wednesday from the Senate Finance 
Committee is a provision that at first glance seems like 
a no-brainer: Allow the interstate sale of health insur­
ance policie . 

Chairman Max Baucus, a Montana Democrat. 
envisions creation of ''health care choice compacts" 
that would allow such purchases. 

Free-market thinkers long have argued that lift­
ing the ban on interstate sale of health insurance would 
drive premium down and service up. Look at the 
vibrant competition in the auto insurance market, they 
ay. 

Sales across state lines of national health insur­
ance plan. might have benefits. We've all 'een what 
has happened in other industries when competition wa 
unleashed. But insuring people is different than buying 
a cell phone plan. Without careful regulation, the inter­
state sale of health insurance might lead to a harvest of 
cherry-picking by insurers who sign up only the 
healthiest people for their plans and set up shop in 
states with the least regulation and fewest mandates. 

Por this to work, a regime of national licensure 
might be needed, along with minimum rating rules and 
other safeguards, to ensure consumers are protected. 
The Baucus proposal leaves formation of the compacts 
to the states, which could allow for some experimenta­
tion in different regions of the country. 

As President Barack Obama noted in his spc~ch 
before a joint session of Congress last week, many 
states have precious little competition for health insur­
ance. Even in states that do have competition, it's not 
the vigorous kind that drives down prices and drives 
up service. Increasing competition for consumers' 
insurance busine s should be a goal of any plan that 
emerges from Congress. 

Allowing interstate sale of insurance is worth a 
look. But lawmakers must think this idea through care­
fully to ensure that consumers are protected. Insuring 
cars isn't quite the same thing as insuring people.

I'm writing to complam about this 
statute, 16 KAR 2:120 Seer. t, which 
gives the dcliniuon of a qualified 
teacher for a job as having appropnate 
qualitication/certlficatton for a teach­
ing position, unless a superintendent 
(Henry Wehb) of the employing 
school district (Floyd. County) has 
documentation on 11Jc to say you arc 
unsuitable for appomtment. 'I11en you 
are not qual i lied. 

Henry Webb says if you have a 
warning document from the 
Education Profes~ional Standard 
Board, you arc not qualified. 
Unsuitable for appointment! 

This admonished-warning filed 
that the EPSB and Henry Webb have 
on me is being used against me to say 
I'm not qualified. But yet. eight other 
teachers who violated the CP:rS test 
and also have an admonished tile did 
not get fired. One of those eight teach­
ers who dtd not ~cl fired was a female 
teacher who .,;orked in the f-loyd 
County school system. You know who 
she is, Henry! Is she an unqualified 
teacher like me? She has an admon­
ished/warmne file on her also. If she\ 
qualified, thc~n I should he also, right'! 

Qualified is J.1Ualilicd. How many 
qualificds arc there? Which word 
"qualified" or "qualil'icd" should be 
used? Qualified coming from the lex­
icon and its originality. a dictionary 
that has a patent on the originality of 
this word, "qualified," and that they 
don't play second IIddle to the EPSB '! 
Or ''qualified" coming. from the 
EPSB, that copied from the lex icon to 
get their version of thl! definition?

I'm not qualified. Also, the EPSB 
issues Henry Webb emergency teach­
ing certificates so he can hire non-ccr­
titicd teachers, who arc not 
qualificd/ccrtilkd over a certified 
teacher such a~ me. Henry Webh and 
Paul Fanning have \·iolatcd the statute 
K RS 161.1 00 regarding cmergent·y 
certificate~ many. many times. They 
arc suppo:-.cd to have found it unpossi­
hlc to find a certified teacher before 
thev hired a non-certified emergency 
teacher. But Henry Webb smd because 
I had an admonished file, that they 
had a right to hire non-certified emer­
gency teachers over me.

The EPSB doesn't b ue emer­
gency teaching certificates to Fayene, 

Bullitt, Logan, Breathitt, Manin, Pike 
and one female teacher in f-loyd 
County, so their districts can hire non­
certified teachers over them. because 
they arc qualified, certified and still 
teach. 

Dr. Phillip Rogers, executive direc­
tor of the EPSB. told former Attorney 
General Gre2 Stumbo's office that I 
was qualified, and if he was the super­
intendent of the Aoyd County School 
District, that he would hire me. 

1 had several school districts to hire 
me thJ year, Knott, Pike and Martin 
County school districts, plus 
Paintsville and Pikeville independent 
school districts. So r m obviously 
qualified/certified in those districts, 
but not in Floyd County. Ho-w can I be 
qualified in other school districts and 
not in floyd County? 

How can eight teachers statewide 
be qualified and have an admonished 
file like me, and r not be qualified? 

l·loyd County Supt. Henry Webb 
said I'm not qualified because I have 
an admonished tile at the EP B 
office. But the EPSB says I am qualt­
tied and they would hire me if they 
were superintendent of these Floyd 
County schools. At the same t•mc. the 
FPSB ~tabs me m the back and allows 
Henry Webb to feed off my EPSB 
admoni. hcd file to ay I'm not quali­
fied and unsuitable for appointment. 
'Ibi doesn't make sense! 

I feel this law shouJd be expunged 
from the record at the EP B office so 
Henry Webb cannot feed off it any­
more. 

I have an admonhhed file at the 
l~PSB because of the alleged C/XI'S 
test violation. I was tired, had a trihu 
nal. the case wa settled. l was 
allowed to go back to teacbiug as 
thou2h nothing ever happened. I 
al!rc~d to teach ~until June 2000, then 
resign. ] agreed not to teach one year 
aficr rcsignmg. But nevertheless, the 
Hovd County School Board allowed 
me .to teach anyway, which makes me r 

qualified! 
I resigned from the floyd County 

School Board in June 2000 by failing 
to renew mv contract. This temmcd 
from an agreement between me and 
thr.: hoard, ·~vhich was reviewed by the 
EPSB. which re ulted man admonish­
ment for failing to properly administer 
CATS tests. J did nm admit to any 
guilt or wrongdoing. nor has an>· such 
wrongdoing ever been proven. 

Mv admonished file should be 
expunged from the record!> of the 
l~PSB, smce there was no guilt of the 
allegations. An elinunation of the 
CAiS tc~r. would eliminate the 
admoni~hcd file from the EPSB al o.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: 

Through a cr S\.'an, I have been 
diagnoscu with extensive diver­
ticular disease. You ve men­
tioncd that a Jack of fiber as the 
\.'ause. All my a<.lult life. I have 
eaten whole-wheat bread, lots 
of fruit and vegetables. an<.! 
plenty of tiber. I i..cm't remember 
ever being constipated. l wa 
shocked by t11e dJagno i . My 
maternal gmndmother finally 
uccumbed tn it. Could I be 

geneticalJy predisposed to it'? 
Would eating yo~urt containing 
Jive hacterial culture provide 
any value?-- B.S. ' 

ANSWER: A dtverticullmt 
is a small bulge on tile outer 
colon wall. It's smaller than a 
small grape, bl!ing only about 
0.4 inches (I em) in diameter. 
What's bulgmg is rhe lining of 
the colon. ·H.igh colon pressure 
pu'>hes the colon lining through 
the colon' musck wall and 
onto its outer surface. The colon 
ha-. to generate great force to 
move along undigested, hard 
and dry waste matter. Fiber 
keeps stool soft and moist. 

In socit!ties where grains are 
refined and where fiber is cant, 
divcrticulo is is rampant. To 
give you an idea of how wide­
spread diverticulosis is, 50 per­
cent to 70 percent of tbedderly 
population ha it. I can't explain 
why a fiber-conscious person 
like you developed extensive 
diverticulosis. I suppose there 
might be a genetic predisposi-

want clean and fresh water, 
check out different water puri­
fiers and start pile drivin~ the

lion. 
Keep in mind that most peo­

ple with divcrticulo!>i!> -- 70 per­
cent -- never . utfcr a . mgle 
symptom. If the diverticula 
become inflamed, then the con­
dition is Jiverticuliti. , and that 
is painful. Pain u ually ari ·es in 
the left. lower side of the 
abdomen, where most divertk­
ula are found. People arc fever­
ish. lose their appetite and feel 
nauseated, but they rarely 
vomit. With a more severe 
auack, the temperature i quite 
high, and the abdomen lx:comcs 
very tender. Sometimes an 
attack of diverticulitis is sig­
naled by prunlcss rectal bleed­
ing. 

Treatment involves l'esting 
tbe digestive tract by taking 
only clear fluids and antibiotics. 
For more serious anaclc , hospi­
talizatiOn with intravenou!> flu­
ids and antibiotics is required. 
You may never tace tbese possi­
bilities. Most people with diver­
ticulosis never do. Yogurt will 
not help.
