Gov. Steve Beshcar announced 
$938.790 in funding for the project 
Friday as a Transportation 
Enhancement Program award. 

The award is part of a $1.3 million 
planned project that will construct 
approximately 56 miles of trails in the 

· Dewey Lake area and provide 
improvements to the German Bridge 

Campground area. 
The trail and improvements to sur­

rounding recreational areas such as the 
campground are expected to draw large 
numbe'rs of visitors and provide what 
local official. are considering econom­
ic development opportunities in the 
county.

Critics sound like the Kanye West of Nobel Prizes. 
The president's peace prize is for his efforts to change 
a foreign affairs paradigm that has i11-served the nation 
and the world. 

Despite the predictable squawking, the Nobel 
Committee's decision to award the peace prize Friday 
to President Barack Obama is an honor in which the 
entire country ought to take pride. 

No, nine months into his presidency, world 
peace has not broken out. But he has carefully created 
~climate in which negotiation, diplomacy and respect 
Have supplanted bluster and obstinacy on the world 
stage. 

It is unmistakable that his efforts have not com­
nletely borne fruit. But Obama is being awarded the 
IJrize for the seed, not the fruit. As others are observ- · 
ipg, this rationale made possible the award in 1971 to 
West German Chancellor Willy Brandt for his policy 
Qf rapprochement with communist Eastern Europe, an 
approach that, along with prize winner Mikhail 
6qrbachev's perestroika policy and efforts by others, 
ventually bore much fruit. 

,.. , In that vein, this 2009 prize might have the 
aaded benefit of encouraging the president to work 
eyen more tirelessly in the interest of world peace --

hether the topic is a nucJear Iran, North Korea, 
clear di armament generally, I raeli and Palestinian

• Does the Nobel Committee's decision have 
~9litical dimensions? Sure. But to diminish t_his award, 
one must make the leap that planting that seed and 
continuing to nurture it isn't in and of itself a worthy 
oodeavor.

' ntission lrip she was on would 
be life changing. 

''The people were so appre­
ciative of our efforts," said 
Watts. "To see the conditions 
they live in, yet live with a 
happiness many of us may 
never know, is amazing. God 
is truly working in Batey 
Nueve and to be a pan of that 
was a blessing. The hard work, 
hot weather and the obstacles 
we faced getting there are all 

• forgotten when you look into 
the eyes of a child or an adult 
and see how grateful they tmly 
are for what we were doing." 

Watts was one of more than 
a dozen student-doctors and 
family members from the 
Pikeville College School of 
Osteopathic Medicine 
(PCSOM) who volunteered for 
the wecklong mission trip. 
They were also joined by 
Laura Griffin, n .o., FAAO, 
associate professor of osteo­
pathic principles and practices 
at PCSOM. The trip is spon-

4 sored by the medical school's 
chapter of the Christian 
Medical Association in con­
junction with 0 .0. Ministries 
in Louisville, Ky., a Cluistian 
non-profit organization dedi­
cated to the ministry of s!'tort­
tenn missions and the devel­
opmenr of giobal prutnerships 
of minjstry. 

The mission team treated 
about 800 patients in tbe vil­
lage of Batey Nueve, whjch is 
located about two hours from 
the Haitian border. Patients 
were provided with prescrip-

• tions and over-the-counter 
medications, first-aid care and 
osteopathic marupulative treat­
ment (OMT). Patients visiting 
the clinic also received a per­
sonal hygiene kit for each 
member of the family. 

This was the first year a 

member of the PCSOM facul­
ty accompanied the students. 
Griffin. who became interested 
in the mission trip after hear­
ing her students talking about 
it in class. served a both 
physician and teacher. 

Watts recalled the case of a 
two-year-old girl who'd been 
diagnosed with meningitis at 
six months of age. 

"She was unable to tum her 
head. to focus her eyes, to 
speak or even walk," said 
Watts. "Dr. Griffin perfonned 
OMT on her and after a couple 
of treatments tremendous 
improvement could be seen. 
Her head was more in align­
ment and she was beginning to 
focus her eyes more on 
objects. It was one of the most 
memorable aspects of the 
trip." 

''This was vaJuable for all 
of us on so many levels," said 
Griffin. "The students got to 
see really severe clinical itua­
tions and the impact that lack 
of health care can have. We all 
grew so much from experienc­
ing our own personal chal­
lenges and hardships in order 
to share our gifts and fortune 
witb others who are not as 
blessed as we are. I can't wait 
to do it again and encourage as 
many students as possible to 
panicipate." 

In addition to medical assis­
tance, mmistering to those in 
need was an integral part of the 
effort. Students traveled 
throughout the village, praying 
with people and inviting them 
to church. A children's min­
istry, a special part of every 
mission trip, included puppet 
shows, singing and playing 
"endless games of catch." 
Other PCSOM mission team 
members included student­
doctors Ashley McCarty, 
Michael Smurko, Gabe 
McCoy, Chase Moran, J .T.

LEXINGTON - Civil pro­
tee ive orders provide an effec­
ti . deterrent to intimate-part­
ner violence without increas­
ing costs to society, according 
t()', study findings recently 
released by University of 
Kentucky researchers. 

The study, funded by t11e 
National Institute of Justice, is 
l.)le mosl comprehensive eval­
q.alion of protective orders in 
the nation. Led by TK Logan, 
UJK professor of Behavioral 

cience, in collaboration with 
llobert Walker. William Hoyt, 
arid Teri Faragher, the study 
~ned prutner violence in 
rural and urban settings 6 
months before a prolective 

r<fer was obtained and at 3 
months and 6 months after­
ward. More •than 200 victims 
were included in the study, 
with a follow-up rate of 99 
percent. 

Logan's findings greatly 
expand upon previous research 
demonstr!lting the effective­
ness of civil protective orders. 
Most importantly, Logan 
found that protective orders, 
effectively enforced, can save 
lives in a cost-effective way. 

In fact, the study found that 
when victims' qua1ity of life is 
considered, there are substan­
tial savings both to victims and 
society. Specifically, the 
research team, which included 
economist William Hoyt, 
director of Ul<'s Martin 
School of Public Policy and 
Administration, • found that 
protective orders saved the 
state an estimated $85 million 
dllllars in a one-year period 
when victim quality of life was 
considered. 

"This study is one of the 
most comprehensive studies 
on protection orders in 
Kentucky to date," said

Kristina Rose. acting director 
of the Nauonal Institute of 
Justice. "In addition to idcnti­
t'ying stalkers as those most 
like I y to violate protection 
orders, it also highlights some 
of the significant challenges 
faced by domestic violence 
victims in rural areas." 

In addition, Rose says, the 
study prqvides a model for fur­
ther study. 

"Though the primary goal 
of protection orders is to keep 
victims sate, this study demon­
strates that protection orders 
are cost-effective as well," 
Rose said. "Protection orders 
are important public safety 
tools that should be main­
tained, enhanced and effec­
tively enforced." 

Chief among the study's 
findings: 

• Half of all victims expe­
rienced no protective-order 
violations, regardless of com­
munity context (rural vs. 
urban). 

• Of those who did. experi­
ence violations, significant 
reductions were noted in over­
all abuse. fear of future harm, 
distress due to abuse, as well 
as reduced societal and per­
sonal costs. 

• Stalking before the pro­
tective order was obtained was 
significantly associated with 
protective-order violations, 
regardless of community con­
text 

• Subjectively. women 
appreciate the protective order 
and believe it to be effective, 
regardless of community con­
text.

The study did observe sig­
nificant differences between 
rural and urban areas with 
regard to the victims' experi ­
ences with the protective order 
process. Nrune1y. rural women 
experience more barriers to 
obtaining protective orders. 
less relief from tbe fear antl 
abuse -<>ver time, and weaker 
enforcement of the orders. In 
addition. victim quality-of-life 
cost. were higher and justice­
system expenditures were 
lower in rural areas compared 
to the urban area during the 
follow up period. 

The report suggests numer­
ous areas for improvements. 
including the need to increase 
access to the protective orders, 
to add more assertive protec-

tions for women being stalked 
by a violent partner after they 
obtain a protective order. and 
to strengthen enforcement. 
Logan says that, while making 
such improvements would 
most hkely incur costs, the 
investment would pay substan­
tial dividends in cost savings 
to society. 

"When civil protective 
order interventions are suc­
ces ful, substantial reductions 
in costs are expected to accrue 
over time as the abuse abates 
and the v1ctims get on wit.b 
their lives:" Logan said. 
"Serious consideration of poli­
cy changes calls for cost 
analyses of the effects of 
incyeased interventions.

These lures 
slowly tumbling ill the cut1'ent 
near an undercut bank should 
get smoked by a large small­
mouth. ft seems many of the 
strike& from stream small­
mouth in October come fi-om 
large fish.

Killer grass, 
kindly toxins

I think you could safely say I don't 
know much about art, beyond the 
usual "I know what I like." 

I've always loved Andrew Wyeth's 
"Christina's World," which -- to my 
uneducated eye -- was a simply a 

eautiful image of a young girl lying 
m the gral>S, looking up the gentle rise 
of a country field toward a distant, 
solitary house. 

It wasn't until Wyeth died in 
January of this year that I learned that 
the young girl portrayed in that paint­
ing was an actual neighbor of Wyeth's 
named Christina Olson, who wa. par­
alyzed in her lower body and, as 
shown in the victure, was dragging 
herself through the grass toward the 
house. So the scene in that pamtmg 
wasn't as peaceful and serene a I'd 
always imagined. 

For me, the big appeal was the con­
cept of lying in the grass, looking at 
the beautiful scenery and enjoying 
~ature. That' always been one of my 
favorite Aleisure time@ fantasies : to 
have the time to lie in the grass, watch 
the clouds drift by, and listen to the 
birds. 

But I recently read about some 
research that might make me rethink 
that fantasy -- at least, the "lying in the 
grass" part. According to the scientists 
of the Agricultural Reseaich Service 
(ARS), rangeland grasses can actually 
harbor certain viruses that can be 
harmful to livestock, and those virus­
es can be transmitted by grasshoppers! 
(So much for grasshoppers being the 
symbol of good luck.) 

• The virus in question i called 
vesicular stomatitis, and it's a nasty 
character, attacking hoofed animals 
and subjecting them to terrible pain by 
causing the formation of huge blisters 
on their tongue, gums and around their 
!:moves. 

While we've been living with 
vesicular ~tomatitis virus (VSV) for 
some time -- we have sporadic out­
breaks of VSV in this country -­
what's new here is that ARS scientists 
have shown that the virus can actually 
be lurking in rangeland plants which, 
under the right conditions, can pass it 
to grazing grassJlOppers. 

To te t their idea, the ARS scien­
tists elected 14 rangeland plant 
species that grasshoppers cat and 
exposed those plants to VSV in the 
lab. Some of the species harbored 
viruses capable of causing disease for 
up to 24 hours! Then the scientists 
exposed two plant species to VSV and 
fed those plants to gra hoppers 24 
hours later. You can probably guess 
the outcome: The grasshoppers did 
become infected. 

The good news is, a common 
grasshopper pesticide stopped the 
virus in its tracks (as well as reducing 
the grasshopper population). That pes-

tfkidc isn't currently approved by the 
Environmental Protection Agency for 
use in killing the virus, but at least we 
know there's something out there that 
works. 

So I gues. this means grass isn't as 
benign as I thought it might be. 

Now, to complete this topsy-turvy 
picture, imagine this: toxins that could 
save our lives! 

ARS scientists say a toxin that's 
known to be fatal to fish could also 
have cancer-killing capabilities. This 
is a !t1lly strange tale: In the summer 
of 2002, a commercial aquaculture 
facility in North Carolina started lo -
ing fish -- lots and Jots of fish -- to 
something nasty in its ponds. In fact, 
more than 21,000 striped bass died at 
the facility in July and August of that 
year. 

An ARS scientist teamed up with 
others to figure out what was lurking 
in those ponds. They discovered the 
culprits were two species of freshwa­
ter algae, called Euglena sanguinea 
and Euglena granulata, that had 
always been considered benign-- until 
now. The scientists have since identi­
fied II other occasions when a toxin 
~roduced by these theoretically harm­
less algae has killed not only striped
