If you wait until your full
retirement age, your benefits
will not be reduced. And if
you should choose to delay
retirement, your benefit will
increase up to eight percent a

year from your full retirement
age until age 70.

No-win situation

It’s often been argued that when America kicks aside the
principles upon which she was founded in order to fight the
war on terrorism, then we have already lost that war. That
logic has been most popular in arguments against the use of
coerced interrogation - torture if you prefer - (o extract
potentially life-saving information from suspected terror-
ists.

But there are other war fronts as well, such as free
speech — or the stifling thereof, _

- Score one for the bad guys as Yale University, admittedly
concerned over the possibility of violence, has struck from
an upcoming book images that might offend Muslims. Yale
University Press, which the university owns, removed 12
caricatures depicting the Prophet Muhammad from the
book “The Cartoons That Shook the World™ that was
authored by Jytte Klausen, a professor at Brandeis
University.

Islamic law opposes any depiction of the prophet, even
one that flatters.

A Danish newspaper in 2005 first published the cartoons,
including one depicting Muhammad wearing a bomb-
shaped turban. They were subsequently republished by
other Western publications.”

The consequence was learned in 2006 when there were
protests throughout the Muslim world. Rioters torched
‘Danish and other Western diplomatic missions. Some

-Muslims boycotted Danish products.

Yale University Press said it excluded the depiction of
Muhammad after the university consulted counterterrorism
experts, diplomats and the top Muslim official at the United
Nations.

Said Fareed Zakaria, editor of Newsweek International, a
world affairs columnist who serves on Yale’s governing
board: “As a journalist and public commentator, I believe
deeply in the First Amendment and academic freedom. But
in this instance Yale Press was confronted with a clear
threat of violence and loss of life.”

But Cary Nelson, president of the American Association
of University Professors, had a different view, writing: “We
do not negotiate with terrorists, We just accede to their
anticipated demands.”

Unfortunately, the threat of violence following the publi-
cation of the images was real — and Yale wasn’t willing to
have blood on its hands, although the blood would have
actually been on the hands of those who responded with
violence. '

But Yale's capitulation clearly demonstrates that this
country can move away from its principles not only by con-
fronting Islamic fundamentalism but also by retreating from
the battle. :

It's a no-win situation — a sorry predicament in a war.

House week
in review

If the latest Farmers’ Almanac is
right, we are in for one chilly visit
from Old Man Winter in 2009-2010.
The historic guide is predicting very
cold and snowy weather for our
region and most of the country. We
could possibly even see a bhzzard or
two, it says.

Bad winters are just an inconven-
ience if you have a warm place to call
home. If you don’t, they can be down-
right threatening, Luckily there is
something that those living without
adequate heat this winter can do, and
it’s as simple as filling out an applica-
tion with your local Community
Action agency. :

Millions of dollars were set aside
earlier this year by the federal govern-
ment for home weatherization pro-
grams administered by Community
Action agencies across the nation,
with Kentucky receiving up to $70
million over the next three years to
help as many as 9,000 qualified fami-

Jies secure their homes for winter.
Homes that qualify could receive up
to $6,500 for free repairs or upgrades
like new windows, more efficient
heating and cooling systems and
added insulation that would be pro-
vided by trained local workers.

The test of whether or not your
home qualifies for weatherization aid
is based first and foremost on income.
Every household in the program must
have an income below 200 percent of
the federal poverty level, or an annual
income of less than $21,660 for a one-
person household, $29,140 for a two-
person household, $36,620 for a
three-person household and $44,100
for a four-person  household.
Households with more members can
also qualify.

After a household qualifies for the
program, the administrators prioritize
work orders by need. Households get-
ting first priority include homes with
children six years of age or younger or
households with children that could
be at risk of being removed from the
home due to poor living conditions,
Households with elderly or disabled
occupantsyor households with high
heating costs are also given top prior-
ity.

Weatherization does not just help

citizens with their heating costs, It
provides year-round savings by keep-
ing homes warm in the winter and
cool in ‘the spring and summer.
Average first-year savings based on
information from the Community
Action Kentucky web site for 2008 is
around $413, while the estimated
long-term average energy benefit (in
2006 dollars) is $5,274, according to
CAK.

If your home is approved for
weatherization aid, an inspector will
come out and do an energy audit to
see what needs to be done, The work
will be assigned to a work crew, and
then reinspected once the job is com-
pleted.

This is'a good program, and no one
with high energy bills who qualifies
should pass up the opportunity for this
assistance.

County real property tax
rates were accepted at 11 cents
per $100 of assessed value
while personal property was
12.7 cents, motor vehicle and
watercraft were passed at 19.7.
A 2.06 tax rate was approved
for aircraft, also.

According to 2008 statis-

tics, the total amount of value
of property across the board
for Floyd County was
$1,577,189,032 with
$1,208,965,447 of that attrib-
uted to: real -estate and
$230,092,392 to tangible.

A 2009 net assessment
growth table shows that real
estate improved by
$134,683,214.

For the health board, tax
rates were approved at 4 cents
per $100 of assessed value for
real, personal and motor vehi-
cle, while the soil conservation
board tax rates were accepted
at .009 cents.

Following what would
prove to be unanimous’ votes
of approval for all mew tax
rates Friday, the library district
was set at a 4.9cent rate for
real, 9.03 cent rate for person-
al, 2.23 motor vehicle and 5.3
for watercraft.

ear as well as the brain. A problem in
any of these areas can result in hear-
ing loss. Hearing loss related to.aging
is called presbycusis. Between 30 and
35 percent of adults aged 65 to 75
begin losing their hearing. About half
of people over the age of 75 experi-
ence hearing loss. »

To understand presbycusis, let's
examine how hearing works. First
sound waves in the air funnel through
the outer ear canal and vibrate small
bones in the middle ear. That vibra-
tion transfers to tiny hairs in the
fluid-filled inner ear. These hairs

edicine usually begins in 60s

stimulate the auditory nerve, which
carries the signal to the brain to be
interpreted as sound.

Most commonly, presbycusis
results when the tiny hairs in the
inner ear die and don’t grow back.
Older age is the most pertinént risk
factor for this, but there are other
contributing factors. While presbycu-
sis tends to run in families, lifestyle
habits can increase the risk. Smokers
are more likely to develop hearing
loss. Repeated exposure to loud nois-
es — even in childhood and youth —
can significantly contribute to age-
related hearing loss.

Presbycusis generally affects the
ability to hear high-pitched sounds
first; it becomes more difficult to hear
women than men. Low-pitched
sounds can seem overly loud and
annoying. People with age-related
hearing loss hear others’ speech as

slurred or jumbled.

Your father should have a full
medical exam. Sometimes something
as simple as wax build-up in the ear
canal can significantly block hearing.
There are also some medical condi-
tions and even medications that can
inhibit hearing, If everything checks
out medically, it would be wise to get
a hearing test from an ear, nose and
throat specialist (that is, an otolaryn-
gologist).

There is no known cure for pres-
bycusis, and its treatment depends on
the severity. Presbycusis progresses
slowly, so that people may not notice
their own gradual hearing loss.
Presbycusis can lead to deafness.
Hearing aids and amplification
devices can be helpful, and there are
tricks for communicating better with
a person with presbycusis. For exam-
ple, always face the person when you

speak, and make sure he or she can
see your face.and gestures. Turn off
the radio or television at home when
you converse, and in public, choose
seats away from crowded areas.
Speak louder than usual, but don’t

‘shout or exaggerate sounds, as this

distorts speech.

Most importantly, assess and
address any related safety concerns.
Above all, make sure your father can
hear the telephone, doorbell and
smoke detector.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
I'm just an old country woman
who needs to know more about
gout, I have it at least twice a
year, and it's so painful I can't
put my foot to the floor, Please
list the things not to eat so that
I can kind of keep it under con-
trol. -- E.W.

ANSWER: Uric acid crys-
tals that bore their way into
joints are the cause of gout.
Uric acid is a byproduct of the
daily turnover of body cells. As
long as blood uric acid stays
within a normal range, all is
well. When its blood level rises,
the uric acid infiltrates joints
and causes intense joint pain,
swelling, redness and heat.

Gout mostly happens to
middle-aged and older men and
to women who have gone
through menopause. The base
of the big toe is often the first
joint to suffer an attack. Further
attacks can target the heels,
ankles, knees, elbows, wrists
and fingers.

The definitive proof of gout
is finding uric acid crystals in
joint fluid. A rise in blood uric
acid level is another tip.

The gout diet is not very
restrictive. In the days before
medicines effectively con-
trolled gout, diet was the only
remedy. It's in second place
these days. The consumption of
red meat and especially organ
meat (kidneys, heart, liver,

brain and sweetbreads) should
be minimized. It's best to avoid
gravies. Seafood, especially
anchovies, sardines and shell-
fish, should be eaten in moder-
ation. Alcohol -- beer in partic-
ular -- can provoke an attack.
All vegetables and fruits are
permitted, ‘and low-fat  dairy
products appear to prevent
attacks.

Gout medicines are of two
varieties: ones for an acute
attack and ones for prevention.
Indomethacin is an example of
medicine for an acute attack, as
is colchicine. Zyloprim (allop-
urinol) and Benemid
(probenecid) prevent attacks.
Zyloprim decreases uric acid
production, and Benemid
enhances its excretion by the
kidneys.

ANSWER: A knocked-out
tooth can be saved if quick
action is taken. Don't scrub-or
rub the tooth. Ligament tissue
clings to it, and preserving that
tissue 1S necessary to re-estab-
lish its mooring in the tooth
socket. Rinse it with tap water.
Keep the tooth moist.
Reposition in the mouth if that's

“possible. If it isn't, put it in a

container with cold milk or
sterile saltwater. Transport
solutions to preserve teeth are
commercially available. One is
Save-A-Tooth, and it would be
good to keep some vials of it on
hand at all games and practices.

Get the injured player to a
dentist  promptly.  Make
arrangements with a dentist to
be on call at home during all
games and in the office during
practices.

Are your players wearing
mouth guards? They should be.

Dear Tom and Ray:

I am looking for a used vehicle for
less than $10,000, and I was curious
about used police cruisers. I have
heard that they are built for durabili-
ty. But how reliable are they as used
cars? A company I am looking at sells
them with 71,000 miles on them, at a
year or two old. Are they going to be
money pits, or does their build quali-
ty offset the beating they probably
have been put through? — Matt

RAY: I think I"d-head in another
direction, Matt.

TOM: It's true that police cars —
most notably the Ford Crown Victoria
Police Interceptor — are beefed up to
some extent.

RAY: They come with sturdier
suspensions, for when officers have
to drive up onto sidewalks to cut off
or apprechend suspects.

TOM: They have beefed-up frame
and body mounts so that when cops
2o over speed bumps at 80 miles an
hour during a chase, the car won’t
come apart.

RAY: They have bigger engines.
And their transmissions allow the
engines to rev higher in each gear so
that when the police need to pursue

suspects, they can make jackrabbit

starts.
TOM:; And most importantly, they
have external transmission coolers so

the car can idle for hours in front of

crime scenes. Or doughnut shops
(apologies 1o our police brethren
reading today, but we're contractual=
ly obligated to ‘make that joke when-
ever we write about idling police
vehicles).

RAY: These examples of how
police cars are driven are all very
good reasons NOT to buy a used one.

TOM: And 71,000 miles is a
meaningless number. Most police
cars never get shut off. When's the
last time you saw a police car that
wasn’t idling? When one officer fin-
ishes his shift, another one gets right
into the car and takes off. So the
odometer reading doesn’t account for
the huge number of hours the engine
has been running.

RAY: They do have the advantage
of being relatively easy and inexpen-
sive to fix. That's why cab drivers use
these, cars as well. In fact, they buy

“most of the used police cars. But

unless the car is, say, half the price of
a comparable nonpolice Crown
Victoria, I'd stay away.
