removal, and, later, a letter to Gov.
Steve Beshear from Speaker of the
House Greg Stumbo asking for a state
takeover of the privately operated
prison. This most recent investigation
brought out another seven allegations,
the Kentucky Department of
Corrections told the AP.

On Monday, investigators asked for,
among other 13 other requests, that
more female guards be hired at the

prison and that, for now, common tac-
tics such as having female guards over-
look the roughly 400 inmates while
sleeping in the dorm area of the facili-
ty.

: The Department of Corrections also
recommended that a female chief-of-
security be hired at Otter Creek, as well
as a security staff made up of at least

The agency’s Project Home
Repair (PHR) will bring basic
home repair services to quali-
tfying homeowners who do not
have the money or who may be
physically unable to make the
minor repair themselves. The
homeowner will furnish' the
materials needed for the work.
In turn, BSACAP will provide
the manpower, using staff and
PHR trainees, who will be
learning on-the-job skills,

“We're delighted to be able
to bring this service to the peo-
ple,” said BSACAP Executive
Director James Michael
Howell. “Not only will Project
Home Repair help make
homes'safer and more: energy
efficient, it’s a great opportuni-
ty for persons wanting to learn
a skill.

“Homeowners benefit.
Trainees benefit. The commu-
nities benefit. It’s a ‘win-win’
situation for everybody.”

Funded through the
American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act, PHR is set

to pump more than 15,000
man hours into the'region,
fodusing on improving the
health, safety and sanitary con-
ditions of the home.

“For example, there may be

- someone who needs a wheel-

chair ramp, but doesn’t have
anyone to build it for them.
That’s where we can help. The
household enjoys the benefits
of the ramp, and the trainees
learn construction skills.”

Howell said other examples
include repairing windows,
installing grab bars or stair
rails, repairing steps, installing
deadbolt locks, painting touch
ups associated with the repairs,
and minor roofing mainte-
nance.

Howell said homeowners
participating in PHR could
also take advantage of con-
sumer education workshops
the agency conducts that
would teach the homeowner
basic skills on basic home
maintenance, budgeting, ener-
gy conservation and other sub-
jects intended to help home-
owners save money.

If the latest Farmers’ Almanac is
right, we are in for one chilly visit
from Old Man Winter in 2009-2010.
The historic guide is predicting very
cold and snowy weather for our
region and most of the country. We
could possibly even see a blizzard or
two, it says.

Bad winters are just an inconven-
ience if you have a warm place to call
home. If you don’t, they can be down-
right threatening. Luckily there is
something that those living without
adequate heat this winter can do, and
it’s as simple as filling out an applica-
tion with your local Community
Action agency.

Millions of dollars were set aside
earlier this year by the federal govern-

ment for home weatherization pro- .

grams administered by Community
Action agencies across the nation,
with Kentucky receiving up to $70
million over the next three years to
help as many as 9,000 qualified fami-

Homes that qualify could receive up
to $6,500 for free repairs or upgrades
like new windows.<mere : efficient

added insulation that would be pro-
vided by trained local workers.

The test of whether or not your
home qualifies for weatherization aid
is based first and foremost on income.
Every household in the program must
have an income below 200 percent of
the federal poverty level, or an annual
income of less than $21,660 for a one-
person household, $29,140 for a two-
person household, $36,620 for a
three-person household and $44,100
for a four-person household.
Households with more members can
also qualify,

After a household qualifies for the
program, the administrators prioritize
work orders by need. Households get-
ting first priority include homes with
children six years of age or younger or
households with children that could
be at risk of being removed from the
home due to poor living conditions,
Households with elderly or disabled
occupants or households- with high
heating costs are also given top prior-
ity.

Weatherization does not just help

citizens with their heating costs. It
provides year-round savings by keep-
ing thomes warm in the winter and
cool “4n the spring and summer.
Average first-year savings based on
information from the Community
Action Kentucky web site for 2008 is
around $413, while the estimated
long-term average energy benefit (in
2006 dollars) is $5,274, according to
CAK.

If your home is approved for
weatherization aid, an inspector will
come out and do an energy audit to
see' what needs to be done. The work
will be assigned to a work crew, and
then reinspected once the job is com-
pleted.

This is a good program, and no one
with high energy bills who qualifies
should pass up the opportunity for this
assistance.

I urge anyone in Johnson, Martin,
'Floyd or Pike counties who meets the
income guidelines and needs assis-
tance to contact the Big Sandy Area
Community Action Program today at
606-789-3641 or call Community
Action Kentucky at 1-800-456-3452
for more information.

Here's one place I bet you don't
expect to find the results of agricultur-
al research popping up: your favorite
sushi bar!

But that's exactly what could hap-
pen in the near future, thanks to some
incredibly innovative Agricultural
Research Service (ARS) scientists in
California. For more than a decade,

® the California-based ARS team has

been coming up with ways to turn
fruit and veggie purees into an impres-
sive array of edible products, from
molded fruit treats to 100-percent fruit
bar$ and films made of fruits and veg-
etables.

The scientists' early fruit- and veg-
etable-based food wraps were includ-
ed among Popular Science magazine's
top 100 "Best of What's New" awards
for 2001. Those wraps were designed
to enhance flavors and protect the
freshness of foods by preventing
moisture loss and by blocking oxygen
that could cause unattractive brown-
ing of the food.

For example, fresh apple slices
coated with the apple-flavored wraps
not only wouldn't shrink and discolor,
but they'd have an even more intense
apple flavor. A wrap from pureed
peaches could be used to cover meat
and provide a tasty glaze when the
meat is cooked.

Now the ARS scientists have
teamed up with Origami Foods, LLC,
of Stockton, Calif., to make shiny,
glistening sheets of fruit and vegetable

. films for use on everything from

entrees and appetizers to desserts and
... yes, sushi rolls!
These films are made with purees

@of fresh fruits and vegetables, plus

other plant-derived ingredients. The
films are sold as square sheets; as
small, preformed cones; and in other
sheets that melt to form glazes.
Origami Foods worked with the ARS
scientists under what's called a
Cooperative Research and
Development Agreement to develop
“these new films. ’

The fruit and veggie films aren't
just for restaurant chefs; you could put
them to work in your kitchen, too. (To
check out the gastronomic possibili-
ties, visit Origami's website at
http://www.origami-foods.com).

As you know if you're a regular

'®reader of this column, I love to cook;

&

shove me into the kitchen, tie an apron
on me, stick my hands in the flour
canister and I'm as happy as a lark in
spring. So I was definitely curious:
How could a home cook use these
films?

For starters, imagine cutting a sheet
of sweet corn film into small squares,
rolling those squares into little cones,
sealing the cones' edges with a drop of
honey, and filling them with chipotle
cream chieese ... yum!

« If - you're thinking of something
sweeter, how does this strike you?
Make bigger cones from the strawber-
ry wrap, again sealing the cones'
edges with a drop of honey, and fill
the cones with black seedless grapes,
sliced strawberries and pineapple
chunks--fruit salad to go! Or how
about an apple-cinnamon wrap filled
with a scoop of vanilla-toffee cheese-
cake?

Of course, we've jumped from
appetizers to dessert without so much
as a pause to pass Ago@ and collect
$200 ... so what about entrees? The
scientists say there's an apple-honey-
maple glaze that could add special
