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Still no swine flu in Floyd County

PRESTONSBURG - Results from 
a suspected case of swme flu at 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
were returned recently and have shown 
negative. according to HRMC infec­
tion comrol representatives. 

The case fell into the category that 
would warrant sending a specimen off 

for further confirmation. according to 
Norcie Blackburn. the hospital"s infec­
tion control spec1alist 

"The case did fall into one of those 
that would require us to send II off," 
Blackburn said Thursday, "but the 
results we1e negative.·· 

Earlier this month, Floyd County 
Health Deparrmem Director Thursa 
Slone responded to rumors throughout 
the community Lhat a case had turned 

up locally. explaining that, at that time, 
no swine flu cases had been reponed to 
the health department. 

Slone said at that time that the 
health department was advising heaHh 
care professionals, based on recom­
mendations from the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention. to 
treat all type A influenza cases as if 
they could be swine flu.

found in i:hose wilh chronic illnesses, 
those already hospitalized with a sick~ 
ness or during tremment of pregnant 
women would require a specimen be 
sent for confirmation of the swine flu. 

Health officials are, likewise. rec­
ommending swine flu vaccines to be 
made available in October to people 6 
to 24 years old, pregnant women and

PRESTONSBURG - In 
the weeks following a pres,en­
tation given by highway offt­
cials concerning a proposal to 
widen the Bert T. Combs 
Mountain Parkway in three 
counties, the Big Sandy Area 
Development District threw 
its support to the idea. 

The project will include the 
conversion of the current two­
lane undivided Mountain 
Parkway between Exit 57 in 
Wolfe Cm~nty and Exit 75 in 
Magoffin County into a four­
lane iliv1ded highway. The

l7 -mile stretch through 
Wolfe, Morgan and Magoffin 
counties. The plans also 
include the reconstruction of 
Exit 57, Exi[ 60, and Exit 72 
along with a new exit for 
Middle Fork Road.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: 
During my recent physical 
exam, my doctor aid I bad a 
heart murmur but not to worry 
about it. I decided to go to my 
beart doctor anyway. He did an 
EKG -- normal. I had a tress 
test last Jw1e -- normal. He 
states that many people my age, 
87, have heart murmurs. He 
said he would watch it. 

Do I have a dangerous heart 
problem? I play tennis three 
night a week and exercise with 
weights a few times a week. 
My weight is perfect for my 
height. I sleep well. My wife 
cooks without salt, and we 
watch our sugar intake. 1 take 
one pill for high blood pressure 
and one pill for an enlarged 
prostate gland. -- R.E. 

ANSWER: An 87-year-old 
with a dangerous heart problem 
could not play tennis three 
times a week and lift weights 
even a few times a week. You 
have no symptoms. You have a 
normal EKG and had a nomm.l 
stress test. Your heart health 
must be good. 

When doctors listen to 
hearts with a telhoscope, they 
hear a "lub-dub" sound due ro 
the clo ing of the four heart 
valves. Murmur are nmses 
beard between those two 
sounds. Offen they indicate 
narrow or leaky heart valves. 
The murmur comes from a di -

turbance in blood flow due to 
the abnormal valve. II creates 
eddy currents in the blood, 
which generate sound. 
However, eddy currents arise 
for other reasons, some of 
which have nothing to do with 
heart valves. Older people 
often have such sounds, i.e., 
murmurs. Tho e sound are 
innocent munnurs. 

Even if your murmur is a 
sign of valve damage, the dam­
age must be slight. You have no 
symptoms. You are more active 
than people half your age. The 
chance that a slightly damaged 
valve in someone 87 years old 
would progre s to a dangerous­
ly damaged valve is most 
unlikely. ·

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: 
For four years I have been deal­
ing with lichen planus. Is there 
any new treatment? -- J.P. 

ANSWER: Lichen planus is 
most often found on the skin of 
the wrists, ankles and legs. It 
can also find its way into the 
mouth. The genital skin is 
another target. It starts as flat­
topped, many-sided, small red 
patches that can merge mto a 
larger patch. The color turns 
purple. White lines crisscro s 
the surface of the patch. The 
outbreak i. intensely itchy. A 
cause hasn't been identified, but 
it nugbt result from an immune 
ystem gone berserk. 

Sometimes it's seen in conjunc­
tion with another illness, like 
hepatitis C 

The trongest varieues of 
cortisone creams and ointments 
are the usual treatment. Many 
patients are free of the condi­
tion in a year or so. To prevent 
relapses. some have to keep 
applying the ointments on a 
less-frequent basis once the 
skin has cleared.
