Johnson enters ·plea deal

PRESTONSBURG - A Floyd County man is 
expected to serve eight years of a 12-year sen­
tence in jail after pleading guilty to multiple drug 
trafficking charges Friday. 

Russell Johnson, 58, of Wheelwright, pleaded 
guilty to five counts of first-degree trafficking in 
a controlled substance and three counts of sec­
ond-degree trafficking in a controiJed ubstance 
during a pre-trial conference hearing in Floyd 
County Circuit Court on Friday, September 18. 

As part of the plea deal, Floyd County 
Commonwealth's Auomey Brent Turner agreed 
to dismiss two misdemeanor counts of third­
degree trafficking in a controlled substance. 

"A trial date had not been set and he had not 
rejected anything yet," Turner said Monday. "He 
had the pool hall and pretty much had been deal­
ing drugs out of the store for years and years. 

There was a lot of interest in stopping that." 
Between January and May 2008, Johnson sold 

prescription narcotics on six different occasions 
to law enforcement officers from Operation 
UNITE and the Kentucky Attorney General's 
Department of Criminal Investigation unit. The 
drugs purchased included hydrocodone, oxy­
codone and methadone. 

Officers from four agencies went to Johnson's 
residence on Route 306 in Wheelwright on 
August 6, 2008, to serve arrest warrants. Johnson 
was located aero s the street at Russell' Game 
Room, a small store and amusement center that 
he operated. 

After Johnson's arrest a search was conducted 
at both his home and store. More than 300 pre­
scription pills - a variety of controlled sub­
stances including oxycodone, methadbne, 
hydrocodone, alprazlam (Xanax) and diazepam

Test results 
show Floyd 
competitive 
High schools continue 
to show weakness

FRANKFORT - School test results released early this 
morning show Floyd County students ahead of state aver­
ages in the number of students scoring proficient or eli tin­
guished in most areas, but still lagging in some other , par­
ticularly at the high school level. 

Today's release is the fir t since school testing was reor­
ganized by the 2009 General Assembly. Under current test­
ing rules, students are assessed in five area - reading, 
math. science, social studies and on-demand writing. 
Student results are then grouped in one of f~1ur perform­
ance levels, ranging from high to low as distinguished, pro­
ficient, apprentice or novice. 

In Floyd County, a higher percentage of student scored 
at the distinguished or proficient levels than the statewide 
average in nearly every category, with the ole exception 
being middle school on-demand writing. Students at the 
high school level showed similar success in reading and 
math, but were far behind the statew1de counterparts in sci­
ence, social studies and on-demand writing. 

Elementary students enjoyed the most success, ranking 
I Oth in the state in math, 13th in reading, 29th in social 
studies, 49th in science and 66th in writing, out of 175 
school districts. 

Middle school students were closer to the middle of the 
pack, scoring 38th in science, 67th in reading, 78th in both 
math and social studies and 107th in writing, out of 175 
districts. 

High school students showed slightly above average 
results in math and reading, ranking 51 t and 63rd out of 
170 di tricts( respectively. Otlier results were far behind,

During that time, I announced the 
formation of a new Task Force on 
Povert), and Fir t Lady Jane Beshear 
kicked off a two-day conference that 
focused on the best ways to help stu­
dents graduate. 

The two issues. of cour e. are relat­
ed. Common sen. e tem us that the 
more education a per. on has, the 
greater earning power he or she has. 
The facts bear that out. 

In Kentucky, drop-outo; earn nearl:y 
$7,000 les~:o each year than their class­
mate who get a high school diploma. 
It's estimated that drop out from the 
class of 2008 alone will earn $4.2 bil­
lion les over their lifetime because of 
the decision they made at such a 
young age.

Did you know that the southern 
U.S. i where most of the nation 
population growth is expected t 
occur in the next I 0 year and 
beyond? 

Mo t of that growth will be com­
pri ed of ethnic minorities who educa­
tor hope to accommodate academi­
cally in order to en ure educational 
progres in our region. But doing so 
will not be ea y, according to th 
Southern Regional EducatiOn Board, 
60-year-old nonprofit organilatio 
that works with state lawmaker , in I 
Southern tate to improve publi 
chool educatton. 

Kentucky is already looking a 
expected population growth in our 
state and how that growth will affec 
pre-kindergarten through postsec­
ondary education . in th 
Commonwealth. Kentucky' project 
ed population growth of 3 percen 
over the next t 0 years wi II be small 
compared to mo t other , tates in th 
region (Florida leads the pack wit 
projected growth of 23 percent). bu 
population most on the rise ar 
Hispanics and African American wh 
the SREB ays have historically bee 
undereducated. That mean · Kcmuck 
must do more to encourage student 
from these ethnic groups to attend an 
complete college. 

We don't have a lot of time. B 
2022. the number of Hispanic and 
African American public high school 
graduates 111 Kentucky is expected to 
grow by 13 percent while the number 
of white graduates will likely decline 

the co ts to government. One in four 
dropouts eventually need public 
as i ranee; on average. Kentud..y 
pend about $2,000 more per drop 

out for uch services as Medicaid, 
housing and food . tamps. Three out 
of four pnsoners nationwide, mean­
while, never finished high school. 

About three student leave each 
high chool in Kentucky every year. 
We don't have the natiOn's wor t 
dropout rate - about 15 tates are 
below u. - but tht i an area where 
there is a lot of room for improve­
ment, espectally when mea. ured 
against the constderable gains our . tu­
dents have made in education over the 
last generation. 

As we look for way to decrea e 
the number of tho e dropping out of 
high ·chool while increasing the num­
ber · of those attending and graduating 
from college, the newly formed 
Poverty Task Force that I am spear­
heading will look at several other 
ar~as that. if improved. would make 
our education goals even more obtain­
able. 

Poverty, unfortunately, has been far 
too prevalent in the tate for much of 
its history, something the U.S. Censu 
Bureau' confirmed earlier th1s 
month. It found Kentucky has the 
fifth-highe t rate in the nation in 2008, 

from 89 percent to 74 percent. Around 
15 percent of all Kentucky public high 
school graduate will be Hispanic b)' 
2022. the SREB reports. 

The good new is we are making 
progres . . In 2007, the SREB reports 
that the percentage of bachelor' or 
higher degrees held by Hispanic . 
African Americans and white had 
increa<;ed for each racial group since 
2000. Seventeen percent of Hispanics 
in Kentucky had bachelor's degrees or 
advanced degree · m 2007 compared 
to 13 percent of African Americans 
and 20 percent of whites. College 
enrollment by Hispanics and African 
Americans m Kentucky has al o 
increased, with an 81 percent jump in 
enrollment between 1997 and 2007 
compared to a 37 percent mcrease in 
total enrollment over the arne period. 

More good news i Hisp:uuc and 
African Americans are helping the 
Commonwealth meet a 1997 goal set 
by Kentucky state lawmakers to dou­
ble the number of our college gradu-

. ates by 2020 by increasing the per­
centage of bachelor' degrees the:y 
earned by 16 percent from 1997 
through 2007. African American and 
Hispanic students totaled ·ix percent 
of the tate's college graduates in 
1997. and etght pcrcem in 2007. 

The bad ney, i that the cost of 
college attendance-tmtion. fees and 
room and board if neces arv-ts ham­
pering the ,·ery education~} goals we 
as a state aspire to reach by mak.tng 
college unaffordable for man} . tu­
dent . Without a doubt, the cost to 
attend a four-year public coil ge or 
university ha · become unmanageable. 
This is tme even for middle-income 
families. who can and do pay as much 
as 30 percent of their annual income 
to cover one year of college atten­
dance. 

a fact that only begins to reflect the 
. evere downturn the nation has faced 
over the La t year. 

The 25 legislators serving on the 
task force - nearly a ftfth of the 
General A sembly - will ee what 
more the stat6 can do to overcome this 
problem. 

Economic developmem, not sur­
prisingly, will be high on the li t. 
Kenn1cky took a strong step forward 
during this past ummer's legislative 
ses ion. when legislators modernized 
our tax incentives to spur Job growth. 
but there rna} be much more.: 1.\,•c dih 
do. 

In addition to finding better ways 
to bring job to our communitie\. the 
task force will also see if there are bet­
ter ways to get people to the j obs with 
improved transportation cn·ice . . 

Other programs that play important 
roles in helping families make ends 
meet will al o be on our agenda. 

The task force i expected to have 
recommendations in time for the 20 lO 
Regular Ses ion. 

If there i anything we have 
learned over the years, it is that there 
are no ea y answers when it comes to 
overcoming poverty and our dropout 
rate. Persi tence, and a willingness to 
tudy and then implement what really 

work , is the only long-tenn solution. 

Let's look at the cost of tuition and~ 
required fee alone. The median annu-
al tuition and fee required for in-state 
full time undergraduates at public 
four-year school in Kentucky in 2008 
totaled 5.800-109 percent more than 
in 1998. Few people can afford such 
an expense without scholarships or 
loan the e days, and those are harder 
to come by. 

Whether a tudent wi he to eam a 
four-year degree, two-year degree or 
job ceniticate, we as a state owe it to 
them and our elves to en ure they can 
reach their academic or career goal ·. 
When they ucceed. we succeed by 
improvmg our economy and overall 
quality of life. 

I agree with a statement by the 
SREB that making college more 
affordable will help more 
Kentuckian from C\ ery walk of life 
attend. and complete. college or uni­
versity. 1 al o believe, as doe the 
SREB, that Kentucky must do more to 
prepare our tudents for collej:(c aca 
demically and do what js neces ary 
help our tudents with their academic 
pursuits once their postsel·ondary 
studies begin. 

It hould be no , cerci that the more 
educated people arc. the better we can 
govern ourselves. As the late 
Prc:-.ident John F. Kennedy said, 
"Remember that our nation's fir t 
grt!at leaders wert! al.'o our lirst great 
cholars." He was saying, basically, 

that education is important for our 
future and that of our children, and 
rndeed it is. We owe it to our stale and 
our nation lo educate our citizens and 
help them reach their goah o that we 
can reach our·. and state lawmaker 
should keep that in mind dunng the 
upcoming 2010 legislative session in 
January.

fir t of their four meetmgs 
Monday in an effort to develop 
comprehensive anti-poverty leg­
islation for the 2010 Regular 
Session General Assembly. 

"'The Bible says the poor will 
always be with us. but we have 
to tty to take care of them;· said 
Hou e Speaker Greg Stumbo, 
D-Preslonsburg, who i chairing 
the task force alongside Sen. 
Brandon Smith. R-Huard. 

The initial meeting wa 
taged as an infonnation-gather­

ing exerci e, with a presentation 
by Drs. James P. ZiUak and 
Richard Fording from the 
University of Kentucky's Center 
for Poverty Research. The two 
professors introduced some sta­
tistics on the commonwealth's 
comparative poverty before sug­
gesting possible policy solu­
tions. 

One in six Kentuckians lived 
below the federal poverty line. as 
of 2008, Fording said. the fourth 

sk 
highc t rote among all states. 
''Keep in mind this doesn't 
include the bulk of the reces­
sion,'' he noted, ind1cating that 
current rates are likely to be 
even higher. 

Cenain demographics fare 
even worse, Fording said, with 
minorities, female-headed fami 
lies. rural families. those with 
less than a high . chool educa­
tion, and children all having 
higher rate _ Ninety-five of the 
state\ 120 counties had child 
poverty mtes of 20 percent or 
more as of 2007, and three 
counties had nne of more than 
50 percent. 

Sen. Robert Stivers, R­
Manchester, noted U1at he repre­
sented two of those counties, 
and that the federal poverty 
threshold did not account for 
local differences in the cost of 
living. Ziliak acknowledged that 
there were omc hortcomings 
in federal data, but that it proved 
useful in tracking trends. 

Rep. Addia Wuchner. R-

orce 
Burlington, pointed out that 
even in relatively well-to-do 
counties. there are pockets of 
povcny, and that effective pro­
grams are crucial in every coun­
ty. 

Among the progrnms tried 
by other states in reducing 
poverty are early education and 
home nurse visits, Zihak said. 
'The seeds for dropping out (of 
high school) are planted earlier," 
he remarked, and a high school 
education or more are crucial in 
the modem economy. Reaching 
children before they reach the 
age of 3 can have a tremendous 
impact on later achievement, he 
aid. 

Several lawmakers also said 
that additional opportunities for 
vocational education are es en­
tlalto keep all students on a path 
toward personal prosperity. The 
UK rc earchcrs observed that 
workforce training helped boost 
the benefits of economic devel 
opment subsidies to busines es 
as well.

Alright, I admit I'm making a bit of 
an assumption with that headline. 
Perhaps today you'll hear that you've 
won the gazillion-dollar lottery, or that 
you're as healthy as the proverbial 
horse, or that your never-forgotten 
first Jove has agreed to marry you. 

So maybe I'm a little quick on the 
draw, claiming the story I'm about to 

• teiJ you is undeniably the most won­
derful thing you'11 hear today. But I'd 
be willing to bet it's in the Top Three! 

This story starts in an Agricultural 
Research Service (ARS) laboratory in 
Logan, Utah, where the scientists 
study poisonous plants. The impetus 
for this story was one scientist's 
curiosity about why some cows give 
birth to offspring crippled by "crooked 
calf syndrome" (CCS), which is just 
what it sounds like: poor little animals 
wirh their legs and back all twisted 
and bent. 

That scientist wasn't the first to 
1J. wonder about this. Researchers real­

ized in the 1960s that pregnant cows 
that grazed on plants called lupines 
ran a .significantly higher risk of giv­
ing binh to calves affected by CCS. 
These calves can have a number of 
birth defects, including cleft palate.

What's the connection between 
CCS and lupines? Some lupine vari­
eties contain concentrations of alka­
loid toxins• that ebb and peak through 
the life of the plant. Livestock usually 
begin to graze the lupines in early 
July, typically the same time of year 
when pregnant cows' fetuses begin the 
physical movements essential for their 
normal development. 

During this period, the alkaloids in 
the lupines can cross the placental bar­
rier and temporarily paralyze the 
fetus. One action that gets stopped is 
the dropping of the calfs tongue, 
which up to that point is positioned 
between the two palatal shelves in the 
top of the animal's mouth; when the 
tongue drops down out of the way, the 
palate's sides can merge.

This typically happens around 38 
days after conception in goats, and 
around 50 days in cows. But if the 
fetus isn't moving, because of the 
effects of the lupine alkaloids, the 
tongue doesn't drop, the palate doesn't 
close, and a cleft palate results. 

You may be thinking, "And why 
should I care about this?" Here's why: 
A plastic surgeon, who was develop­
ing prenatal surgical techniques to 
repair cleft palates in humans, heard 
about the ARS scientist's work and got 
in much. You may not realize this, but 
clefting anomalies--either cleft palate, 
cleft lips or both--are the second most 
common birth defect in the United 
States, affecting about 1 in every 700 
people. 

While cleft palate isn't life-threat­
ening, a range of surgical procedures 
that typically start before a baby is a 
year old and often continue into adult-

"- hood is required to reconstruct the 
" palatal anatomy disrupted by clefting. 

... But--and l find this amazing--fetal 
tissue that's damaged before birth can 
often heal without any scarring. So the 
plastic surgeon·wanted to see if prena­
tal cleft palate repair could result in a 
normal functional palate. 

The surgeon and the ARS scientist 
teamed up, working on Spanish goats. 
The scientist induced clefting in goat 
fetuses by feeding pregnant goats the 
right (or, we probably sbould say, the 
wrong) plants, and ultrasound con­
fli11led that the fetal activity temporar­
ily stopped during exposure to the 
plants' toxins. 

" Then the plastic surgeon and--over 
the course of a decade--half a dozen 
surgical residents performed prenatal 
cleft palate repairs on dozens of fetal 
goats that had been exposed in utero 
to the toxin. 

The results? All the pregnant goats 
and all the fetuses survived the 
surgery. The muscle and mucosal 
structures of the repaired paJates were 
virtually indistinguishable from the 
palates of goats that never had clefling 
defects. The repaired palates had none 
of the scarring typically associated
