News that there is evidence that 
al least a few miners had been 
utilizing longer-lasting 
rebreathers, which had enough 
oxygen for at least two hours.

Changes coming to financial aid

WASHINGTON, D.C. 
The Mudent loan program for 
cnllcgcs in the United States will 
soon sec ·major changes a part 
of the legislation passed in the 
new health care reform bill. 

"This legislation offers the 
most sweeping changes to rhe 
federal student loan program in a 
genermion,'· said U.S. Rep. 
George Miller, chairman of the 
Hous~c Education and Labor 
Committee. "Tbis i~ good for 

ludcnts, taxpayer~ and 
American jobs." 

According to the 
Congressional Budget Office, 
the change will generate S6l bil­
lion in .a\ ings over 10 year, 
and the savings will be used to 
boost Pell Grant scholarships, 
make studenl loans more man 
ageable for borrowers to repay 
and strengthen conununity col­
leges. 

For grants.tbe legislation will 
increa~c the maximum amount 
of Pell Grant scholarship to 
, 5,350 llus year and to $5.975 

by 2017. Beginning in 2013, the 
scholarship will uu:rease ba. ed 
on the expense of cost of living. 

Also part of the legi. lation. 
students will now go through 1he 
federal govemmcllt to get tu­
dent loans. The government cur­
rently funds 88 percent of all 
federal student loans. upporlers 
of the legislation believe the fed­
eral stud~nts loans will be more 
manageable to repay by 
strengthening the income-based 
repayment program thai current-

When the Kentucky House of 
Representatives adopted its two-year 
budget everal weeks ago, my col­
leagues and I had three main priorities: 
Streamline government; protect edu­
cation and our most vulnerable citi­
tens; and kick-start our economy. 

Even while facing a billion-dollar 
deficit, the Hou e wa able to accom­
plish all three without placing an 
unrea onable burden on anyone. We 
cut back in many areas but were able 
to conunue protecting our school's 
per-pupil funding, known as SEEK, 
and other such vital school programs 
as family rcsomce and youth services 
centers and KEES, the lottery-support­
ed scholarship. We also joined the 
governor in finding Significant ways to 
make Medicaid more efticient while 
keeping core health service programs 
intact. 

The highlight of the Hou e budget 
was our "Kentucky Jobs for Kentucky 
Fanu!Jes" program, which would add 
or retain as many as 25,000 jobs in an 
economy that lost more than 80,000 
last year. We believe that by inve ting 
now, when both con truction costs and 
interest rates are low. we can and 
should rebuild many of our oldest 
schools while providing better water 
and sewer service and roads. 

Unfortunately, our JObs program 
did not find much suppon in the state 
Senate, which instead favored aero. s-

Coal waste 
disposal system 

- not in or under 
our backyards

Quietly. behind the cenes, state 
and industry official are planning the 
largest tox1c waste disposal system in 
Kentucky' history. The system would 
<.leal with 100 million tons of haz­
ardous matt.:rials every year. 

Where is this sy tern going ro ~ 
located') a nder our land. 

No, I'm not kidding. 
Right now, we're putting this waste 

into our atmosphere and into our 
lungs. Coal burning power plants 
operating in Kentucky spew our near­
ly 100 million tons of carbon dioxide 
pollution every year, along wit.b a long 
list of other toxic gase . Most people 
recognize exec. ive an10unts of car­
bon and other pollutants in om atmos­
phere as a seriou health and econom­
ic problem. Inevitably, and probably 
soon, federal law and international 
trcatks are going to require that we 
greatly reduce tbe amount of our car­
bon pollution. 

Utilities sec it coming, and feel 
some urge~cy about it. Tw"O problems. 
though: it conflicts with Kentucky's 
mine and bum as much coal as possi­
ble for as long as possible obsession, 
and it is prohibitively expen i\'e. 

The first problem is being dealt 
with as follows: we'll make modest 
gestmcs toward energy efficiency and 
renewables, the approaches that 
would actually reduce our pollution. 
But at the same time, we'll disparage 

the-board cuts that may seem equal on 
the surface but would have been espe­
cially tough for our schools and citi­
zens in need. That budget would have 
led to layoffs for teachers and larger 
classroom sizes. It also would have 
hampered our ability to help people 
when they need it most as they strug­
gle through the nation's worst eco­
nomic crisis in decade . 

Senate leaders say they believe the 
House's job program would have the 
state take on too much debt. Tl1i is 
erroneou on two levels. 

First, our budget borrowed less 
than what the governor recommended 
in his budget, and just four-fifths of a 
percent more than what the Senate 
suggested. Second, much of what the 
Hou e would borrow would be used to 
help school districts rebmld or replace 
those facilities in most need of repair; 
they would oversee the investment, 
not the tate. 

So, for le. s than one cent of each 
state tax dollar, we can put tens of 
thou ands of people back to work and 
remove every dilapidated school in the 
state while bringing better infrastruc­
ture to thousands of families and bu i­
nc ses alike. It seems Like uch an 
easy decision to make, but one appar­
ently favored only by the Hou e. 

Although budget negotiations 
between House and Senate leaders 
ended on Wedne day, there i still time 
for a compromi e to be reached before 
April 15, when the Ieg1 !alive se. ion 
must end. The House is committed to 
returning to the bargaining table, but 
we feel trongly that any agreement 
must hdp get people back to work 
while avoiding the kind of sbort-tenn 

those solutions as inadequate o that 
we can keep our ob e ton with min­
ing and burning the coal that fuels our 
campaign coffers. 

And we' II even use the emptlasis 
on developing alternative sotrrces of 
energy to coal's advantage by declar­
ing that, in Kentucky, synthetic liq­
uids and gas derived from coal quali­
fy as "alternative"' fuels. 

In tem1s of co t, investors aren't 
willing to risk their capital when there 
is no po ibillty of eventual payback, 
and when tbe public health liability 
will never go away. 

But that doesn't deter orne 
Kentucky officials. Taxpayer can 
help foot the bill, and we can exempt 
corporations from long-term liability 
for the pollution they leave perma­
nently with us. And then they'll 
require utility cuswmer to ·pay the 
co t when we arc too far down that 
path to turn back. 

Tbi cenario ba been unfolding in 
the Kenntcky General Assembly. The 
House bas been the tarting point for 
propo a1 that offer hundreru of mil­
lions of dollars in ub idies for com­
panies ro convert coal to some other 
burnable form~ Peabody Energy -
when legi lation was being consid­
ered during a 2007 -pecial se ion 
called just for them- made it clear that 
they would do no such busine s in 
Kentucky if taxpayers did not help 
foot the bill. 

In the current session. we see a 
series of propo als in the Hou. e 
Natural Resources Commillee 
de igned to create the legal and 
financing structure to cement the 
state's continued unhealthy depend­
ence on coal. The mo t egregiou pro­
pose to greatly expand the powers of 
state official!~ to seite private pro~rty 
for the benefit of private comparues 
needing a place to tore thdr carbon 

cuts that could lead to long-term prob- " 
I ems. 

It JS 1mperat1ve to get a budget this 
month if we are to avoid a special ses­
sion. Ultimately, '"e have to have a 
budget in place before July 1st to 
avoid having to close a wide array of 
state agenc1e , which IS what would 
happen under a ruling earlier this 
decade by the Kentucky Suprem~ 
Court. 

A Hou e and Senate leaders try to 
find a compromi e in rhe days ahead, it 
i important to note that our differ­
ences are relatively small, certainly 
when compared to the total sit.e of the 
budget, which is a little more than Sl7 
billion over two years. There is plenty 
of time for a final spending plan to be 
enacted, and more than enough room 
for both sides to meet m the mtddle. 

While It is disappoiming that we 
could not adopt a budget as hoped this 
past week, there were many other 
accomplishments th1s legislative ses­
sion. I will dedicate my next column 
to many of them. 

For now, I want to emphasize how 
much I appreciate the many calls, fet­
ter and email r have received during 
the Ia t three months.

It's rather amazing that this mas· 
sive toxic waste disposal ysh!m, that 
docs n01hing to address cxcessi\c car­
bon production, 1 being developed 
with little public knowledge or discus­
. ion. lbcre is little apparent aware­
ness in the General As:embly itsdf of 
what i g.omg on. 

We kno\v that we will be burning 
coal to make electricity for some 
years to come. J'he Kentucky General 
As cmbly i taking this to an extreme 
by supporting program~ that will obli­
gate us 10 mine and bum as much coal 
as possible at whatever the cost. If 
giving our lanu. our health anJ our tax 
dollars are what legi~l;:~tors belien! 
they owe to the coal inJu. trv. lhcn the 
co t is too high. ·

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Miners line highways watching, waiting on news

miners were out in their yard!i, 
tallJng with neighbor . leaning

They watched with dread as 
mme rescue umts rolled in 
convoys with emergency 
lights tla hmg. 

At the entrance to 
Performant:e Coal' Upper Big 
Branch mme at Birchton near 
Monrcoal anJ Whitesville. a 
fleet of ambulance~ from cv-

. craJ counties. includmg 
Raleigh, Boone and Logan, 

! were assemhled in a parking 
• lot outside a emergency crews 
awaited order .. 

Family members who came 
crying and wanting to know 

1 about their loved ones inside 
• the mine wen: directed to a site 
' on the mine grounds where 
they \\aited on word from 
Mas ey Energy. Congressman 
Nick Rahall. who spent three 
days at Melville ncar Logan in 
2006 during the Aracoma 
Mine fire that claimed two 
miners, was on scene by 
before 7 p.m. and was directed 
to the family area. 

~ Around 7 p.m., many of the 
ambulances were relocated to 
the tipple area of the mine 
complex, about tv.o miles up 
the road from the main 
entrance. A woman in a truck 
along the road who said her 
son wa a mine rescue worker, 
said she believed crews were 
relocating to an emergency 
portal from which they would 
enter the mine. 

The woman rud four 
ambulances had already left 
without siren . She said that 
meant there was had news. 

Two miners survived the 
bla t and were taken out by 
ambulance. One of the injured 
workers wa vi ible in the 
back of an ambulance heading 
toward a hospital in Raleigh 
County 

Roger Cox of Arnette was 
on the scene at the tipple wait­
ing for news. His brother had 
two son -m-law working at the· 
mine. 

"One had ju. t gotten out 
and the other \\as on his way 
in," Cox said. ''They're at 
home and okay. When r heard 
about it, I didn't know what to 
think. I just got down on my 
knees and started praying that 
they were okay." 

Grace Lafferty of nearby 
Harper said she knew some­
thing bad had happened when 
all the ambulances drove past 
her house. 

"My brother called me and 
he asked me if the ambulances 
bad gone past my house. Irs a 
coal mining community and 
we knew with that many 
ambulances, it had to be some­
thing bad," Lafferty said.. "1 
had been hearing ambulances 
for a long time. He called back 
and aid 'If more go by your 
bouse, something. is wrong 
either at the school or at the 
mine.· We just got into the car 
and started down the road. We 
really just came to pray. We 
don't have immediate family 
in the mme, but we know so 
many people that work here. 
Our pastor works at this mine. 
He wasn 'tm the TTllne, but he's 
here. We're jusr praying.. All 
we can do nght now as a com­
munity is come together and 
pray because we're all coal 
mining familles. We're family. 
We're praying for the families 
and the miners." 

Lafferty said seeing the 
ambulances ,g.o by took her 

breath away. 
"Your heart drops," she 

said. "We were calling people 
trying to find out and we called 
my sister and he said it had 
just come acros her . canner 
that there was a blast in the 
mine~. You can't explain that 
feeling you get in your stom­
ach when you know some­
thing·. had. 1 JU~t started pray­
ing:· 

Lafferty aid she never 
expected a disaster of this 
magmtudc to happen in her 
community. 

"Not here," sbe said. ''ft 
happen other place · and your 
heart goes out to tho e people 
and you're glued to the TV 
watching and crying and pray­
ing. You pray it never happens 
anywhere, but you don ' t 
expect it to happen here." 

LaiTeny srud the communi­
ty will pull together to support 
the families. 

"We' 11 he there when they 
need something." Lafferty 
aid. "We'll do whatever they 

need praymg is all we can do 
right no\' •. We'll hold their 
hands, bring them some water, 
whatever they need. 

"This 1s a praying commu­
nity. llllS area comes rogcther 
rea II y fa!--t." 

At 6 p.m., there were at 
least seven confirmed dead. 
Hundreds of emergency work­
ers waited and worried that 
there would be more. 

Later in the night. word 
came that crews bad found 
five more bodres. Then, but by 
early Tuesday morning, the 
death toll had reached 25, with 
two still missing. 

"Ow· prayers go out to all 
those who may be hanned," 
Con.gressman Rahall said. 
"We· ve been through thi 
before and we·u make It 
through this with God's 
prayers and blessings." 

As West Virginia State 
Police blocked State Route 3 
at Birchton between the two 
mine entrances. family mem­
bers rushed down the highway, 
telling troopers they had been 
directed to go to Whitesville 
Elementary ~for identification 
of the bodies of their loved 
ones. Around 8 p.m., a family 
member of a deceased miner 
said seven familie. were called 
m and given a list of the 
deceased minl:!rs. He said he 
and his daughter just wanted to 
go be with his son-in-law's 
body. 

Police blocked the roads in 
order to get eqUipment in to 
drill a way into the mille, one 
Whtlesville firemen on the 
scene told a family member. 

By 9 p.m.. a line of 
bereaved family members 
drove slowly past the· troopers 
headed for Whitesville 
Elementary, where police offi­
cers were sitting in cars wait­
ing. 

One fireman on the scene 
said the state medical examin­
er's office had set up m the 
basement of Whitesville 
Elementary. 

Mine rescue crews were 
brought in from several differ­
ent rni ning companies, includ­
ing rCG out of Beckley and 
firemen said a mine rescue 
crew was on its way from 
Kentucky to assist with the 
rescue mission. 

By 10 :I 5 a.m., Tuesday 
morning, Gov. Joe Manchin 
was flying over the scene in a 
helicopter to see the rescue 
effort.

A new take 
on obesity's 

• • or1g1ns

Here's a word that could rock your 
world: "'epigcnctics ... 

No. that's not the latest co&mctic 
tn..:atmcnt for wrinkles, or a cool new 
wctght loss tcchmque - although it 
does have to do \1. ith hody weight. 

"Eptgcnctic~" means "on or above 
genetics." And when what's called an 
'cpigcncucs mechanism" ts at work in 

~ a living organism, the genes them­
'cl"es aren't altered. but how the 
genes functiOn dunng the organism's 
l:arly growth h, changed. 

This i:> ~tarting to sound too much 
I ike a deuce dass. so let's take back 
up a bi 1 and put this in more human 
tcm1s. 

You're prohahly aware thai when 
women arc pregnant, they often hear 
from their doctors the mantra, "Don't 
gain too much weight during your 
pregnancy." What constitutes ''loo 
much" ha probably changed over the 
years, hut doctors don't lind that old 
"eating for two" excuse a~ cute a. the 
rest of us might. In fact, doctor. are 
also advising \.vomen who wanr to 
become pregnant to get to a healthy 
weight before doing so. 

This 1sn 't just the typical medical 
"tut-lut-ing.'' as it 1ums out. Studies 
funded by the Agricultural Research 
Service (ARS) arc giving us a new 
and somewhat stat11ing look at how 
'nil u~.:nces 1 hat occur in the womb and 
perhaps during the first few months of 
life could affect development of a 
child's ab1lity to regulate his or her 
weight. even into adulthood. 

Yes, you read that right: If a 
woman packs on too man) pounds 
during pregnancy. the child's body­
weight-regulating mechanism could 
be hnm1ed by the mom's excess 
weight. TI11S, in tum. could increase 
the risk thar the child would become 
an oven,eight or obese adult., with a 
higher risk of henlth problems such as 
type 2 diabetes or cardiovascular dis­
ease. 

In the ARS-funded, scientists 
looked at weight gains among rat pups 
whose mothers, called "dams," were 
either lean or overwetght (as a result 
of ddiheratc overfeeding in the labo­
ratory) at the time of conception and 
during pregnancy. 

For tillS tudy, the :;cientists mated 
the lean or overweight female rats 
willl lean maks. rhc pups were 
nursed only by normal-weight dams to 
make sure the pups· exposure to their 
mothers· obesity occurred only in the 
womb. 

All of the rat pups were at a nom1al 
weight at birth ;md at weaning. But 
when the weaned· offspring were 
given free access to a h1gb-fat rarion, 
the offspring horn to overweight 
mothers gained significantly more 
wetght, and more of that weight as fat, 
c:ompared to the offspring of the lean 
mothers. And that's despite the fact 
that the offspring of the overweight 
mothers didn't cat nny more of the 
high-fat food than did the pups born to 
the lean mothers~ 

What doc tbts mean in real-world 
tem1s? The study's results strongly 
~uggest that exposure to the mother's 
obe~1ty - whtlc in the \-.:omb -
results in programming of the baby's 
body-wcight-comrol mechanism . 
'I1lt: fador of the mother's obesity all 
h; itself was enough to signiticantly 
increase the baby rats· susccptibi I ity 
to obesity. 

~ You might be thinking, "Well, 
maybe those rats were genetically dif­
ft:n:nt from each other, so that's why 
this happened." But the scientist 
were careful to u~c only rats that were 
genetically similar, so that rules out 
the posstbility that genetic diflerences 
among th~.: mothers could comributc to 
the remarkable difference in the baby 
rats' sensitivity to those high-fat 
nnion". 

If thi~ all translates to humans, this 
study's finding" underscore the need 
for women who wanl to become preg­
nant to make ure they're M a healthy
