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Robie Lee Miller, the Martin
man who pleaded innocent
to killing 24-year-old Joseph
Salisbury along a strip mine
last year, pleaded guilty this
past week to a lessened
charee  of  first-degree
manslaughter.

Miller, who was original-
ly charged with murder, was
set to go to trial for the mur-
der this week, said Floyd
Commonwealth's Attorney
Brent Turner.

"He decided to plead
guilty,” Turner said. "We had
some negotiations before,
but we were too far apart,
and I think as it got closer to
trial he began to look at what
he was up against and decid-
ed to be more reasonable.”

In exchange for his guilty
plea, Miller agreed to a rec-

In March of last year,
police responded to a 911
call saying there had been a
shooting along a strip mine
in Hippo area. Officers
arrived and found Salisbury
suffering from two gunshot
wounds. The 24-year-old
was taken to nearby St
Jospeh's in Martin and died
later the next morning.

Grant was perhaps the greatest
Union general of the Civil War
Lincoln had been saddled with inept
and ineffective generals who were out-
maneuvered by the lesser-equipped
Southerners at every turn--until Grant
showed up. His victory at Vicksburg
(along with Robert E. Lee's virtually
simultaneous defeat at Gettysburg)
sealed the Confederacy's fate.

As historian Sean Wilentz pointed
out recently in The New York Times,
Grant -as president became a great
champion of civil rights, not only for
freed slaves but for Native Americans.
It was he who ended the reign of terror
that the Ku Klux Klan visited upon the
South after the war.

He also achieved ratification of the
15th Amendment, which banned dis-
enfranchisement on the basis of race,

"as well as passage of the Civil Rights

Act of 1875, which prohibited racial

discrimination in all public accommo-

dations. For that he was vilified by his-
torians who felt that the wrong side
had won the Civil War.

His presidency was eventually
brought low by corrupt advisers and
his naive trust in them. Most of his leg-
islative achievements were wiped
away. :

Still, compared to Reagan he was a
giant. :

The late Alexander Haig, Reagan's
first Secretary of State, had this to say
about his old boss: "Reagan was a
cipher.”

Reagan, he said, had "the good
fortune of having been president when
the Evil Empire began to unravel, but
to consider that -standing tall in
Grenada or building Star Wars brought
the Evil Empire to its knees is a distor-
tion of historic reality. The internal
contradictions of Marxism brought it
to its knees."

University of Kentucky offen-
sive lineman Dan Neal, and
golf trick-shot artist Buddy
Demling.

A closer look at
inductees follows.

Jeff Brohm: Brohm ranks
among the University of
Louisville’s all-time leaders for
passing yards, touchdown
passes, completions, total
offense and completion per-
centage, leading the Cardinals
to victory in the 1993 Liberty
Bowl, At Trinity High School,
he was named “Mr. Football”
for the state of Kentucky in
1988 after leading  the
Shamrocks to a state champi-
onship. He was also named the
Kentucky High School Player
of the decade for the 1980s.
Brohm spent time with six dif-
ferent NFL teams, as well as
the Orlando Rage of the XFL.

Cornelius “Buddy”
Demling: Demling is perhaps
best known for his popular
trick-shot exhibition, which he
has performed more than 700
times since 1964 at locations
across the world. An accom-
plished player, -Demling’s
achievements include the 1957
and 1958 Kentucky PGA
Assistants Championship; the
1987, 1988, and 1989
Kentucky  Senior  Open
Championship and the 1989
and 2000 Kentucky PGA
Senior Championship. He was
Kentucky PGA Senior Player
of the Year seven times.

Wilbur Hackett: Hackett
served as a pioneer of integra-
tion in SEC football, becoming
the first African-American

the

team captain in SEC history in
1969. He began his career
playing with the freshman
team, and later served as a
three-year varsity starter, eam-
ing sophomore All-SEC hon-
ors in 1968, Hackett was also
named The University of
Kentucky's co-Most Valuable
Player as a senior and later
served as a graduate assistant
coach for two seasons. Hackett
just completed his 12th season
as an SEC football game offi-
cial. X

Lillie Mason (Stockton): A
former Kentucky  “Miss
Basketball” from Olmstead
High School, Mason is the all-
time basketball scoring leader
for Western Kentucky
University, amassing 2,262
points in her four-year career.
She is a three-time All-
American, who set 19 WKU
women’s basketball career,
season and game records.
Mason is the Lady Topper’s
only Kodak All-American
(1986), was twice named All-
Sun Belt Conference, was the
league’s 1986 Player of the
Year and was named to three
All-SBC tournament squads.
She also was the NCAA 1985
Mideast and 1986 East
Regional tournament MVP and
helped lead the Lady Toppers
to their first two NCAA tourna-
ment Final Four appearances,
in 1985 and 1986.

Dan Neal: Neal is a former
University of Kentucky offen-
sive lineman who was team
captain in both his junior and
senior seasons. He spent 11
years in the NFL with the
Chicago Bears and the
Baltimore Colts: 11 years as a
player, 15 years as a coach, for
an overall 26 total years in the
NFL. The Corbin, Kentucky,
native was an 11th-round draft
pick by the Colts and spent
perhaps his best years playing
for the Bears, from 1975-1983,
when he spent time blocking
for the great running back

Walter Payton.
Mike Pratt: Pratt helped
lead the University of

Kentucky to three SEC cham-
pionships and two Elite Eight
NCAA tournament appear-
ances; Kentucky finished the
regular season ranked No. 1 his
senior season. He was co-MVP
of the 1970 team with Dan
Issel. He was a second-team

All-American in 1970, and was
a two-time first-team All-SEC
selection by the Ileague’s
coaches (1969, 1970). Pratt
also was named an Academic
All-American in 1970, Pratt
went on to play for the
Kentucky Colonels of the
American Basketball
Association and later coached
on the college and NBA levels.
Since 2002, Pratt has served as
radio color analyst for UK
men'’s basketball games.
Michael Waltrip: Waltrip,
an Owensboro native, has won
two Daytona 500s and four
career races in the series now
known as Sprint Cup. More
than -a decade ago, Waltrip
established a family-owned
NASCAR Nationwide Series
team in Sherrills Ford, N.C.,
called Michael Waltrip Racing
(MWR). In 2007 when TRD,
U.S.A. (Toyota  Racing
Development) entered compe-
tition in both the NASCAR
Sprint Cup Series and
Nationwide Series, Waltrip
developed a partnership with
Toyota to field three full-time
Toyota Camrys at the pinnacle
of the sport while maintaining
the integrity of his champi-
onship caliber Nationwide
team.

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Hole in tank doesn’t have to break the bank

Dear Tom and Ray:

My company has a ‘93 Ford Club
Wagon equipped for wheelchairs, as
our company provides services for
people with developmental disabili-
fies, Some jerk punctured a hole in
our fuel tank and took the fuel. We
tried to repair it with a screw and
some epoxy. It lasted for a couple of
days, until the epoxy was caten away.
Is there another way to fix this, or do
we need a new fuel tank? T hope not,
because we have very little money.
We need to fix this van, as we had it
equipped with a lift and can't afford
to replace it. Thank you! — Linda

TOM: You can fix this, Linda, In
fact, you can fix it pretty easily and
cheaply.

RAY: This van is old enough to
have a metal tank. So, go to your
nearest auto-parts store and buy your-
self a fiberglass gas-tank repair kit.

TOM: The kit you want consists of
a piece of fiberglass mesh, along with
a little paintbrush and a special epoxy
that won't get eaten away by gaso-
line.

RAY: The first thing you have to
do isdrain the tank. That may already

have been done for you, thanks to the
jerk. But if not, you need to siphon
the remainder into a suitable contain-
er (i.c., not a co-worker’s travel mug)
and give yourself a dry surface to
work with.

TOM: Then you need to sand the
area around (he hole. Get as close as
you can to the bare metal, because if
you leave any rust, the rust eventual-
ly will fall off and take the patch with
it.

RAY: Then get a pair of rubber
gloves, and follow the instructions on
how to mix the epoxy. Be aware that
it gets very hot to the touch once it’s
mixed.

TOM: You smear a layer of the
epoxy around the hole with the paint-

" brush, then you embed a piece of the

fiberglass mesh in that epoxy so the
mesh sticks to it and bridges the hole
in the tank,

RAY: And then you “paint” the
mesh with a solid layer of the epoxy,
and once it dries, voila! No more
leak.

TOM: It'll work, Linda. We use it
every time an irate reader or customer
punctures one of our gas tanks. And
that happens all the time! Good luck,
and keep up the good work.

Dear Tom and Ray:

There is a teacher in our communi-
ty who regularly can be found pour-
ing buckets of cool water over his
vehicle before starting it on warm
days. His claim is that the water cuts
down on the time needed for the air
conditioner to lower the temperature
in his car to a comfortable level.
