Don't lose sleep
over night sweats

PIKEVILLE — If you
are one of the many people
who suffer from night
sweats, classified as exces-
sive sweating at night, then
you may be wondering
about the potential causes
and if you should be con-
cerned. While night sweats
are very common and are
many times due simply to a
sleeping environment that is
too warm, they may also be
symptoms of underlying
medical conditions.

“True night sweats are
defined as severe hot flashes
occurring at night that can

drench  sleepwear and
sheets,” explains William
Betz, D.O., MB.A.,
FACOFP, senior associate

dean for osteopathic medical

education at Pikeville
College School of
Osteopathic Medicine.

Practical reasons for why
someone may be experienc-
ing night sweats include:

B Spicy foods or hot
drinks before bedtime

B Hot weather or an
over-heated bedroom

B Excessive amounts of
blankets or bedclothes

B Exercising before bed-
time

If your night sweats
occur on a regular basis,
interrupt your sleep, or are
-accompanied by a fever or
other symptoms, such as
unexplained weight loss,
then you should schedule an
appointment with  your
physician. “Your doctor will
take a look at your detailed
medical history and may
order tests, such as blood
counts and virus and thyroid
tests among others, to deter-
mine if you have any under-
lying medical conditions
that could be responsible for
the night sweats,” explains
Betz.

According to Betz, the
following medical condi-
tions are common causes of
night sweats.

B Menopause - Known
as “hot flashes” during the
day, night sweats are very
common for women going
through menopause and are
often the first sign.

M Infections - Bacterial
infections like endocarditis
(inflammation of the heart
valves) and osteomyelitis

(inflammation within the
bones) may result in night
sweats, with tuberculosis
being the most common
infection associated with the
condition. Night sweats are
also a symptom of
HIV/AIDS.

B Chronic Sweating -
Idiopathic hyperhidrosis is a
medical condition in which
the body chronically pro-
duces too much sweat with-
out any identifiable environ-
mental or medical cause.

B Cancers - Night sweats
are often early indicators of
some cancers. However, a
person with an undiagnosed
cancer typically experiences
additional symptoms, such
as unexplained weight loss
and fever.

M Hypoglycemia - Since
hypoglycemia, or low blood
sugar, can cause sweating,
people who are taking med-
ications to lower blood
sugar, like. insulin and oral
anti-diabetics, may experi-
ence sweating at night.

B Hormone disorders -
Night sweats can be a result
of problems in the hormone-
producing glands (endocrine
system). If a person receives
too much or too little of a
hormone, such as serotonin,
it can result in flushing and
sweating. Night sweats may
also be a side effect of* hor-
mone therapy medications

that regulate the amount of
hormones in your system.

B Anxiety - Stress and
emotional problems that
cause sweating during the
day can often have the same
effect at night.

Before visiting your doc-
tor, try to eliminate the prac-
tical causes of night sweats
from your daily routine and
sleeping environment.
“Make sure your bedroom is
at a comfortable temperature
for sleeping, remove extra
blankets from your bed, and
refrain from exercising or
eating spicy foods late in the
evening,” advises Betz. “If
your night sweats persist,
then make an appointment
with your family physician.”

.Preventive medicine is
just one aspect of care osteo-
pathic physicians (D.O.s)
provide. D.O.s are fully-
licensed to prescribe medi-
cine and practice in all spe-
cialty areas including sur-
gery. D.O.s are trained to
consider the health of the
whole person and use their
hands to help diagnose and
treat their patients.

But while Paul had had some early gaffes, that strat-
egy is not a winning one, and eventually Mr.
Conway must relay his position on not only that
issue, but a bevy of others relating to central
Appalachia.. '

"CHARLOTTE, NC -
Long before Charlotte
became the center of
NASCAR, it was home to a
different breed of sport: pro-
fessional wrestling.

* From the first televised
matches in the 1960s to the
reign of Ric Flair’s elite
“Four Horsemen” wrestling
team through the late-1980s,
Charlotte served as the Mid-
Atlantic center stage for the
boene-breaking, over-the-top

world of  professional
wrestling.
“It was a blast. The

wrestling business was on its
first real wave at that time,”
said former “Four
Horsemen’” team member
Tully Blanchard, referring to
wrestling’s peak in the late

1980s.

This weekend, the NWA
Wrestling Legends Fanfest at
the Hilton Charlotte
University Place is taking
Charlotte back to those glory
days, starting with a free bar-
becue with the voice of
WWE’s Monday Night Raw,
Jim “J.R.” Ross.

Event organizer Greg
Price said the convention,
which runs through Sunday,
promises to be a “wrestling
fan’s heaven” complete with
chances to meet more than a
hundred of the sport’s most
legendary athletes. Price
expects more than 1,000 visi-
tors this year,

Blanchard, now 64, said
for him the weekend is about
getting out of character and in
touch with fans.

“Twenty-five or 20 years
after the fact, it is neat to hear
the impact of what you did
that touched people, that

entertained people,”
Blanchard said.
Tom “Tommy Angel”

Replay

In 2008, video replay was
limited to the case of a batted
ball that left the field ‘of play
at or.near the outfield fence,
or should have been ruled out
of the field of play at or near
the outfield fence. Some
examples of these types of
batted balls are a home run, a
double by rule, a ball that
goes under the home run
fence, and fan interference at
the home run fence. The sys-
tem was used twice in 32
games, and in neither case
was the call on 'the held
reversed.

Last year, in addition,
video replay was expanded to
plays in which a thrown or
batted ball was ruled in play
or fair, but should have been
ruled out of play, or foul. That
system was again used only
twice in 32 games, with nei-
ther call reversed.

Because the number of
plays on which replay can be
used will increase in 2010,
team managers will now have
the opportunity to call for a
Video Replay Challenge.
Last year, only the umpires
could call for video replay to
be used.

When a play occurs that
fits the criteria, the umpire
who originally made the call
may request a conference of
the other umpires. If the
umpires cannot agree on the
correct call, the call will be
referred to a “Replay Team™
composed of a Little League
International  Tournament
Committee member (the
Game Operations Replay
Official) and a volunteer
Little League Baseball World
Series Umpire.

But if the umpires do not
confer, or decide after confer-
ring that the play should not
be reviewed on video, the
manager may use a Video

Replay Challenge, provided
the play meets the criteria for
use of video replay. Each
manager will be limited to
one unsuccessful Video
Replay Challenge. for the first
six innings, and one unsuc-
cessful challenge in extra
innings.

Video replay can only be
used at the end of the play in
question, and before another
pitch or play has occurred. If
a manager’s Video Replay
Challenge is successful, he or
she will retain the oppertuni-
ty to make another challenge
later.

A Video Replay Challenge
is made by the manager who,
after requesting and receiving
time out, tells the Umpire-in-
Chief- and the. Little League
Timeout Coordinator (a Little
League International official)
that he or she wishes to use a
Video Replay Challenge.

The Replay Team will
review the play on video pro-
vided by up to 12.camera
angles from ESPN. If the
Replay Team believes there is
clear and convincing evi-
dence to reverse the call made
on the field, the decision will
be relayed to the Umpire-In-
Chief. If there is not enough
evidence to reverse the deci-
sion, or if evidence shows the
correct call was made, the
play will stand as called on
the field.

Little League International
will not extend the use of
video replay to calls of
ball/strike, catch/no catch of a
fly ball, or any other call that
does not fit the criteria of the
rule.

The Replay Team is locat-
ed in an office at Howard J.
Lamade Stadium, where most
of the games are played. The
same office will be used for
games originating at Little
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League Volunteer Stadium.

When video replay is
used, and after the Umpire-
in-Chief announces the deci-
sion by the Replay Team, it
will be relayed to fans in the
stadium by ‘the Public
Address Announcer.

“On these types of plays,
while the umpires are confer-
ring, our Replay Team should
have ample time to review all
the angles available,” Keener
said. “If the decision on the
field is to refer the call to the
Replay Team, we expect that
the decision should be avail-
able without any significant
delays. It is beneficial to have
two years of experience with
video replays at the World
Series.”

Should the schedule of
games Ttequire adjustment
because of weather delays,
and if a game is not televised,
video replay will not be used

for that game.
Innovations at the Little
League Baseball World

Series, which usually boasts a
total attendance of more than
300,000 over 10 days, have
become common.

In the 1980s, ABC first
introduced the “‘umpire cam”
at the Little League World
Series. Starting in 2002, all
games of the Little League
Baseball World Series have
been televised by the ESPN
family of networks nationally
and internationally. This year,
up to 65 games of the Little
Leaaue International
Tournament in baseball and
softball will be televised
nationally.

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Floyd County student is part of new
first-generation scholarship program at UK

LEXINGTON — When
Bridget Slone steps onto the
University of Kentucky
campus this month, she will
become the first person in
her family to go to college.

"Not attending college
has just never seemed to be
an option for me," said
Slone, an Allen Central High
School graduate who plans
to study biology. "I've
always wanted to go to UK
and to finally be there, on
campus, is going to be so
exciting."

* Slone will join 19 other
first-generation college stu-
dents as a Suder Scholar in
UK's new First Scholars
program. The program,
launched with a $1.1 million
grant from the Texas-based
Suder Foundation, aims to
raise graduation rates among
students whose parents have
no education beyond high
school. It provides each stu-
dent with a partial scholar-
ship, peer mentoring, addi-
tional academic support and
campus involvement activi-
ties to help them stay in
school and = graduate.
According to First Scholars
Program Director Matthew
Deffendall, this extra sup-
port is exactly what first-
generation students need.

"One of the things in my
research that has stuck with
me is that if you remove all
other factors - socioeconom-
ic, gender, ethnicity - just
the fact that a student is a
first-generation puts that
student at risk," Deffendall
said. "The research shows
that first-generation students
lack the 'college student role'
- the knowledge of how to
make it in the system. They
are missing that skill set and
support mechanism."

First-generation college
students, who represent one
in five incoming UK fresh-
men, lag behind the general
college population in gradu-
ation and retention rates. Of

the class that entered in
2006, the first year such data
was collected at UK, 59 per-
cent of first-generation col-
lege students were still at
UK in their third year, com-
pared to more than 68 per-
cent of the general student
population. In a .S
Department of Education
study, only 24 percent of
first-generation college stu-
dents ultimately earned a
bachelor's degree, compared
to 68 percent of students
whose parents were college
graduates.

"If a student runs into
adversity, who do they tum
to? Friends and family,"
Deffendall said. "But a first-
generation student's parents
don’t have that knowledge.
They may not understand
why the student has to spend
so much time at the library,
why they can't come home

-every weekend, why they

can't come babysit their
brother. If the student has a
problem at school, rather
than say, 'Go talk to your
professor, the parent might
say, . 'Well, maybe you
should just come on home."

The First Scholar pro-
gram will pair each Suder
Scholar with a peer mentor,
an upperclassman who is
also a first-generation stu-
dent. Junior business major
Samantha Farmer will serve
as one of the mentors. She
recalls her own first days at
UK  when considering
advice she'll give to new stu-
dents.

Way back in the days before

_refrigeration, the number one way

to preserve food was with the pick-
ling process. All pickling is, is put-
ting your food (usually veggies, but
sometimes eggs or meat) in salt or
vinegar, or both for a long time.

These tandem ingredients stop the

growth of bad bacteria that make
food spoil.

If you’ve been lucky enough to
end up with a bounty of cucumbers

" from either your own garden, a

friend’s or picked them up at the
farmer’s market, making your own

pickles is a tasty way to get your
cucs dealt with before you burn out
on too many cucumber salads.
Making pickles is fun and easy. To
get started, you’ll need some sim-
ple canning supplies, some recipes,
and of course, cucumbers!

Here’s a list of supplies (a few of
which you probably already have)
to make pickle making a breeze:
candy thermometer, a stone crock,
a weight, jars, lids, bands, canning
salt, white or cider vinegar, boiling

, water canner. You should be able to

buy most of these items at your

local super center, and sometimes

you can even find these items used

at thrift stores. Ask your grandma
or some neighbors for some of this
stuff; you might be surprised  at
who has canning jars in their attic!

I like the Ball Blue Book of

_Canning; pick up a current copy to

make sure you're canning safely
and away you go.

Here are some great recipes for
pickles, enjoy!

periods. Why can't 1 just take iron
without more tests?

Contrary to popular belief,

most women do NOT

become anemic from their
periods. There are different types
of anemia, all with different causes
and treatments.

Anemia occurs when your
blood doesn’t have enough hemo-
globin, a substance your body
makes from the iron in your diet.
Hemoglobin helps red blood cells
carry oxygen from your lungs to

wor

They include fatigue, weakness,
low body temperature, pale skin,
rapid heartbeat, shortness of
breath, chest pain, dizziness,
numbness or coldness in your
hands and feet and headaches. Not
everyone with anemia will have
noticeable symptoms, however, if
mild anemia goes untreated, symp-
toms may grow in number and
severity.

The most common type of ane-
mia in adults is iron deficiency
anemia. While it can sometimes be
caused by very heavy menstrual

proper treatment choice

bleeding, it can occur in response
to any type of blood loss. This type
of anemia is also seen in people
who do not eat enough foods that
are high in iron, like dark green
vegetables, red meat, dried fruits
(apricots, prunes and raisins),
lentils and beans.

To make an official diagnosis
for iron deficiency anemia, your
doctor may ask for blood tests to
determine the amount of iron in
your blood. She may also want a
stool sample to see if you have a
gastrointestinal bleed. If you are
losing blood in your intestinal
tract, she may want to do a
colonoscopy to look at your lower
intestines or an upper gastrointesti-
nal endoscopy to look at your
stomach for bleeding ulcers.

Macrocytic anemia is another
type, caused by a. deficiency of

either vitamin B-12 or folic acid.
Low B-12 anemia is also called
pernicious anemia. Common caus-
es of this are a very poor diet, gas-
tric bypass surgery and medica-
tions that interfere with the absorp-
tion of vitamin B. The B vitamins
are absorbed in the gastrointestinal
tract, so if a large part of your
intestine has been bypassed or you
take medication that blocks B vita-
min absorption, you won't be able
to keep your hemoglobin levels in
the normal range. Low B-12 levels
are also Sometimes seen in those
who follow a strict vegetarian diet.
On the other hand, low folic acid is
caused by not eating enough fruits
and vegetables.

Anemia can also be caused by
some ' chronic diseases such as
some connective tissue disorders,
cancer and low levels of thyroid

hormones. Also, there are uncom-
mon types of anemia that occur
when your body breaks down its
own red blood cells. Finally, there
is a genetic type of anemia.

As you can see, treating anemia
is not a “one size fits all” proposi-
tion. Knowing the type and cause
of your anemia is crucial for prop-
er care. Once your test results are
back, your physician can counsel
you about treatment options as
well as dietary intervention, if
needed.

and Butter Pickles

6 pounds cucumbers,
washed, sliced

2 pounds onions, peeled,
sliced

1/2 cup canning salt
(make sure it’s called “can-
ning salt”, table salt won’t
do)

4 1/2 cups sugar

2 tablespoons mustard
seed

2 tablespoons
seed

1 tablespoon turmeric

1 quart apple cider vine-
gar

1 teaspoon peppercorns

1 teaspoon ginger

In a large bowl or con-
tainer place sliced onion
and cucumbers, sprinkle
with canning salt, cover
with . ice. Refrigerate for
three hours. In a large pot,
bring to boil, the sugar,
mustard seed, celery,
turmeric vinegar, pepper-
corns, and ginger. Sugar
should be dissolved and
boiling, then drain the pick-
les and onions well, add to
boiling mixture.
Immediately fill pint and

celery

quart jars with cucumbers,
onion and juice mixture.
Leave 1/2 inch head space
for expansion. (follow
instructions with your can-
ner) Process for 30 minutes
keeping the temperature at
180 degrees Fahrenheit.

Pickles :

10  small  pickling
cucumbers, thin slice cut
from each end

2 cups white vinegar

2 cups water

2 tablespoons canning
salt

Process jars in canner
according to canner instruc-
tions. In a sauce pan com-
bine vinegar, water, salt,
and sugar; bring to a boil.
Place 1 teaspoon dill seeds
and 1 clove of garlic into
eagh jar, then pack in
cucumbers. Pour boiling
mixture over cucumbers
leaving 1/2 inch head space
for expansion. Process 30

RAY: If you top off the brake
fluid and the brake warning light
goes out, then you know the light
is on because of a brake fluid

issue. Then the question is, Why is
your brake fluid low?

TOM: It could be low because
you have a leak. If the light comes

‘back on in a few days or a few

weeks, the fluid’s probably leak-
ing out somewhere.

RAY: But brake fluid also can
be low because your brake pads
are all worn out. As the pads wear
down, brake fluid moves down the
brake lines to fill the empty space.
That lowers the level in the reser-
voir, and kicks on the brake warn-
ing light.

TOM: Now, if the issue is not
your brake fluid level (if you dis-
cover that the brake fluid already
is topped off, or if topping it off
doesn’t cause the light to go out),
then the light is on because it
thinks your parking brake is
applied. The brake warning light
also serves as a parking brake indi-
cator.

RAY: Given that the previous
owner had it checked out, I'm
going to assume that the two of
you have not been driving around
for thousands of miles with the
parking brake actually applied.
More likely, the parking brake
switch is bad.

TOM: It simply may have rust-
ed out and corroded after a quar-
ter-century of use.

RAY: 1 know lots of my parts
have! But get all this stuff checked
out before you move, Emma. Your
mother never will forgive us if we
let you drive over the Continental
Divide without adequate brakes.

Does driving constitute a work-
out?

® This isn't proof that cataract

surgery leads to macular
degeneration, The same
risks that cause cataracts
also cause macular degener-
ation, The numbers that do
develop it after cataract
removal are small. A cause-
and-effect relationship has
not been proven.

I am not clear what you
mean by a cyst causing the
degeneration. In what part
of the eye was the cyst? I
have not seen a link between
cysts and macular degenera-

The
macula is a small, round
area of the retina where
there's an aggregation of
cells that are essential for
central vision -- the kind of
vision needed to read a
paper, watch TV and drive.
Dry macular degeneration,

accounting for 85 percent to

90 percent of cases, is a
wasting away of macular
cells. Wet macular degener-
ation results from a sprout-
ing of blood vessels in that
region. Those newly formed
blood vessels leak fluid and
destroy macular vision.
Procedures are available
that can halt the progression
of wet macular degenera-
tion.
