PRESTO~SB URG - Three 
inmates at the Floyd County 
Detention Center are each now fac­
ing additional charges of second­
degree assault following an alleged 
attack on another inmate last week. 

The charges were filed by 

Parker Derossett, as istant jailer at 
the facility, on behalf of inmate 
Kevin Ray against inmates Zack 
Blair, Kenneth Hayden and Brent 
Combs, court records said. 

Ray's brother, Donnie, said 
their father had spoken to his 
brother this past Wednesday by 
phone from the jail. 

"About 10 p.m. Wednesday 

nigh! be caJJed my dad and sa1d 
he'd been threatened and that he'd 
told the employees," Donnie Ray 
said. "He got the hell beat out of 
him, got sent to St. Mary's 
[Hospita1 in Huntington, W.Va.] 
and that's where he's laying 
today." 

Ray said bis brother had been 
hospitalized fir t at Highland 

Regional Medical Center around 9 
a.m. Thursday morning with severe 
injuries to his head and face that 
had caused major swelling, includ­
ing broken ribs and a broken jaw­
bone. However, the exact extent of 
Ray's injuries could not be fully 
ascertained due to patient confi-

Court exteilds line of credit

PRESTONSBURG - With a 
deadltne or tomorrow looming 
on a $500,000 line of crcdtt, the 
Floyd· County Fiscal Court saw 
enough votes Fnday afternoon 
to renew the credit for another 

1 six months. 
The move essentially means 

the county will take the line of 
credit again. pay the current 
intere t that bas accumulated, 
and then take the $500,000 out 
again. 

"This FEMA money, don't 
count on it," said Judge­
Executive R.D. "Doc'' Marshall. 

''That's aU 1 can say." 
The court voted in May of 

this year to use the $500,000 
taken out from Community 
Trust Bank. to pay for work 
done by contractors during the 
Mother's Day Flood oflast year. 
At that time, county officials 
were still waiting on some $3 
million in FEMA funding and 
had not, at that time, received 
any money from FEMA for four 
months. 

"FEMA is not a very good 
household word in this court, to 
say the least," Marshall said at 
that time. 

It was again a pressing need, 
according to court members, to 

pay contractors who were still 
awaiting payments. 

''You can't run from it." said 
District 4 Magistrate Ronnie 
Akers, who made the motion to 
accept an amended resolution to 
take another six-month exten­
sion on the credit. "I think we 
need to u ·e it to pay some bills 
today." 

With District 3 Magistrate 
Donny Daniels ab ent from the 
meeting, Aker ' vote was ec­
onded by Di trict l Magi trate 
John A. Goble and a voted 
against by District 2 Magistrate 
Hauie Owens to see the resolu­
tion move through by a 2-to-l 
vote.

PIKEVlLLE - Two officers 
~itb the Pikeville Police 
Department were involved in a . 
. sbooling over !he weekend after a 
man allegedly attempted to run 
over them with his vehicle. 

According to Kentucky State 
Police Tpr. Shaun Little, Pikeville 
City Police Officers Addison 
Baisden and Chad Branham 
responded to a call that a man was 
trying to forcibly enter a residence. 
When the officers arrived at the 
scene, the man, identified as 
Charles Hocker, drove away in a 
vehicle without turning the head­
lights on. When the officers pur­
sued Hocker on Hurricane Creek 

Road, he allegedly pulled into a · I 
gravel drive at1d stopped before 
putting the vehicle in reverse and I 
driving toward the officeJ,"s. Both 
officers opened fire on Hocker and 
then performed CPR on him until 
paramedics arrived . 

fn accordance with standard 
police procedure, both officers 
have been placed on administrative 
leave during the investigation of 
the incident. Tpe number of shots 
ftrcd by the officers and how many 
times Hocker was hit by the bullets 
ha · not been released. The incident 
is currently under investigation by 
tlie Kentucky State Police. 

According to Little, Hocker, 33, 
of Louisville, is currently listed in 
stable condition at St. Mary's 
Hospi.tal in Huntington, W.Va.

Named in honor 
of Amanda RlhS • .:1 l"cimily friead 
who · wa murdered la!\t 
September, the legislation that 
took effect last month g ive. a 
powerful tool to JUdges deter­
mined to enf'orce dome tic vio­
lence orders that ha\ c been vio­
lated. These offenders can now 
be required to be electronically 
monitored, ut their own co t, 
while viclims can be quickly 
notified if the order' s protective 
distance is btcached. 

This approach ha. proven 
highly effective in the more than 
a dozen state~ that haYc similar 
laws. To Illy knowledge. not 
one victtm has been murdered in 
those cases where electronic 
monitoring has been used. 

Understandabl), thi focu . 
on domestic-violence preven­
tion ha generated the most dis­
cu sion in recent month when it 
come to An1anda' Law. But, 
importantly. cbe law al.-o calls 
for expanding electronic moni­
toring in other areas. with the 
goal of aving a significant 
amount of taxpayer dollar 
while actually increasing public 
afcty. 

The te hnology ha proven 
itself repeatedly in the field, and 
is getting better every day. As 

ayette Coumy' · system has 
shown. it can even pinpoint 
whether the person being moni­
tored i · speeding. That system 
also give law enforcement a 
quick opportunit) to rule out a 
li!>l 6f potential suspects when a 
crime occur·, and in domestic­

Bass mortality at small tourneys 
concerns anglers, biologists

The dog days of Augu t 

make fishing during tbe day 
miserable. After warming tbe 
air all summer. tbe late sum­
mer sun seems the hottest 
from now until the fl!St weeks 
of September. 

The heat forces bass tour­
naments Ulto the dark hours at 
this time of year. but the 
·tresses on the ba s caught in 
those tournaments do not 
durunish just becau ·e irs night 
time. Late summer into early 
fall presents considerable 
stresses to black bass just try­
ing to survive. 

"The fish are stressed 
before they get caught from 
the h.igh water temperaru.res. 
especially with the hot sum­
mer we've had," said Chris 
Hickey, black bass biologi t 
for the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources . "The ordeal of 
catching the fish. fighting it. 
placing it in a bvewell tor 
hours. weighing it in and 
releasing the fish by the mari­
na or ramp into water warmer 
than where they were is really 
hard on a ba .. . They try to 
make it back home and may 
oot have enough stamina left. 
Sometime ·. they don't ever 
recover." 

Anglers recently voiced 
concerns to Kentucky Fish 
and Wildlife after tbey found 
several 4 to 7-pound ba 
floating dead following a 
recent bass tournament at Ken 
Lake Marina on Kentucky 
Lake. 

''Those tournament anglers 
could legally take six large­
mouth. smallmouth or spotted 
(Kentucky) bas: in aggregate 
daily," aid Gerry Buynak. 
as istant director of fisheries 
for Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife. "By releasing these 
fi11h. a good number likely sur­
vived." 
~r bass are at greater 

ri ·k of d]ing from the tre ·se. 
of tournament fishing. 

·'Their oxygen requjre­
ments are much higher'' 
Hickey said. 'The big ones 
stay out of the water longest 
for photos, . howing off and 
such Those 6-pound fish are 
more likely to die from stres 
than a 16-incher. When people 
see se' cral large bass floating 
near a ramp or marina after a 
tournament, they get really 
up et.'' 

The larger tournament 
trails do a great job of employ­
ing trategies uch as placing 
the fish in salted. oxygenated 
tanks while waiting for their 
fish to be weighed. They also 
use relea e boat · to di tribute 
bas all over the lake and not 
stockpile them at the weigh-in 
site. The} limit the time bass 
are out of tbe water. 

Smaller bass toumamenL'> 
· such as tho:-.e put on by dubs 

or by your workplace don't 
have the resources that large 
tournament organization pos­
sess However. some simple 
strategies will keep more bass 
alive and limit mortality. 

"There are some simple 
thmgs mall tournament 
organizers can do to reduce 
mortality," Buynak said. 

Buynak explained that 
tournament organizers can 
shorten the length of tourna­
ments held in summer into 
early fall. For example, short­
en the time frame from 8 
hours to 4 hours. They can 
adopt a paper tournament for­
mat such as musky anglers do 
by calling an ob erver to vali­
date the catch and take digital 
photo for further proof. They 
can al o ·tage multiple weigh­
ms, one halfway through and 
one at the end of the tourna­
ment. to reduce the time bass 
slo h around in a livewelL 

Anglers fi hing the tourna­
ment can also employ some 
simple tactics to reduce stress 
on the bass. 

- Play the bass qu1ckly 
after it's hooked. Don't use 
underpowered rods and line 
for tournament fishing. forc­
ing you to play the fi h for a 
long t:tme before landing it. 

- Wet your hands before 
handlmg the fi h as chis helps 
protect the vital slime coat on 
a bass. The slime coat is the 
bass' protection from infec­
tion. paras1tes and disease. 

Also, don't let the bass 
flop around on the boat deck. 
The hot boat deck makes bass 
flop around after contact. The 
deck'· carpet remove the 
vital ·lime coat of a bass. Fight 
the tish and remove the hooks 
quickly; don't let it flop 
around on tbe boat's deck. Get 
the bass in the boat's livewell 
as quickly as possible. 

-Cooling the water in your 
livewell is one of the mo t 
important things to do when 
surface water temperatures 
rise ~bove 75 degrees. Some 
area lakes have water temper­
ature pushing 90 degrees 
right now. Cooler water hold 
more dissolved oxygen than 
wannet water. Cool the water 
no more chan IO degrees. 

- Adding l/3 cup of non­
iodized orrock salt fol every 5 
gal! on · of\\ ater in the liveweU 
also aides in reducing stres on 
the bass. 1on-iodized salt 
works as an ane~thetic for bass 
and mak~; them more com­
fortable. 

- Salt also helps bass 
regenerate their protective 
coating . lime that protects 
them from infection and clis­
ea.<>e. Commercial li,ve ... vell 
additive· such as Please 
Release Me provide about the 
same benefits as salt. 

- Run the li vewell aerator 
continuously in hot weather 
and whenever more than five 
pounm of bass are in it. This 
reduces stre~ on the bass by 

keeping the livewell water 
brimming with dissolved oxy­
gen that fish need to breathe. 

- Exchange one-half the 
water in the livewell every 2 to 
3 hours. Add the proper 
amount of alt and cool the 
water again. , 

Late summer and early fall 
bass fishing usually means 
fishing deep. If you catch a 
bass from a depth of20 feet or 
more, you may have to "fiZZ" 
the bass. Ba s possess an 
expandable bladder in their 
abdomens that allows them 
greater buoyancy when need­
ed. When an angler pulls a 
bass from deep water, the fiSh 
often have this bladder 
extended. They float belly up 
in the livewell and strain des~ 
perately to right themselves. 

You'll have to deflate the 
bladder with a hyPOdenruc 
needle with che plunger 
removed. Draw a line from the 
·plit between the dorsal fins 
along the bass' back to its anal 
vent. Insert the needle at a 45-
degrce angle toward the fish's 
head about four rows of scales 
below where tlUs line meets 
the lateral line. Listen for a 
hi sing sound and ubmerge 
the fi h and needle. Wait untiJ 
the bubble top and release 
the bass. Do not squeeze it. If 
you remove too much air. the 
bas will ·ink to the bottom 
like a rock. 

''Just because it wims 
away after you release lt does­
n't mean it is fme," said Geny 
Buynak, as isrant director of 
fisheries for Kentucky Fish 
and Wildlife. "Bass may die 
the next day or a few days 
later from the stre s. But, 
fizzing and the other precau­
tions will increase chances for 
urvival.'' 

Tournament angling i 
popular in Kentucky during 
the summer. The money spent 
by toumament anglers helps 
drive the economy near our 
major and minor lakes. The 
exci e t.'IXes paid by tourna­
ment anglers purchasing 
motorboat fuel and fishing 
equipment fund th'e construc-
tion of new boat ramps as well 
as fisheries management. 
Their purchase of annual fi b- • 
mg bcenses helps provi~ the 
money needed to operate 
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife. 

Bas tournament anglers 
are an important group. 
Following these precautions 
will help ensure healthy fish 
after your bass tournament.

never 'overdraw'

With all the news lately about 
revised rule on credit card fees and 
bank fee . you might think I'm about to 
render a littlr financial advice today. 
But in fact. 1 want to talk to about 
something much more important (and 
long-lasting) than your credit card bal­
ance or your bank account: your "bone 
account." 

Healthy bones are a critical part of a 
healthy and active lifestyle. If your 
bones arc so fragile that you can snap a 
rib just rolling over m bed, you're not 
likely to be big on exerci e. But build­
ing healthy bones i a lifelong project 
that starts when we're very young, and 
1f we Clon't make sufficient "depo it " 
into our bone health at an early age, we 
pay dearly in later years. 

~ One of the best ways to bulld better 
bones is through consumption of dairy 
foods rich in calcium, an essential min­
eral that provide. the structural support 
needed for rrong bones. 
unfortunately, according to the results 
of one study by an Agricultural 
Re,earch Service (ARS) scienti t and 
her umverstty colleagues. too many 
young girls aren t making those neces­
sary deposits. The reason? Tho e 
young girls have decided. for one rea­
son or another, that they're ''lactose 
intolerant." 

Millions of Americans are !acto e 
~ intolerant, and as a re ult may suffer 

dige,stive di comfort when they eat 
dairy products or food made with 
dairy product . But there are lactose­
free product , from which the milk 
sugar (lactose) has been removed, that 
are designed to provide an alternative, 
so even if you're truly lactose intoler­
ant, you can still enjoy calcium-rich 
dairy foods without having digestive 
problems. 

But in the study mentioned above-­
part of a larger study called "Adequate 
Calciwn Today"--among the 291 volun­
teers aged 10 to 13, volunteers as young 
as age 10 who thought they yterc lactose 

f) intolerant had already begun limiting 
the amount of milk they drink. The 
frightening result was that even in those 
very young girls. the bone mineral den­
sity of their spines was significantly 
lower than that of some of the other 
girls, according to the ARS scientist. 

The sad fact i , in some instances, 
perception and reality were quite dif­
ferent. Result from the standard 
breath-hydrogen test for lactose intol­
erance showed that some of the girls 
who thought they were lactose intoler­
ant actually weren't. And other girls 
who actually were lactose intolerant 

• didn't even know they had the condi­
tlop ~til they te ted positive during 
the study. 

The dentists say they're worried 
that nu percept:Ions about lactose intol­
erance can lead girls, in early adoles­
cence, to cut back on milk--and to do 
that during their critical bone-fonning 
years could have lifetime consequences 
on the health of those girls' bones. 

[f you're an adult how much calci­
um should you consume. to make sure 
you keep your "bone balance" healthy? 
Oddly, calcium requirements can vary 
markedly between countries. For exant­
ple, in the United States, adults over age 
50 are recommended to get 1,200 mil 

~ ligrams (mg) daily. but in the United 
Kingdom. the recommendation is only 
700 mg. 

However, a study by ARS cientists 
suggests that our current reconuuended 
daily amounts of dietary calcium for 
American adult could actually be 
greater than needed. 

The scientists analy:~:ed data collect­
ed from 155 male <Uld female volun­
teers aged 19 to 75, who participated in 
at lea ·t one m a eries of 19 controlled 
feeding studies. Their finding indicate 
that the average runount of dietary cal­
cttlm needed to maintain a neutral calci­
um balance is about 741 mg per day.
