• recorded since February · 
2009 when the rate was 9.6 
percent. 

"The decline in Kentucky's 
unemployment rate 10 July 
2010 continues to be a result 
of the decrease in the state's 
civilian labor force because 
people have become discour­
aged in their job search. 
People who have not looked 
for a job in the last four 
weeks are no longer counted 
in the labor force, • said Ron 
Crouch director of research 
and statistiCS in OET.

Baby boomers and Gen Xcrs whose parent or grand­
parents have been ravaged by Alzheimer' Di ·ease would 
surely welcome a cure - a breakthrough that would 
restore the precious memones and personality traits loved 
ones have lost and enable tbem to perform simple, every­
day functions such as miling. peaking and recognizing a 
family member. 

A cure to one of America's most feared and costly dis­
ea e is the tl]timate goal of the Al.zhetmer·s Association. 

But even modest advance that slow the progre sion of 
Alzheimer's or delay its on et would drat"Qatically reduc~ 
the numbers of today's active adults who suffer from the 
d1sease over the nex.t40 year·. Incremental improvements 
al o would achieve dramatic saving · for the Medicare and 
Medicaid (not to mention out-of-pocket costs not covered 
)y these federal programs and not including the value of 
mpaid care given by family members and others) . Those 

.u-e two compelling rea-;ons to reYerse America's chronic 
nnderinvestment in, and t.pe lack of a national plan for. 
1\lzheimer's research. 

~apidly Aging Population Means Dramatic Increase in 
~lzheimer's 

A recent report released by the Alzheimer's Association 
;ound that, absent even incremental advances in the onset 
or progression of Alzhetmer's Disea e, the number of 
Americans 65 and older who are suffering from the disease 
will balloon 265 percent, from 5.1 million today to 13.5 

' million , by mid-century. ln Kentucky, the numbers will • 
grow from 80,000 tu nearly 212,000. 

The report al.o found that , without a breakthrough that 
will delay on. et or slow progression , the total annual co t 
of care for Amencans with AlLheimer· · will rise from 

172 billion today to more than $ltrillion in 2050. 
Today, there i no cure for Alzheimer's. And there are 

no treatments that can prevent, delay, stop or slow the pro­
gres ion of the disease. 

What if? 
But what would happen if a breakthrough that delayed 

om.et by ft ve years occurred by 20 15? In that case, accord­
ing to the report, we would see a dramatlc reduction in the 
number of Alzheimer's victims in as little as 10 years , a · 
the number of American · 65 and older with the disea<;e 
would decrease from 5.6 million to 4 milHon. By 2050. 5.8 
million fewer Americans would have Alzheimer's, and 3 
million fewer Americans would be in the severe stage of 
the dtscase. 

The costs for treatment at. o would drop significantly: 
the Medicare and Medicaid programs combined would 
save $42 billion annually by 2020 and 362 billion annual­
ly by 2050 . 

Similarly, a u·eatment breakthrough by 2015 that 
lowed the progression of Alzheimer's - assume a sce­

nario where tho e with the disease would remain in each 
of tl'le mild and moderate stages five time· longer than 
they do now - would mean: 

1 • The number of Amencan · in the · ·evere tages of 
AJLheimer's in 2020 would drop from 2.4 million to 1.1 
million.

Public pension reform is an i ue 
that tracks far beyond the Bluegrass 
State where public. employees who, 
like 91 percent of full-Lime public 
employees nationwide, are guaran­
teed a retirement pen-;ion hased on 
their salary and years of servtce. 

The e so-called "defined benefit'' 
plans h ve been the ·tandard retire­
ment c oice for most tares for 
decades. But as pension costs have 
risen over the past decade with a 
decrease in plan contributions aod 
increal>ing number of retirements 
among othe1 factors, defined benefit 
states have found themselves looking 
at a plan most private sector compa­
nies have been using since the early 
1980 : the defined contribution plan. 

Defined contribution plan , which 
include 40l(k) plan~. are indtvidual 
retiremeot accounts that invest con ­
tributions from employees and 
employers to meet an indtviduaJ's 
retirement needs. How much money . 
i in the plan at the time of retirement 
is that person's retirement income. 
which mean much of the risk 
assumed by the state i. passed on to 
the individual. 

When you look at today's invest­
ment markets , any risk probably 
looks too ri ky. We all wish we could 
go back to those "good old day," of 
the late 1990s and 2000 when the 
good old' defined benefit plan

Tea partier. get upset when you 
call them racists. "We're not ra ists ,'' 
they yell. "We're God-fearing 
Americans who don't like Obama 's 
socialist, affirmative-action ways .

Well. they've got a point.

Maybe tt didn't happen. Maybe 

loeemed to work just fine. As recently 
as 200 L. according to State 
Legislatures magaLitte, 31 of the 73 
tate defined benefit funds that use 

the roo ·t common accounting meth­
ods had assets totaling more than 100 
percent of the amount they would 
eventually have to pay out in bene­
fit. Now, the number of 'tate even 
close to being 100 percent capable of 
meeting all its accrued liabilities is 
Delaware. 

till, only a mall number of tates 
have witched over to defined contri­
bution plans, while a few offer both a 
defined benefit and defined contribu­
tion plans. Some offer defined contri­
bution plans as an option for employ­
ees. Some states that did use defined 
contributions p lans eventually 
swttched to cash-balance or back to a 
defined benefit plan because of poor 
inve:;tment. return for members of 
the relirement sy ·tern. 

But the fact remams that a large 
majority of states arc defined benefit 
based. and the few example of tate 
that have tried defined contribution 
plans have done so with mixed 
results. According to State 
Legislatures magazine, Nebra k.a 
u ed a defined contlibution plan for 
it ·tate workers for 35 years but 
chang~d to a ca h-balance plan to get 
bener returns . West Virginia, which 
enrolled its teacher<> in a defined con­
tributiOn plans 20 years ago. switch 
to a defined benefit plan in 2005 
because of small growth in inve t­
ments . 

States that have recently changed 
the general layout of their retirement 
plans include Ala ka. Georgia, 

Michigan and Utah, where major 
investment los es led lawmakers ju t 
this year to offer new employee a 
choice: a defined contribution I,Jlan, 
or a reduced defined benefit plan that 
employees mu t contribute to "if the 
tate's contribution turns out to be 

inadequate," the magazine reported. 
The econd option al o provide' 
worker with an individual retire­
ment account m which any amount of 
employer contributions not used for 
the defined benefit part of the plan is 
deposited. 

It is that econd option that mo t 

closely resemble. the plan in 
Georgia, which dropped irs defined 
benefit plan in 2008. And under 
Michigan's new system, approved • 
this year. requires alJ new school 
employees be enrolled in a hybrid 
defined benefit and contribution plan 
after July I of this year. The hybrid 
raise both age and years of service 
requirements for the defined benefit 
plan compared to the current defined 
benefit plans for school employees 
and adds defined contribution plans 
as an option. Ala, ka at ·o recently 
moved from a defined benefit plan to 
alternatives. , 

I gues we could ay the jury is 
still out, so to speak. on how the 
changes state have made 'to their 
plan will work out. Kentucky's pen- ~ 
sion reform of 2008 also needs 
tweaking as we discus ed last week. 
PensiOn cost. are rismg, and state 
cannot afford the debt. So more work 
must be done.
