PIKEVILLE - A fla h flood

"We are working during every 

available hour of daylight,'' aid 
Sam Hale, engineering branch man­
ager for Pike County. "Floods are 
not like dealing with snow and ice. 
We can run nowplows all night, 
but when you're trying to repair 
pavement, clean out culvert. and 
dram tiles, or pull ditchline , you 
can't work in the dark. It' too dan­
gerous."

We understand that there has to be a certain level of 
accountability in government pending.

Local govern­
ment are fortunate to have the promi. e of FEMA reim­
bur ement for the bulk of recovery effort , but that bles ing

jeopardized month or year down the road. 

We are left shaking our head at the whole me . While 
the federal government continue to pend billion on 
·'make-work" project acros the nation, ba ic needs are 
being put on the back burner. 

So while we certainly wish our neighbors the best a 
they begin the long, slow road toward recovery, we hope 
they keep in mind the lesson" Floyd County ha, learned the 
h~d way and make plans for ome lean times in the future.

When it come · to supplying 
the energy that power our coun­
try, Kentucky play a bigger role 
than mo t. We represent just 1.4 
percent of it population, but 
provide 2.3 percent of its elec­
tricity. 

The main rea on for that, of 
cour e, i coal. wlucb wa:. fu t 
commercially mined in the 
Commonwealth m 1820. Now, 
only two states extract more 
annually, and only four depend 
on it more to run their homes, 
school and bu ·messe . Here in 
Kentucky, It upplies more than 
90 percent of our electric tty. 

Early this month, during a 
legislative mectlllg on clean­
coal technology. the director of 
the Univer 1ty of Kentucky' s 
Center for Applied Energy 
Re earch aid that coal will 
remain a major ource of energy 
for decade to come a our need 
for electricity grow . The key is 
finding way 1<\ make it more 
efficient and clean. 

He pointed out that we have 
already experienced some sig­
nificant ucce e . Coal u e 
nationally, for example, i up 
al mo t 80 percent from 1980 
level , but emissions from ·ulfm 
dioxide and nitrogen oxide have 
declined by more than a third.

clean coal i now· focused on 
two area . The first is continu­
ing to make our power plants 
more efficient, which is a grow­
ing challenge in Kentucky . ince 
only a handful are less than 20 
years old and most have been 
around for 40 year, or longer. 

The second area of research 
i equestering the carbon diox­
ide generated by burning coal. 
Last year. tate researchers dug 
a test well in Hancock County to 
inve tigate the effectivene s of 
putting this ga deep under­
ground, and miual tests have 
shown promise. Ongomg work 
will see how this pilot project 
affect the torage 1te geologi­
cally. 

The same con ideration will 
be given to a similar process that 
would actually bum coal at the 
ource in seams that otherwise 

cannot be mined. The resulting 
gas would be collected at the 
surface a a fuel, with the carbon 
dioxide remrned m its place. 

The UK director said that 
other research being done at the 
university includes uch things 
as using algae to capture carbon 
dioxide and to erve as a fuel 
source a well; and finding 
novel way to recycle coal a. h in 
uch thing as cement. 

Three year ago, the General 
A embly began budgeting $3.5 
million annually to help further 
coal research. The UK center 
now receive $1 million of that. 
and the remamder i ctistnbuted

LEXINGTON The 
University of Kentucky 
announced six 2010 inductees 
.into the UK Athletics Hall of 
Fame. The class mclud for­
mer UK ~tudent-athletes Mike 
Casey (men' basketball), Steve 
Flesch (men' golf), Nancy 
Napolski Johnson (rifle), Billy 
Ray Lickert (men's basketball), 
Valerie McGovern Young 
(cross country, track and field) 
and Tayshaun Prince (men's 
basketball). 

The class will be formally 
inducted during Hall of Fame 
Weekend. Sept. 10-ll, in con­
junction with the football game 
against Western Kentucky. 

Mike Casey (1968~9, 71) 
was a three-time first-team All­
SEC (1968, 1969 and 1971) 
selection in men's basketball. 
He fini bed his career with 
1.535 pomts. currently rankmg 
13th all-time on UK's illustrious 
list of top scorers. Casey aver­
aged 17.0 points or more in all 
three seasons with the WJ..ldcats. 
including a team-high 20.0 m 
his first year on the varsity team. 
The former guard led the team 
in assists during the 1968-69 
season with 129 .ass· ts, in addi­
tion to leading the team in field­
goal percentage (489) and free­
throw percentage (.823) during 
the 1967-68 season. Casey 
helped UK win three SEC 
championships, earn an Elite 
Eight appearance and also 
earned Academic All-America 
and All-SEC honors in 1971. 
He wa named Kentucky's 
High School Mr. Basketball in 
1966 and was drafted in the 
eighth round (130th overall) in 
the 1970 NBA Draft by 
Chicago. 

Steve Flesch (l987-90) 
played at UK from 1986-87 
through 1989-90 and ranks 
among the top 40 golfers on the 
all-time PGA Tour career-earn­
ing list. Flesch has won more 
than $17 million as a profes­
ional and has four PGA victo­

ries, the 2003 HP Classic of 
New Orleans, the 2004 Bank of 
Amenca Colonial, the 2007 
Ren<r Tahoe Open and the 2007 
Turning Stone Resort 
Championship. He turned pro 
in 1990 on the Nationwide Tour 
and won the Nike Tour 
Championship in 1997, earning 

exempt, talus on the PGA Tour 
in 1998. In 200 I, Resch ranked 
second behind Tiger Woods in 
top-10 finishes with 13. One of 
three UK medalists in Johnny 
Oweru, Invitational histmy, he 
was a two-year member of the 
SEC Academic Honor Roll and 
named to the Kentucky Golf 
Hall of Fame. 

Nancy Napol ki Johnson 
(1993-%) was a UK Rifle All­
American and Olympic gold­
medal winner for the United 
States. She captured the individ­
ual national championship in air 
rifle in 1994 and was a three­
time first-team All-American 
(1994, 1995 and 1996). 
Napolski Johnson Led the team 
to three consecutive third-place 
finishes at the NCAA 
Championships from 1994-96. 
She continued competitive~ 

shooting after her collegiate 
career and won the gold medal 
in women' 10-meter air rifle in 
the 2000 Olympi . She also 
went on to win gold medal at 
several other international 
events. 

Billy Ray Lickert (1959-61) 
was a three-time, first-team All­
SEC selection m men's basket­
ball, including a second-team 
All-America selection by the 
Hehns Foundation in 1961. He 
ranks 47th on Kentucky's all­
time scoring li t With 1.076 
points. Lickert was named to 
the 1961 CAA All-Region 
Team and led the team m scor­
ing during the 1959-60 and 
1960-61 seasons, averaging 
14.4 points per game in hi jun­
ior year and 16.0 in his senior 
campaign. He finished his 
career with a 14.7 scoring aver­
age and was also UK's leader in 
field-goal percentage in 1959-
60 (.401) and 19£0..6l (.420). 
Named the SEC "Sophomore 
of the Year'' following the 1959 
season, his team advanced to 
two NCAA Tournaments dur­
ing his three years. Lickert was 
drafted in the fifth round (No. 
45 overall) of the 1961 NBA 
Draft by the Los Angeles 
Lakers. 

Valerie McGovern Young 
(1988-91) won three individual 
natmnal Championships in the 
5.{XX)-meter run and was the 
leader of the 1988 cross country 
team that won the NCAA 
national c:hampionship. 
McGovern Young was UK's 

top performer at the 1988 
national meet. finishing second 
mdividually. An eight-time All­
American in cross country and 
track. McGovern Young won 
eight individual SEC champi­
onships. including cross coun­
try, 3,(XX)-~ter indoor. 5,000.. 
meter indoor (twice), 3,000-
meter outdoor (twice) and 
5,000-meter outdoor (twice). 
She stiU holds five UK track 
records: 3,000-, 5,000- and 
10,000-meter outdoor and the 
3,(XX)- and 5,000-meter indoor. 

Thysbaun Prince (1999-02) 
was a tw<rtime men's basket­
ball Associated Press All­
American, garnering second­
team hono in 2001 and third­
team honors in '2J.JJ2. Prince 
was named the SEC Player of 
the Year in the Z(XX)-01 season 
by both theAPand the league's 
coaches and was a three-time 
All-SEC selection (2000, 2001 
and 2002). He ranks eighth on 
UK' all-time scoring list with 
1,775 points and third on UK's 
all-time 3-point field goals 
made list with 204. Prince 
helped lead the Wildcats to three 
Sweet 16 appearances (1999. 
2001 and 2002) and an Elite 
Eight appearance (1999). He 
was drafted m the first round 
(23rd overall) in the 2002 BA 
Draft by the Detroit Pistons. 
Prince helped lead Detroit to the 
2004 NBA Championship and 
was named to the NBA's 2005 
All-Defensive second team. He 
was also a member of the 2008 
gold-medal Olympic team. 

The UK Athletics Hall of 
Fame was tatted in 2005 to rec­
ognize and honor persons 
whose participation and contri­
butions enriched and trengtb­
ened the University's athletic 
program. The charter class 
included 88 individuals who 
had previou ly had their jersey 
retired by UK. 

There is a five-year waiting 
period - after leaving UK - to 
be elig~ble for inclusion into the 
Hall of Fame and a 10-year 
waiting period to have a jersey 
retired. An individual must be a 
member of the Hall of Fame to 
be eligible for jersey retirement. 

A committee consisting of 
Hall of Famers, media mem­
bers, campu representatives, 
and current coaches and admin­
istrators elects new inductees 
each year. 

Kentucky Mield Outdoors: Find 
a cool stream for summer catfish

FRANKFORT - When 
you open a jar of Bowker's 
dip bait, the reck from it all 
but ·cald the olfactory 
nerve, in your nasal pas­
sage . It smells really, real­
ly bad. A wind induced 
bla t of it rank odor can 
rum a weak stomach. You 
can't keep the jar open long 
because the stuff is too vile. 

It catches the ftre out of 
tream channel catfish. 

Blue braids wind all over 
a map of Kentucky , showing 
the myriad StreamS and rivers of 
our state. Kentucky t:reams with 
pools 6 feet deep hold surprising 
numbers of channel catfish. 

' 'Channel carfish can urvive 
anywhere a bluegill or a longear 
unfish can urvive " said Ron 

Brooks, director of fisheries for 
the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife. "Channel cat­
fish are naturally a river and 
tream species. They evolved in 

the rivers:· 
Stream catfishing really 

shines for fishing the long, hot 
and sticky days of July and 
August. Channel catfi h ·in 
treams bite best during the heat 

of the day from early afternoon 
until dusk. Few anglers fish this 
time of day during swnmer. 

"The flow of the streamS 

keeps water temperatures down 
compared to lakes or a large, 
almost still river,'' Brooks said. 
.. This keeps the channel catfish 
in better condition during the 
tressful time of wnmer." 

Q.urent makes dip bait such 
a deadly tream channel catfish 
bait. Anglers fishing the braided 
rivers of the Great Plains con­
cocted rank recipes of rotten 
cheese, blood and animal parts 
to lure channel catfish from their 
lairs. Channel catfish are one of 
the few species that thrive in the 
mud and sand shallow riven; of 
tates such as Nebraska • Kansas 

and Oklah ma. The dip baits 

those anglers invented work for 
channel catfish in streams across 
the country. 

Small companies that often 
grew from garage tinkering 
manufacture much of the clip 
bait on the market. An Internet 
search quickly reveals several 
dozen. Department stores and 
tackle hops sometimes cany it 
as well. 

Dip bait fishing employ 
mall square pieces of a sponge, 

a 3/0 circle hook and some 
weight to keep the mess down. 
Thread the circle hook through 
the sponge and wet it. Squeeze 
out the excess water and use a 
tick to push the damp sponge 

down into the dip bair. Ordinary 
kitchen sponges wodc for this 
technique, but the Grecian-style 
uper absorbent sponges found 

at auto parts stores work best. 
They soak up much more dip 
bait. 

Some companies produce 
soft plastic worms and trips for 
holding dip bait, but for treams, 
nothing beats a ~ponge. 

Circle hooks prevenr gut 
hooking of the channel catfi b 
and don't get hung on roots, 
sticks or logs as !reble hooks 
often do. Plus, circle hooks 
make removing channel catfish 
much easier than with a treble 
hook, avoiding painful punctw'e 
wounds from the notorious 
pines near the catfish's mouth 

and the dorsal pine on its back. 
Gently lob the dip bait near 

the channel catfi h 's habitat. 
"They really like getting under 
and beside sunken logs, holes in 
the bottom and undercut banks," 
Brooks said. 

A root wad or undercut bank 
near flowing deep water at the 
head or tail of a bole i. a high 
percentage charmel catfish spot 
They will also inhabit undercur 
banks in ·tupri ingly fast water 
in shoals and riffles. 

Many stream catfu h anglers 
put their jar of dip bait on the 
bank and wade to productive 
spots. Thi. bring welcome heat 

relief and allow the angler to 
make precise casts. A landing 
net with a short handle helps 
deal with a writhing catfish 
while waist deep. 

Allow the current to release 
the scent plum from the dip bait 
down into the channel catfish' 
habitat. Olannel catfish come 
equipped with powerful scent 
detection organs and this foul 
scent coming downstream grabs 
their attention. They follow the 
scent to its source and eat it. 

"Catfish will eat anything 
they can get down," Brooks 
explained. ''They are cav­
engers. If they have an opponu­
nity to eat. they'U rake it, no mat­
ter what it is. That's why they eat 
sponges soaked in dip bait." 

Dip bait isn't the only thing 
that fools stream channel catfish. 
They readily devour night­
crawlers. pieces of crayfish. hot lit', 
dogs, catalpa wonns, shrimp. 
chicken livers and even lunch 
meat. 

"I did some river tudies on 
pallid rurgeon in a fonner job," 
Brooks said. "I had bologna for 
lunch one day on the water and I 
stuck a piece of the bologna on a 
hook and cast it in tlv! water. I 
caught a 15-pound blue catfish. 
Another day, I had salami for 
lunch. So, I rolled up a piece of 
salami and stuck it on the hook. 
A huge catfish broke me off. 
The 20-pound te 't line ju t 
snapped. I think it wa a big 
flathead." · 

Most -trearn channel cat­
fi h run from 3 to 5 pound , 
the perfect ize for eating . 
"Fish always taste better 
when they come from cool­
er water," Brook aid. 
"Stream fi h fight better a 
well." 

Don't mope becau e of 
the heat-induced low fi h­
ing during the day. Get a jar 
of dip bait, orne ircle 
hooks and old ponge and 
b at the heat by wading a 
creek or mall river for 
some nice channel catfish.

Salad safety: 
It's in the bag

Who says you can't learn anything 
from the movies? 

I'm a real movie fiend. as you may 
have gathered if you're a regular read­
er of thi. column, and l've picked up 
quite a few u. eful tricks over the years 
from my celluloid buddies. 

For example, l used to hack away 
at a head of lettuce, trying tq whack 
chunks of leaves off the lettuce core 

~ (and barely missing my fingers in the 
proce s). Then I saw Alan Aida turn a 
head of lettuce core-down and give it 
a hearty whack on the kitchen counter 
m the 1986 film "Sweet Liberty," and 
Vt)ila - that core comes right out in 
one tidy. solid chunk. That technique 
ha definitely boosted my salad skill ! 

Maybe you're not into cutting up 
\eggies for your ummer alads, and 
the truth i that you don· t really have 
to. with all the convenient bagged sal­
ad available. And with the vanous 
projects under way by scientists of the 
Agricultural Research Service (ARS), 
you don' t have to worry about 
whether you're swapping nutritional 
goodness (or even food safety) for 
convenience. 

It's true that cutting fresh produce 
during harvesting removes natural 
protective barriers on the plant tissue, 
exposing the cut urfaces to potential 
contaminants. But it's also known that 
irradiating salad leaves after washing 
(something the produc company 
would do, not you the consumer) can 
reduce harmful microorganisms. 

In a recent study, ARS scientists 
looked at the effects of various levels 

• of radiation on concentrations of four 
vitamins and four carotenoids in two 
popular baby-leaf spinach cultivars. 
The Food and Drug Administration 
has approved up to 4 kiloGray (kGy) 
of irradiation for fre h iceberg lettuce 
and spinach; in the ARS study. the . ci ­
entists used no more than 2 kGy. 

For the study, the scientists grew, 
harvested, sanitized and bagged the 
baby-leaf spinach according to indu. ­
try practices. Each cultivar wa pack­
aged in both air or nitrogen gas a 
used by industry to extend shelf life, 
and then exposed to up to 2 kGy of 
radiation in increments of 0.5 kGy. 

~ Then the cientist tested the leaf 
tis. ue for concentrations of vitamin 
C, E. K and folate (sometimes called 
vitamin B9) and the four carotenmd 
lutein/zeaxanthin, neoxanthin, violax­
anthin and beta carotene. The find­
ings: The folate, E, K and neoxanthin 
exhibi ted little or no change in con­
centration with the mcreasing level. 
of irradiation. 

The levels of lutein/zeaxanthin and 
beta-carotene - which make up 80 
percent of all carotenoids in spinach 
- were reduced on average by 12 
percent at the 2 kGy level, but that's 

' within the range of natural variation. 
And wltile the irradiation reduced 

ascorbic acid levels by 42 percent. that 
was mainly becau e the irradiation 
tllmed the vitamin C into an oxidi.zed 
form called dehydroascorbic acid. But 
that converted ascorbic acid provided 
the very arne nutritional benefit a 
vitamin C inside the leaf. 

That's the good news on the nutri­
tional front ... so what about the food 
afety angle? 

ARS scientists al ·o have looked at 
differences in bacterial growth on let­
tuce leaves bagged under very low 
oxygen levels- an atmosphere that's 
known to extend the length of time 

I that bagged salad appear fresh. 
The question was whether the lack 

of oxygen would make it harder for 
the bacteria to survive the shock of 
exposure to human stomach acids. In 
fact. the scientists found. in response 
to the challenge of being an oxygen 
starved environment plus the added 
nutrients provided by the cut leaves, 
the bacteria actually became hardier 
during ~torage. But that only hap­
pened when the bagged lettuce wa
