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Two words define
our gulf tragedy

Regulatory capture,

These two words offer arother insight into the ecologi-
cal disaster and gigantic oily mess that has become the
Gulf of Mexico. And, so far, it’s the best explanation for
how this country’s worst environmental disaster occurred.

According to Wikipedia, “regulatory capture occurs
when a state regulatory agency created to act in the public
interest instead acts in favor of the commercial or special
interests that dominate in the industry or sector it is
charged with regulating. Regulatory capture is a form of
government failure, as it can act as an encouragement for
large firms to produce negative externalities.”

Failure. It is a word used a great deal these days when
discussing our current system of government.

We watched, and worried, while being told we were
only hours away from a full-blown depression during the
financial market meltdown of 2008 and that our only res-
cue was throwing trillions of taxpayers dollars at Wall
Street to stave off financial Armageddon. :

And now we watch helplessly as millions of gallons of
crude oil pour into the gulf.

[t now appears that in both cases, our'government,
specifically the regulatory agencies that were supposed to
watch out for our financial security and properly manage
our natural resources. had forgotten their mission.

Not only forgotten their mission, but had began
empathizing and the identifying with the folks they weye
supposed to be watching.

The stories about the Securities and Exchange
Commission turning a blind eye to the felonious behavior
of people like Ponzi-schemer Bernie Madoff, not heeding
the warnings of those who predicted the housing market
collapse and doing nothing to control the financial deriva-
tive market are disturbing,

But hearing about the complete and utter failure of the
federal government’s Minerals Management Service to
serve as the American’s people’s watchdog was terrifying.

Stories of jobs offers, drugs, sex and free trips financed
by those connected to the oil industry clearly demon-
strates what happens when an governmental agency has
been “captured” by the industry it is supposed to monitor.

The details of the agency’s malfeasance are nearly
unbelievable. Oil drilling rig inspectors would allow the
oil drillers to fill out inspection reports in peneil so
inspectors could doctor the report to make it appear all the
necessary safety procedures had been followed.

Those same inspectors got meals and tickets to sport-
ing events from companies they monitored.

According to one report by CNN, an inspector con-
ducted four offshore platform inspections while negotiat-
ing a job with the company that operated them.

What’s left in the wake of this agency’s “capture” by
the oil industry? An oil-blackened gulf coast that will take
generations to repair.

President Obama’s recent statement that the gulf coast

will be made whole again is simply unbelievable. And if it

ever occurs, it will probably not be in our lifetimes. Only
the march of time, with help from sun, water. erosion and
evaporation will make what happened whole again.

There are ways minimize the chance of an agency
seing “captured.”

For us, it is to prosecute, and jail if necessary, those
nspectors who failed in their jobs to monitor the oil
ndustry. That would send a clear message to the hundreds
f other agencies who regulate the industries that can do
2al damage to our economy and environment.

Demonstrate there are consequences when one doesn’t
erform up to the expectations of the American public.

Prosecute the very idea of a “regulatory capture” out of
ur vernacular so events like the gulf disaster become
nly tragic footnotes in the history of our great republic.

The state furloughs announced by
the Governor's Office in early July
combined with a dire outlook for the
state’s overburdened public employ-
ee pension system are two key issues
on state lawmakers’ minds as we
begin the 2011 fiscal year.

Both the furloughs and the pen-
sion problem are at least. in part,
symptomatic of the national reces-
sion which continues to hold state
unemployment at over 10 percent

and hamper growth in state revenues. .

There have been moments of sun-
shine, in this economic gloom:
Economic briefs released by the state

Budget Director’s Office for the.

week of June 25 reported that the
number of first-time filers for unem;
ployment fell nationally in the third
week of June, and the jobless rates
for 93 of Kentucky's 120 counties
fell between May 2009 and May
2010. Another news brief indicates
that Louisville-area builders are
bucking the national housing trend of
plunging sales by constructing new
homes after years of limiting new

| . residential construction. But overall,

Kentucky’s economic is still far from
healthy. .

Furloughs
The 2010 General Assembly gave
the governor the authority to use lim-
ited furloughs in the current state

‘budget to meet the $131 million in

spending reductions required by the
budget. And last week, the governor
announced that he would do just that
— closing state government for six
days over this fiscal year, including
three days adjacent to holiday week-
ends and three days in October 2010
and March and June 2011, to save

around $24 million. Furloughs in
October, March and- June would be
staggered so state agencies remain
open. .

All executive branch employees
will be furloughed under the plan.
meaning they will not be paid for
those six days, and some nen-merit
employees or political appointees
will likely face layoffs in the
Executive Branch in coming weeks.
Without the furloughs, state officials
say over 410 state workers - includ-
ing rank and file employees - would
have to be laid off to meet required
budget cuts.

In addition to the furloughs, the
state Budget Director is asking state
agencies to play to cut their budgets
an additional 1.5 percent this fiscal
year to help come up with part of the
$131 million.

State pension system

Kentucky has struggled for years
to keep up its contributions to the
state’s public employee retirement
system and has not succeeded. Part of
the problem was addressed two years
ago by state lawmakers when we
raised the retirement age for employ-
ees hired after 2008 (the retirement
age for the majority of state employ-
ees hired before that date is 27 years)
and required those same employees
to contribute more toward retirement.
At the same time, the state itself
agreed (o contribute more — adding
$245 million to the pension system in
the current state budget.

Still, the pension system remains
underfunded in the billions of dollars
— as much as $16.6 billion, at last
count.

What has caused this problem?
There are a few causes. One is under-
funding by the state. Another is
volatility in the stock market. Yet

another is the fact that the pension-

system (which covers over 330,000
state and county workers and

retirees) is paying out more than it

receives in contributions both from
the state and active employees — an
imbalance expected to last well into
the next decade. All of this means
serious trouble for the system, which
reportedly will pay out nearly half its
assets for retiree benefits each year
through 2018.

Some state lawmakers have said
cutting retirement benefits to current
state workers and retirees should be
considered, although current state
law prohibits such action under what
is called the finviolable contract”
rule to protect state retirees. What can
be done to correct the problem will
continue to be a major issue in the
2011 session and beyond.

Medicaid

Another issue worth consideration
here today is the economic strain on
our state’s Medicaid program. which
has taken on tens of thousands of new
enrollees as the economy has tanked.

Changes announced recently are
expected to save the state program
around $26 million. The changes
include new requirements. allowing
Medicaid to only reimburse the cost
of prescriptions written by approved
physicians, and only pay for generic,
not name-brand, drugs.

More cuts could be forthcoming if
the federal government — which
provides most of the funding for the
state Medicaid program by matching
every Kentucky dollar spent on
Medicaid with nearly $4 federal —
does not extend the higher Medicaid
funding match, now scheduled to end
this December.

Approximately 800,000
Kentuckians receive their health care

through the Medicaid program, with |

around 3,000 persons added to the
state’s Medicaid rolls every month.

Next week we will look at some
more of the issues facing the
Commonwealth at this point in our
history.

Phillips keeping
Kentucky on its toes

HOOVER, Ala. — Since taking over the Kentucky job in January, Joker Phillips has had
only periodic conversations with his predecessor Rich Brooks, whose cell service doesn’t
always cover the remote fishing holes of Oregon.

But the 68-year-old retiree has imparted several words of wisdom to Phillips, who, after
22 years as’an assistant, finally has his first shot as a head coach.

PRESTONSBURG -
The Floyd County Detention
Center saw new policies
approved by county officials
Friday that will bring the
jail’s operations manual into
compliance with already
passed state laws.

Jailer Roger Webb pre-
sented the Floyd County
Fiscal Court with the
changes during the court’s
regular meeting Friday and
by letter the need for the
| approval four days prior.

. The changes were made
in two separate sections, the
; code of ethics and standards
. and procedures.

. In proper order with new
state laws, it is now against
jail policy for its employees
o have personal relation-
,ships with inmates during
their stay and then an
extended six months after
the inmates release. This pol-
icy applies to inmates
housed at the location of the
employee or other facility,
according to the changes

Webb presented Friday.

Violations to this policy
will result in the firing of the
employee, Webb said, and
also be made a part of the
employee’s permanent
record.

“They have made these
changes through the state,”
Webb said. “We've had
problems throughout the
state with this, especially
with one of our local facili-
ties.”

State laws have now
made this violation of policy
a class D felony as it was
once considered a misde-
meanor  offense.  This
statewide change in the wake
of dozens of sexual abuse
complaints, some of which
ended in convictions, at the
Otter Creek Correctional
Complex in Wheelwright.

“From an employee
standpoint, it does create
problems,”  said Floyd
County Attorney Keith
Bartley. “We've seen a
dozen cases come through
our courts and it brings more
than just the charge because
there’s underlying problems

All good exploitation film

— Roger Corman. Think of him as
the Steve Allen of the drive-in set.

And considering
right now is the best time for fresh
potatoes (I had some absolutely
delicious red potatoes in my CSA
basket this past week!), I thought
we’d pull out the potato peelers and
get busy.

So next time you're invited to a
potuck or picnic, don’t panic, you
already know what to do. Bring the
go-to dish that always gets eaten
fast. :

The plants in the Rhus family
are delicate and easily damaged.
Damage to the plant allows a sub-
stance called urushiol oil to leak
out. This oil is very hearty and can
live outside of the plant for up to
five years, maybe longer.

Many times people have no
idea how they got poison ivy,
.denying any contact with the
plants. It's not uncommon for poi-
son ivy, also called Rhus dermati-
tis, to come from contact with an
item that has been contaminated
by the urushiol oil rather than
from direct contact with the skin.
The oil can get on your clothes,
your shoes, a ball that rolled into

some plants, or a pet that has been
outside. When you touch the oil
on one these objects, your
immune system responds to the
oil with an allergic reaction.

Once you’ve come in contact
with urushiol, it’s only about 15
minutes until the allergic reaction
begins. You can limit the reaction
by washing the oil off quickly, but
again, you may not realize you’ve
had contact with the oil. Itching is
usually the first symptom, fol-
lowed by a raised, blister-like
rash, which can be localized or
widespread.

While you might get poison
ivy from contact with someone
who has been in contact with the

oil but has not yet washed it off of ~

their skin, poison ivy cannot be
spread from person to person by
touching fluid from broken,

seeping poison ivy blisters. Also,
poison ivy cannot be spread from
one part of your body to another

_in that way. That is an old wives’

tale. The only way you will expe-
rience an allergic reaction to poi-
son ivy is to have had direct con-
tact with the plant oil, itself.
Some people react not just at
the specific point of contact, but
have an allergic reaction to the
urushiol oil so severe that it caus-
es hives all over their body as'well
as swelling of the face. This is a

medical emergency and needs to -

be ftreated promptly in an emer-
gency room.

Prevention is the best treat-
ment for any Rhus dermatitis. As
soon as you realize that you have
been exposed, wash the area with
soap and water. If you get poison
ivy easily, carry hand sanitizer

y allergy
can occur at any age |

with you in the woods and use it
on exposed skin as needed. Wear
clothing that covers your exposed
skin when you venture into the
woods or even into your garden.
Wash your outside clothes and
clean off your shoes after you
have been in the woods or the
yard. And wipe off your pets with
a damp cloth when they come in
to help remove oil from their
coats, as well.

All of the cheapest cars these
days seem to have drum brakes on
the rear instead of disc brakes. But
drum brakes have more parts than
disc brakes, and are much harder
to assemble (I know from experi-
ence). You'd think that would add
assembly-line costs and that it
would be cheaper to put the better
disc brakes on the cheapo econo-
cars. What’s up with that, guys?
What am I not understanding? —
Bamaby

TOM: The missing element is

the parking brake, Barnaby.

RAY: Right. A drum brake also
can serve as a parking brake. So
you're essentially getting two for

one.

TOM: Disc brakes make lousy
parking brakes. So if you put disc
brakes on all four wheels, you then
have to add two additional, sepa-
rate drum brakes on the rear
wheels to serve as parking brakes.

RAY: Or you have to add a very
expensive, and- failure-prone,
component to the rear disc-brake
calipers to make them work as
parking brakes.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
I, like the letter-writer P.G.,
had to run to the bathroom
constantly in order not to
have an accident. I wanted
to see my grandson graduate
from college, so I consulted
a urologist. He sent me to a
place where treatments with
an electrical probe were
given. [ went for six weeks
and also did Kegel exercis-
es. The quality of my life
changed for the better, and
now [ square dance and do
aerobics. Incontinence is no
longer a problem. -- E.M.

ANSWER: . Electrical
stimulation of the pelvic
muscles has successfully
allowed many women to
regain bladder control. It
doesn't work for all, howev-
er. The stimulation strength-
ens muscles that keep the
bladder closed, and controls

overactive bladder wall
muscles that contract force-
fully and frequently.

Another technique is a
device that delivers electric
current to spinal nerves in
the lower back. If those
nerves respond to the cur-
rent annd keep the bladder
closed, then a small unit is
implanted under the skin for
a permanent solution to this
problem. One such device is
called the InterStim.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
I have an EKG done every

year. I also have womrn a
monitor that records heart
activity for three days.
Everything is fine.

When [ fall asleep most
nights, I wake after about 10
minutes with a rapid heart-
beat, and sometimes it takes
quite a time before it settles
down and I can get back to
sleep. I rarely have such a
rapid beat at any other time
of the day. Do you know
what causes this, or what it
might be? I am 57.-- S.B.
~ ANSWER: If I had to
make a guess, it would be
paroxysmal atrial tachycar-
dia, a sudden heart speedup
for no reason. It's usually
not a serious condition, and
it doesn't indicate heart dis-
ease. If the rate is really fast
or if the episode lasts for a
prolonged period, then treat-
ment would be needed.

No one can be sure
unless the rhythm comes on
when a doctor is present or
when you are hooked up to
an EKG machine. That
monitor you wore for three
days can be left on for
longer stretches of time. Or
you could have someone
take you to the emergency
department pf a hospital if
you can reach it somewhat
quickly. You can't obtain a
diagnosis without such
information.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
My wife, 76, has degenera-
tive arthritis of the spine.
Can you tell me if this con-
dition will progress to total
disability? -- J.D.

ANSWER: Degenerative
arthritis is another name for
osteoarthritis, the most com-
mon kind of arthritis.
Almost every 70-year-old
has a touch of it. It can be in
the back, knee, hip, hand,
fingers and ankle, or any of
these locations. The rate of
progression IS  unpre-
dictable. A good many can
continue to do most of the
activities of life with mini-
mum disruption.
