John Wooden

John Wooden wa a legend. 
That's a word that' thrown 

around a lot the e day , particularly 
in the realm of sports. Most ports 
legends aren't. But he was. 
. Wooden dted at the age of 99 in 
June, 35 year after retiring a the 
most succe ful (and many would 
ay be t) ba ketball coach of all time. 

During the final12-year tretch of hi 
career, hi UCLA team won 10 
national champion hip , a record 
unlikely ever to be broken. 

At one point, his team. won 88 
game in a row, another record. He 
did all of this while remaining a 
moral beacon for the re. t of u •. 

He wa a deeply religious. non­
swearing coach who saw to it that his 
player graduated. He aid things 
like: "Nothing will work unless you 
do," and "Be more concerned with 
your character than your reputation, 
becau e your character i what you 
really are, while your reputation is 
merely what others think you are:· 
And he lived that way. 

Well, except for Sam Gilbert. 
When Wooden went to UCLA in 

1948, the basketball program was a 
shabby me s, lacking in facilities , 
players, and success . His pay was so 
meager that he had to take a day job 
a a di patcher at a dairy. 

Over the next 15 years he built

the Beltway 
that program into re pectability and 
then imo excellence. But be didn't 
win a national championship until 
1964, when some really good players 
began to show up. ·[nterestingly 
enough, that's about the time that 
Sam Gilbert showed up. 

Gilbert was a Los Angeles con­
tractor who had attended UCLA and 
wa an avid ba ketball fan. 

He had a lot of money and be real­
ly liked basketball. When he became 
involved in the ba ketball program as 
a boo ter, UCLA player · began to 
dress better.. Wooden didn't eem to 
notice. (He was seen averting his 
eyes as he passed his young star in 
their fur coats and jewelry on the 
team bus.) And the championships 
just kept rolling in. 

When Lew Alcindor, a 7' 3" cen­
ter of phenomenal talent, became dis­
enchanted with Los Angeles during 
his sophomore year and considered 
tran femng, he wa<; taken to Gilbert. 
or "Papa Sam," a · he was called. Sam 
made things all better and Alcindor­
later to become Kareem Abdul­
Jabbar- went on to two more cham­
pionships. 

Gilbert is reported to have lav­
ished clothes, car , and ca h on his 
young charges, and they responded 
with championship after champi­
onship. When they graduated. he 
erved as their agent. 

The joke was that Bill Walton. the 
superb center who followed Alcindor. 
had to take a pay cut when he turned 
profe sional. 

Some rival cla imed that the 
UCLA program wa the most corrupt 
in the nation. If only Wooden had 

known. 
Although he did eem to be dis­

turbed by Gilbert's relation hip to the 
team. He went to his athletic director. 
J.D. Morgan. and asked him to keep 
Gilbert away. Morgan, who had taken 
his job at about the arne time Gilbert 
appeared on the scene, aid he'd take 
care of it. To make a long tory hort, 
he didn't. And the championship 
kept rolling in. 

Wooden retired in 1975 after win­
ning his tenth championship and the 
championship stopped. 

Oddly enough, despite the Gilbert 
rumor , the NCAA never came after 
tbe UCLA program during Wooden' 
time. Wooden remained the Saint of 
Westwood. 

I'm not aying Wooden wa a bad 
guy. He wasn' t one of tho e coache 
who exploit players and abandon 
them when they're no longer of u e 
to them. 

r m saying he looked the other 
way. That was his crime. 

I'm saymg that big-time college 
athletics was such· a cesspool that 
even a fine man like Wooden could­
n' t escape without getting tains on 
his white uit. 

And if you root for a: top college 
team and think all tho.e tall ·· cholar­
athletes" are drawn to it for the 
chool"s English department, I've got 

new for you:

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Crowd shows up for OSM open house

HAZARD There 
would be no microphones, 
podiUms or auditoriums 
filled to capacity at the 
Office of Surface Mining's 
(.OSM) open house meeting 
in the Fir t Federal Center at 
the Hazard Community 
College on Monday. 

OSM wanted .to gather 
public comments about their 
newly proposed change to 
.stream protection regulations 
that would have the potential 
to place more strict restric­
lion on mountaintop 
removal coal mining. 
· They ju t wanted them 
submitted quietly, either in 
writing, dictated to a court 
stenographer or through 

• email. 
Chris Holmes, the media 

relations person for OSM 
said submitted comments are 
exactly what OSM wants 
from the eries of ix open 
houses they've hosted across 
the country. 

"We wam comment. 
from people who are 
involved and take time to 
look at the concepts. exam­
ine them and give us 
tP,oughtfuJ comments back," 
Holme. said. "That' the 
be t we could ask for." 

The different format of 
the open house did not deter 
people on all sides of the 
i sue from attending the six­
hour-long open house to sub­
mit their comments. 

"Thi has been the largest 
attendance of the five open 
houses they've had so far,'' 
sa1d Chief of the Regulatory 
Division of OSM · in 
Washington. D .C., John 
Craynon. He added that 
before the open house start­
ed, there were 25 people 
waiting to get in to make 
theii comments. 

"We've had a lot of mter­
est, and I think that reflects 
the importance of the coal 
industry and these issues in 
this community,'' he said. 

That sense of importance 
is what many at the open 
house said brought them to 
the First Federal Center to 
tell OSM just exactly hov, 
important clean water and/or 
the coal industry is to them. 

Ralph Hogsden, a surface 
miner who works for 
Enterprise Mining in Kno!t 
County, said he was at the 
open house to support coal. 
He said he's been a miner for 
33 years and said he doesn't 
think new regulation about 
water need to be made. 

··r think this new law 
they're trying to pass on the 
water permit things .. . is a 
joke," Hogsden said. He 
added that he wasn't sure 
what else agencies like the 
EPA and OSM wanted from 
coal miners, and that comin­
uing to regulate the industry 
would effectively shut ir 
down. 

He said if the industry 
shuts down, a lot of people 
who rely on the industry to 
make a living will be put out 
of work. 

"The coal industry has 
provided a lot of livings," 
Hogsden said. "For me, [it's 
provided] for 33 years. It's 
raised my family. put my 
kids through school ... it's 
just provided a good livmg 
for me.'' r 

Hogsden said mountain­
top removal mining provides 

both money and recreation 
areas for people to use. 

"They (environmental­
ists) talk about tearing up big 
majestic mountains." 
Hogsden aid . "But what I 
want to know is, how many 
of them's been out there 
walking on those big majes­
tic mountains before we 
uncovered them?" 

He said he felt OSM 
chose the open house format 
because they knew a lot of 
mmers m tlus area would 
become "fractious over some 
of their (OSM) sJilmess," 
and said that OSM was mts· 
representing the coal indus­
try with the inf01mation they 
were giving to those attend­
ing the open house. 

''I don't know what 
they're (OSM) going to do.'' 
Hogsden said. "I guess 
they' II find out when the 
lights goes off." 

For others at the open 
house, the issues surround­
ing mountaintop removal 
were more per onal, a was 
the case with MaryEllen 
Kelley. 

Kelley said she came to 
the open house with a group 
from Virginia called 
Southern Appalachian 
Mountain Stewards, and that 
she wa at the meeting to 
give comments becau. e she 
had been ''" ictimi.t.:ed by 
mountaintop removal.'' 

She is originally from 
Perry County and said she 
found out several years ago 
that a coal company was 
suing her because they 
claimed her land was a min­
ing site, which she said was 
not the case. 

"It' been a bloody night­
mare," Kelley sa1d. She rud 
the company mmed her land 
but did not replace the 
streams like they were sup­
posed to, and all of the water 
on her property and m her 
water wells was destroyed. 

Now, Kelley saH.l that her 
son 1s 1!1 w1th liver problems 
and her sister in-law, who 
lives in Letcher County. has 
such a weakened immune 
system, she is unable to be 
around other people and is 
dying as a result of her con 
dition. Kelley said she 
blames the coal company's 
mistreatment of the water for 
these illnesses. 

"OSM does need to do 
oversight," she said. "They 
do need to take that serious­
ly.'· 

Melissa Morgan ·aid her 
dad had been a coal miner 
for over 30 years, and it was 
this job of her father's that 
allowed two of the three sis­
ters in her family to attend 
college and obtain degrees. 

"It's (the ,coal industry) 
provided for us all our lives," 
Morgan said. 

Morgan. along wJth other 
employees from the Perry 
County Clerk's office, had 
brought with them pre-writ­
ten comments ro submit to 
OSM. She said rhe effect 
would be far-reaching if a 
new regulation is enacted. 

"I think this area would 
be devastated without ll 

(coal)," Morgan said. 
It's about more than just 

job loss for Vanessa Hall, of 
Pike County. She said she 
was most concerned about 
the health of people living in 
the mountains. 

"It seems to me llke more 
and more people have can­
cer, more and more people 
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have terrible di ease ," Hall 
said. "l want clean water -
safe water." 

l !all calls herself a cancer 
warrior and said she thinks 
OSM should not even have 
to have open houses and 
make new regulations. She 
said she thinks tho e regula­
tions hou ld already be in 
place. 

"We pend all this money 
on homeland security, pro­
tectmg this and protecting 
that. but 1f we don 'I protect 
the water, we have had it,'' 
Hall said. ''You've got to 
have clean water if you want 
to be healthy and you want 
to have that healthy. vibrant 
community - you have to 
have clean water." 

This is the crux of thi 
issue, Craynon said. He said 
writing this new rule will be 
about how OSM can balance 
protecting the w~ter with

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protecting coal mining job ·. 
"It is that balance of the 

nation's need for energy and 
the protection of the public 
and the environment from 
the detrimental impacts of 
coal min.ing [that we're look­
ing for],'' Craynon aid. "It's 
a tricky balance, and the 
public debate about where 
that balance is continues." 

He said this IS why public 
comment from people on all 
sides of the issue is so 
important: It helps OSM find 
that balance. He also said 
part of the reason for the 
open house format was so 
the ideology of the issue at 
hru1d could be stripped away 
somewhat so OSM could get 
people to think about the 
basic things that everyone 
agrees upon. 

"The bottom line of clean 
water is definitely something 
we can all agree on," 

Craynon said. 
Holmes echoed this senti­

ment. and added that the cur­
rent rule that surface mining 
is operating under is 27 year. 
old and is in need of an 
update. 

"We're bringing in new 
science, new technology ... 
doing good work and contin­
uing coal mining and corrung 
up with the ability to pro­
duce cleaner water for every-

body," Holmes said. 
"There's not a single person 
in this room that want to 
drink dirty water." 

The open house was open 
on Monday from 3 p.m. to 9 
p.m., and all comments 
received will be considered 
when the first draft of the 
new stream protection rule 1s 
written.

DEAR DR. DO. OHUE: 

I am confused about how 
much water to drink when 
exercising m hot weather. I 
learned that you should 
drink all the time during 
exercise, even when you 
aren't thirsty. Now they tell 
me that drinking too much 
affects your brain and can 
cause death. What's the 
story here? -- M.F. 

ANSWER: This has to 
be one of lhose "it depends" 
answer . How much water 
or any other fluid i needed 
in hot water depends on how 
hard is the exercise. how 
long you do it. how heavily 
you sweat, how hot it is and 
how acclimatized you are to 
heat. It take two weeks to 
acclimatize to heat. After 
two weeks, less sodium and 
potas ium are lost in sweat.
