from the most notable work!> of literature, philosophy. reli­
gion and hi:tory. 

With hi legendar} filibuster<,, Byrd could wear down the 
best of his colleagues with endless prose, poetry and politi­
cal rhetoric. Called upon often to ·peak at commencement 
ceremonies, celebrations and new. worthy events, Byrd 
would most likely pull at least one quote from Cicero and 
would recite long passage from Tennyson or Keat with 
his unique dramatic flair.

This downward trend at the 

tate level is dnven by everal 
factors. For one, the country IS 

becoming afer, with the crime 
rate 25% lower in 2007 than it 
wa. in 1997. The difficult econ­
omy i also causing . tate. to 
look for more savings. e. pecial­
ly as their pnson costs continue 
inching toward $50 billion 
annually, .and there is greater 
reliance on technology and bet­
ter u e of such thing as coun el· 
ing. 

The General As embly ha 
taken additional steps to control 
cost during the last two years. 
For example. we increased the 
u e of home incarceration and 
drug-treatment program while 
increa ing the financial limits on 
orne felony theft crimes to 

reflect inflation. 
Our Judiciary Commtttee ha 

considered additiOnal changes 
through a . ubcommittee that 
pent 2008 and 2009 looking at 

our penal code. which ha not 
seen a major update since the 
mid I 970s. One suggestion 
from the ubcommittee is to fol­
low other states and create a 
fifth level of felonies for non­
violent. non-sexual crime .

One direction we may opt to 
take in Kentucky i a ri k as e s­
ment of com icted felon about 
to be entenced.

u ing a variety of factor to help 
determine the proper punish­
ment for those convicted of non­
violent crimes, rather than tak­
ing a one- ize-fits-all approach. 

Being marter on crime and 
improving public safety, while 
aving tax dollar • promi e to 

be a leading topic of di cu ion 
for year to come in the legisla­
ture. With the right information 
in hand, the kind the Pew study 
can pro-.ide. we are poi ed to 
continue building on the gains 
we have already made.

Falling through 
Alice's looking 

glass

l've been thinking a lot lately about 
"Alice in Wonderland" - ye:-., the 
Lewi~ Carroll classic. It's meant to be 
a book for children, but sometimes I 
wonder 1f chJidren'. books aren't real­
ly wrilten more for adults. 

I would be Willing to bet that 
you've never really thought about 
how much of the dialogue of "Alice" 
(lhe actual name of the book wa 
"Alice's Ad,·enrures in Wonderland") 
ha~ seeped into our everyday life. 
Ha\e you ever caught your~elf think­
ing ... uriouscr and c'uriouser," or 

,"I'm late. rm late. for a \Cry impor-
tant date!" or perhaps "Otf with her 
head"? All from Alice! 

"Alice" has been on m~ mind late­
ly because of ne of the book's ba ic 
premises: Thmg areu' t always what 
they seem, or al least what they appear 
to be. Or. to quote The Due he. s. 
·• _ e\·cr 1 maginc yourself not to be oth­
erwise than what it mjght appear to 
others that you were or might have 
been was not otherwise than what you 
had been would have appeared to 
them to be otherwi e." 

Sometimes research can be like 
: that. You think a story is headed one 

way and it \'eers off in a totally differ­
ent wa_y. or you think that ~omethmg·. 
supposed ro be bad, and it turns out be 
quite good. 

We all know "iru es are bad, right'? 
Turns out that's true, except when 
they're good! Agricultural Research 
Service (ARS} . cientists have • hown 
have hown that enzymes from bacte­
ria-mfectmg viru~es known as phnges 
actually could hnve beneficial applica­
tions for human and animal health. 

Phage enzymes called endoly. ins 
attack bacteria b_y breaking down their 
cell \'valls. And unlike antibiotics. 
which tend to have a broad range. 
endolysins are comparatively pecific. 
Thts means non-target bacteria could 
be less likely to develop resistance to 
the endolysins. 

Studtes b~ ARS scientists have 
shown that the phage enzymes could 
be used to wipe out multi-drug-resist­
ant pathogens that affect both.animals 
and humans. such as the dreaded 
MRSA (methicillin-resistant 
Staphylococcu:-. atlfeus). 

The scientists also showed that the 
enzymes can knock out pathogens in 
biofilm!i, which are matrices of 
microorgani ·ms that can attach to a 
variety of surfaces. Biofilms nre 
resistant to antibiotic , and contribute 
to man) human infections. 

And the scientists have shown that 
using two endolysins - lysostaphin 
and Ly~K- together can inhibit the 
growth of staphylococcal strains that 
cause mastitis in cattle and taph 
infections in human~. 

Turning a totally different direc­
tion. ARS scient1sts and their univer­
sit} colleagues have just pub}ished a 
nc"" tudy on the possible causes of 
Colony Collapse Di order (CCD), the 
mysterious problem thar·s plagued 
beekeepers o\'er the past few years. 
You remember this one: ll's the dis­
ease that causes bees to simply disap­
pear. 

The re-.emch team looked more 
than 200 individual 'ariables in 91 

• bee colonie:- from 13 apiarie in 
Florida and California. where many 
beekeeper~ 0\en\ inter their hone) 
bees. Among the factors for which the 
researcher~ screened were bacteria. 
mites. protozoan para ites called 

osema. virusc:-.. the nutritional talus 
of the bees. and yc~. 171 pesticides. 
Adult bee~. wax comb. stored and 
processed pollen. and young bees. 
called "brood." were all sampled.
