she and her husband had more or
less given up returning home. The
family was living with relatives at
Mud Creek at the time.

Now the Tacketts and at least:
two other families, according to
Brittany Combs, a representative
with  Kentuckians for the
Commonwealth, are able to return.

The Tacketts and about a dozen
other fagilies were asked to evac-
uate on Feb. 6 when the ridgeline

along Branham Street slipped sev-
eral feet, sending trees falling and
raising the foundations of the
homes there. Four households
were moved out from Branham
Street and the remaining evacua-
tions were for homes below the
ridge that would have been in dan-
ger if the slide were to have given
completely.

Following the town hall meet-
ing, held about two weeks after the

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Coyotes, now a permanent Kentucky
resident, may become more visible in spring

Tom Barnes and his daugh-
ter had just finished looking
for a scenic area in Wolfe
County for a photographic
shoot recently, and they were
driving out of the remote area.

“A youngster ran out across
the road in front of us,” recalls
Barnes.

The *“youngster,” mean-
while, presumably continues
to roam, largely unnoticed, in
its range in Wolfe County, And
more of his kind likely are to
make their presence known
this spring.

It was a coyote pup, and he
and his brethren are well
established in the Bluegrass
State — in virtually every
region and in both rural and

urban settings.

“I've been asked to come
up to Covington and talk to
some folks who are upset
because they're missing their
cats,” Barnes says.

That makes sense because a
recent study of coyote activity
in Chicago reported that half
of the animal’s diet consisted
of domestic cats.

“If you have cats, maybe
you ought to keep your cat
inside for the most part,”

Barnes notes wryly,

Coyotes tend to be solitary
animals, although they can
move in family units of five to
eight animals. They do not live
in packs, like wolves.

Still, a lone coyote can
present problems, Kentucky’s
farmers who keep livestock
have been well aware for years
about the nuisance presented
by coyotes.

“They can eat livestock like
calves and lambs. Farmers

know how to minimize that,”
Barnes says. Just in case, the
UK College of Agriculture
offers online advice on how to
deal with coyotes. Google
“coyotes in Kentucky” 1o
access the materials.

The livestock attacks tend
to occur when coyote pups are
born and adult coyotes seek
food for their young, he says.

When is that?

“Now is the time they're
starting to show up more.

enough about this hospital and
what it’s done. The award is
truly deserved.”

Over the past year,
Pikeville Medical Center has
earned many prestigious hon-
ors. The hospital was recog-
nized as one of the nation’s
best places to work in health-
care by Modern Healthcare
Magazine. Additionally, the
hospital was the first in
Kentucky - and among the first
10 medical facilities in the
nation - to earn the highest
accreditation by the Society of
Chest Pain Centers. In
November, PMC became the
only hospital in the region that
earned accreditation as a
Primary Stroke Center.

The hospital is also moving
forward on several capital
projects, including the renova-
tion and expansion of its emer-
gency  department.  The
23,000-square-foot addition

will house 27 ER beds and two
trauma bays. This will also
enable the hospital to become
a Level 2 trauma facility.
Next month, the hospital is
expected to begin construction
of an elaborate medical office
complex and parking facility.
The project, which is expected
to last 22 months, includes
construction of the 11-story,
165,000-square-foot medical
office complex and a 1,008-

space parking garage.
Additionally, the medical

office complex will house a
research facility that will sup-
port shared university research
in health disparities, genetic
research related to cancer, and
potential research in other
areas like drug treamments and
trials. The complex will also
provide space for more than 30
specialty and sub-specialty
physicians, outpatient surgery,
and endoscopy.

Feeding the hungry
by helping farmers

If you’ve paid attention to our editorials over the past
few years, you've no doubt noticed that we like to talk
aboul nutrition quite a bit. While some might consider good
nutrition to a no-brainer issue, we find it especially impor-
tant to keep ranting on about it, particularly considering the
many studies that show our region to be behind the rest of
the nation in exercising good nutritional choices, and the
many more that show we are paying the price for that
behavior through extremely high rates of obesity, heart dis-
ease, diabetes and preventable cancers.

Having said all that, nutrition really isn’t the subject we
wish to address today, because there is a far bigger problem
— poverty.

Nutrition really isn’t the problem when you don’t have
enough food to make it through the month. And nutrition
isn’t at issue when you don’t have enough money to be able
to afford healthier items and instead have to buy Lthle‘

. food just to fill the hole in your belly.

But those are the sorts of problems facing many
Kentuckians every day. Over 620,000 Kentuckians rely on
food banks to supply a small part of their weekly meals and
would otherwise be in danger of having to forego eating
regularly. At the same time, we are all well aware of the

financial challenges posed to the American farmer, who has -

seen his income drop as costs mount.

Fortunately, there is one program that, while still in its
infancy, has the potential to make at least a small dent in
the challenges faced by both groups.

The Farms to Food Banks pilot project currently serves
30 Kentucky counties, but supporters would like to see it
expanded statewide. It works by purchasing produce from
Kentucky farmers, thereby giving them a welcome wind-
fall, and giving it to Kentucky food banks, thus giving
those in danget of hunger access to fresh produce they *
would otherwise have to do without.

In 2009, the pilot project distributed nearly 200,000
pounds of food at a cost of $88,000. If expanded, the pro-
~ gram has the potential to help 684,000 impoverished
Kentuckians and 715 farmers.

Groups like God’s Pantry Food Bank are asking legisla-
~tors to fully fund the program in the state budget, and we
can see no reason not to do so. We especially hope that our
local legislators — House Speaker Greg Stumbo, Rep.
Hubert Collins and Sen. Johnny Ray Turner — use their
considerable sway in the General Assembly to ensure it
happens.

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Setting the record straight

It was brought to my attention that a letter to the editor
printed on Feb. 26 has conveyed some very inaccurate
information regarding former state Rep. Chuck Meade’s
record at the Capitol.

Before I go any further, let me say that I am not endors-
ing anyone in the current contested election — in fact, I do
not even know “the players,” so it would be foolish for me
to do so. As citizens of Floyd County, this election will be
your decision, nol mine.

But I must address this misunderstanding. Not to do so
would be allowing a grievous error to stand.

Chuck Meade, as a freshman representative in 2004, did
the most courageous act that I have witnessed in my 20
years in Frankfort. When the Marriage Protection
Amendment was being deliberately killed by House
Leadership (just as the Ultraseund Bill was deliberately
killed last week), Chuck Meade wrote a letter to his col-
leagues in his own party, saying that he could not in good
conscience let the Marriage Protection Amendment die
without taking a stand for it.

Shortly thereafter, he was joined by the most senior
member of the House — the distinguished Rep. Jim Bruce,
from Hopkinsville. At that point, like bookends, the
youngest and oldest legislators in the party had taken their

stand.

From there the rest is history. At long last, party leader-
ship finally acquiesced and let the legislators vote their
conscience, resulting the amendment’s overwhelming 85-
11 passage in the House. That fall, the amendment was rat-
ified by the people with a 75 percent to 25 percent vote,

What 1s not commonly known is this: The 735 percent of
“ves” votes amounted to more votes than had ever been
cast both “yes™ and “no” combined in Kentucky constitu-
tional amendment history. Bluntly, it was an incredible vic-
tory for Kentucky families and for marriage in this state —
and Chuck Meade was the prime mover in the House.

Can Meade be criticized? *Sure. Anyone can be criti-
cized. But he was the one who stepped up, he represented
his district and he did the right thing when everyone in his
party was telling him not to. No one else was willing. (If
all our leaders had that courage, America would be in a dif-
ferent place today.)

I restate my purpose: This is not an endorsement. It's
just setting the record straight. Note that I have not men-
tioned the organization wuh which I am associated.
because that oreanization too does not endorse, but it was
at the center of the 2004 battle for the Marriage Protection

After a two-night sabbatical
to allow the boys a chance to
play, the girls return to the East
Kentucky Expo Center for the
semifinals tonight in a tourna-
ment that suddenly has a
whole new feel.

Tuesday nights’ upset of
Sheldon Clark opened the door
for any of the four remaining
teams and showed what I'd

maintained all along. While
the Lady Cards were the
favorites, they weren't

favorites like Shelby Valley is
on the guys® side. And if, by
chance, the Cats got beaten
last night, just disregard the
last sentence.

“Sheldon Clark finished the
season with 20 wins and only
six losses. Ironically, they fin-
ished a robust 14-2 against
15th-Region competition.
Their losses? Well, you know
about Tuesday’s 60-54 loss at
the hands of the Pike Central
LLady Hawks. The other loss
came on Feb. 6, when they fell
69-60 ... to those same Lady
Hawks.

The interesting thing is how
this levels the field. The win
on Tuesday made the Fightin’
Gary Fields's’s’s one-game
over the .500 mark at 13-12.
They'll now play 59th District
runners-up in Shelby Valley,
which rode a last-second
buzzer-beater by Brittany
Swindall to a 53-52 win over
All “A” champ Betsy Layne
and a 15-9 worksheet.

Belfry’s 21 wins (compared
to seven losses) is tops in the
region and the Lady Bucs will
now hook up with the only
non-Pike team left in
Lawrence County. The Lady
Bulldogs are 15-9 — just like
Shelby Valley — as they begin
tonight’s opener.

Now that the region is back
to normal, you must win three
straight to win it and advance
to the Sweet 16. I thought it’d
be interesting to see how many
times these teams have done
that.

Pike Central has won three
in a row exactly once — and
that run begin with their early-
February win over Sheldon
Clark.

Rodney Rowe’s Shelby
Valley team ended the regular
season on a four-game win
streak that ended when East
Ridge knocked them off in the
finals of the district (in the
three-team district, it was the
first post-season game for the
Lady Kats).

A simple review of your medical
history may reveal the problem, as
excessive sweating at night is a fre-
quent side-effect of some medica-
tions. Most commonly, antidepres-
sant medications and fever-reducing
medication can lead to night sweats.
Some high blood pressure medica-
tions, hormone therapies and niacin
can also cause spells of excessive
sweating at night.

If you are a diabetic on medication
and you are having frequent night
sweats, check your blood sugar level
when a sweat occurs. If your blood
sugar level is low during a night
sweat, let your physician know. Your
medications may need to be adjusted.

Recently an association has been
identified between gastroesophageal

reflux disease (GERD) and night
sweats. Some preliminary studies
suggest that when GERD is treated,
the night sweats go away. Other con-
ditions, such as an overactive thyroid
or obstructive sleep apnea, can also
cause night sweats.

Even more serious medical condi-
tions can also cause night sweats, But
typically, with very severe illnesses,
such as tuberculosis or HIV/AIDS,
you will notice other symptoms as
well, These symptoms may include
high fever, frequent coughing and
rapid weight loss. Night sweats can
accompany some types of cancer,
particularly lymphoma, but they are
also associated with rapid weight loss
and usually enlarged lymph nodes.

It sounds like your night sweats
are frequent enough to warrant a con-
versation with your family doctor. At

this point, the problem is cutting into
your sleep cycle, which probably ®
explains why you feel run-down.

Mineral oil won’t keep you regular

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
My father 1s 88 and quite head-
strong. He has taken a daily
dose of mineral o1l for years
and years, He says it keeps him
regular. Should he continue 1o
do this? Could it harm him? --
K.H.

ANSWER: Mineral oil was
once a favorile treatment for
constipation and for its preven-
tion. It's not a great way o
combat either. It interferes with
the absorption of vitamins A,
D, E and K, and it can block
absorption of other nutrients.
He should take it before eating
or before taking any medicines
or vitamins, If it goes down the
wrong way -- into the lungs
rather than the stomach -- it
causes pneumonia.

Your dad is 88. I take it he is
in reasonable health. He's been
taking mineral oil for years and
o years without facing any con-
*. sequences. I would mention to
him that this isn't a good idea.
However, he is at an age when
he can do most anything he
- wants, If he objects, T wouldn't

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: If

a person is all alone and chok-
ing from something caught in
the throat, this person cannot
perform the Heimlich maneu-
ver on himself. Would it be
good for that person to insert a
finger into the back of the
throat to provoke regurgita-
tions and clear the airway? --
E:

ANSWER: If food or any-
thing else gets caught in the
windpipe (the trachea), a solo
person can dislodge it by bend-
ing over a sturdy chair so the
abdemen, just above the navel
(bellybutton), rests on the top
of the chair. A kitchen chair
with a wooden back is a good
choice. Then the person pushes
the abdomen with an inward
and slightly upward thrust
against the top of the chair. It
should generate a burst of air
through the windpipe to dis-
lodge whatever is stuck there.
Repeat the thrust as many
times as necessary. If a chair is
unavailable, then make a fist
with one hand and cover it with

the same' location, above the
navel, and make a forceful
inward and upward thrust.
Repeat as needed.

The forced vomiting idea
isn't a good one. Vomited mate-
rial leaves the stomach and
enters the mouth through the
esophagus. It doesn't unblock
the trachea.

RAY: Wcl], it works for.horses,
Tony.

TOM: Right. The difference is that
horses create heat, and the blanket
helps retain the heat they create. Once
an engine stops running, it’s no
longer creating any heat, It s only los-
ing heat.

RAY: So, any insulation — a bl.m—
ket included — can help slow the loss
of heat. But can it prevent an engine
from losing all of its heat for, say
eight or 10 hours, overnight? Seems
unlikely.

TOM: An engine takes several

hours to get completely cold. But the
blanket covers only the top of the
engine. Remember, the-cold air has
full access to the engine from under-
neath, too. So I suppose if you really
wanted (o try (o retain some engine
heat, you could surround the engine
on all sides with insulation.
