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2-year road plan includes $57 million for Floyd

FRANKFORT — A $3 billion two-
year road plan passed Tuesday by the
state House of Representatives and
now headed to the Senate for consider-
ation includes over $57 million for
Floyd County, including some major
and long-sought construction projects.

House Bill 292, sponsored by House
Appropriations and Revenue Chairman
Rick Rand, includes projects to be
funded and built between 2010 and

2012. Rand said the legislation will
give Kentuckians assurance that the
state’s next road plan will be in a “more
balanced state.”

The biggest chunk of Floyd
County’s share is tied to the construc-
tion of new Route 680, also known as
the Minnie-Harold connector. $34.5
million is set aside for road construc-
tion from Minnie to Little Mud Creek
Road in 2012. In addition, $3.3 million
is budgeted for right-of-way acquisi-
tion and utility relocation this year for a
section between Little Mud Creek

Road and Tackett Creek.

The only other road construction
project listed in the two-year plan is
$7.6 million to relocate Route 122 at
Meade Hill. That project is slated to
begin during the current fiscal year,
which ends June 30.

The remaining Floyd County proj-
ects in the plan include:

M Safety project to revise a curve at
the intersection of Route 122 and Route
680 to improve sight distance and
install and left-turn lane; $780,000 for
right-of-way acquisition and utility

relocation this year, and $3.5 million
for construction in 2012..

B Replace bridge over Cow Creek
along Route 1428 near the intersection
with Route 194: $500,000 for right-of-
way acquisition and utility relocation
this year, and $1.5 million for construc-
tion in 2011. '

B Replace bridge over the Right
Fork of Beaver Creek along County
Road 1962 near the Route 7 intersec-
tion: $900,000 for construction in

House passes $17.5 billion state budget plan

FRANKFORT -  The
Kentucky House passed a
$17.5 billion state budget bill
Wednesday that House leaders
say will free up billions of dol-
lars for infrastructure and crit-
ical needs while plugging a
budget shortfall facing the
state through 2012,

House Bill 290, which
passed the House by a vote of
65-33, would fund the execu-
tive branch of state govern-
ment over the next two years
by trimming state agency and
higher education spending,
drawing down revenue from

existing sources and providing
over $2 billion in bond issues
for school construction, roads
and water and sewer infra-
structure. Existing revenue
that would be used to beef up
the House budget plan would
come from over $370 million
created by legislation passed
by the House last week, about
$40 million in one year’s
worth of excess base SEEK
school funds, about $250 mil-
lion in anticipated federal
stimulus dollars for Medicaid
and about $150 million from
tweaks (o the state employee

Muddy roads
a safety issue

As much of Eastern Kentucky continues to watch and
wait for any sign that the coal industry will continue
unabated from heavy-handed regulatory measures promised
by the EPA, there remains one problem that should have
been dealt with years ago, namely the muddy roads made
that way by haul trucks exiting local mine sites onto public
highways.

We are the first to admit that these haul trucks are a nec-
essary part of the coal industry and many people in Eastern

'l\cnluLI\y make their living operating these vehicles every
‘day. But while they remain a necessary component, that
doesn’t mean they have to remain a dirty one.

Anyone who drove local roads and highways following

'recent rainfall can attest to the problematic drive the mud
being tracked onto those roads can cause. During wet times
that mud can cut down on visibility, especially to a driver
low on washer fluid or with bad wiper blades. In the dry
season the dust kicked up can simply cut down visibility
period. This is something, while not high on anyone’s prior-
ity list, that should be addressed on a legislative level at
most, and at a local level at least.

Coal companies can (and some do, and we applaud them

for that), at relatively low cost, install wheel washers for
their haul trucks that operate on public roadways. Other
companies 2o so far as to pave a portion of their haul roads
so much of the muck carried out is knocked off before the

«truck ever hits the public road: But not every company goes

this far. They should, and our elected officials need to
ensure there is some sort of mechanism in place that can
justly enforce the legislative requirement for companies to
ensure their trucks are not burdening the traveling public.

This is not just an issue of nuisance, but one of public

-safety, and we implore those who have the power to do so
10 grow a little nerve and help ensure the safety of the pub-
‘lic is being looked after. But in truth, it shouldn’t have to
go that far. We're all very impressed with the recent civic
mindedness the coal companies and especially their
employees ... but why not take that civility a step further
and help keep our roadways clean as well? It makes sense,
and it’s the right thing to do.

You will notice in a lot of my recipes,
I say “salt and pepper to taste” There is a
reason for this—not because I'm trying
to frustrate you! Salt should be added
slowly and, depending on the recipes, in
steps. That’s how the pros_do it and it
makes sense—this is how (g get the best
taste and to make sure you don’t over
salt. The reason to salt anything is bring
out the flavor of food—not mask it—and
you only need a little bit.

But salt is salt is salt...right? Not nec-
essarily. There is a big difference in types
of salt— kosher, sea salt and regular
table salt. You may want to rethink your

Kosher salt is coarse and free of any
additives. The taste is lighter, less salty
than regular table salt and is a good
choice for cooking. As a matier of fact, in
a poll of 50 top U.S. chefs, 86 percent
preferred cooking with kosher salt than
any other kind.

Sea salt is made from evaporated sea-
water and contains the extra minerals
found in the seawater itself. Baleine
(French for whale) is the brand of sea salt
most readily available in supermarkets. It
comes in a blue container with a whale
on the label. It’s pricier than table salt for

Table salt is pure sodium chloride
with a small amount of chemical sub-
stance that stops it from clunking togeth-
er and therefore, free flowing. Believe it
or not, table salt often has dextrose (a
sugar) added to stabilize it—who knew?

That's the practical, cooking side of
salt. There are also the health concerns
with salt and the majority of the too
much salt-in-your-food syndrome comes
once again from processed foods and less
from your salt shaker (although, you

A healthy liver helps to control
infections, metabolize food and med-
ications, produce hormones, form
blood clots over wounds and produce
bile, so the body can absorb fats. The
liver is also capable of regenerating
its own cells. A person cannot live
without a healthy liver.

When cirrhosis occurs, the liver
can: no longer regencrate its cells
when they die or become damaged.
This causes the liver to malfunction,
and it gets progressively worse as
more cells are damaged or die. About
27.000 deaths every year are caused

from cirrhosis.

While the two most common caus-
es of cirrhosis are alcohol drinking
and chronic hepatitis C, there are
many other problems that can dam-
age the liver and lead to cirrhosis.
Obesity 18 a very common cause of
cirrhosis, and given the steady rise in
obesity within the United States, we
may someday see obesity become the
number one cause of cirrhosis. Some
people who are obese and have dia-
betes develop non-alcoholic fatty
liver disease. This occurs when too
much fat builds up in the liver, and it
can eventually lead to cirrhosis.

Other chronic conditions that can
lead to cirrhosis ‘are hepatitis B and
D, as well as some inherited diseases
like cystic fibrosis and hemachro-
matosis, which can also interfere with

the functions of the liver.

Almost every medication we take
is metabolized by the liver. Some
medications, if taken for extended
periods of time or in higher than rec-
ommended dosages, can lead to
chronic liver damage.

Cirrhosis can also result from
other diseases that cause bile to back
up in the liver. When this happens,
we call it primary biliary cirrhosis,
Some diseases cause inflammation
and even destruction of the body’s
bile ducts. Other conditions can scar
the bile ducts, which can also lead to
cirrhosis

As you can see, tbere are many
different potential causes for your
mother’s cirrhosis. You and your
mother should speak with her physi-
cian to find out the exact cause of her

cirrhosis. You should also find out ¢
how severe the condition is. With
mild cirrhosis, the body can often
repair itself. With more advanced
cases, a liver transplant may be the
only potential treatment. Knowing
the cause and severity will help deter-
mine therapeutic steps, and it may
help other family members prevent
the development of cirrhosis, as well.

NPH, an unfamiliar cause of dementia

DEAR DR. DONOHUE:
My wife, 78, has had
headaches, some memory prob-
lems and confusion, A brain
scan showed hydrocephalus.
We were referred to a neurosur-
geon, and he ordered an infu-
sion study. We have waited six
weeks for that appointment. At
an’ earlier appoinfment, we met
someone who had had the infu-
sion study and then had a shunt
placed. He said he got his life
back. Someone else told us that
10 percent of people diagnosed
with Alzheimer's discase really
have normal pressure hydro-
cephatus, which is fixable.
What is your reaction to this? --
JR.

ANSWER: Dementia is a
fog that descends on the brain,
erasing memory and impairing
many other mental functions.
Alzheimer's disease is the
major cause of dementia.
However, there are other caus-
¢s, and one of them is normal
pressure hydrocephalus. I can't
vouch for the statement that 10
percent of Alzheimer's patients
have NPH, but I am sure there
are a few who do. I don't want

to raise false hopes for
Alzheimer's patients.
In NPH, the balance

between the production and
absorption of = cerebrospinal
fluid is lost. The volume of
fluid within the brain increases
and compresses it. That leads
to the signs and symptoms of
NPH.

The three major indicators
of NPH are an abnormal walk,
a diminution of memory and
other  mental  functions
(dementia) and an urgency to
empty the bladder with fre-
quent loss of bladder control.
The NPH egait is one where
steps are taken slowly, in short

strides and with the legs wide
apart. People look as .though
their feet are glued to the
ground and they have difficul-
ty turning themselves. A per-
son doesn't need all three crite-
ria to jmerit the diagnosis.

If signs, symptoms and
tests, including a brain scan

and the infusion test your wife-

is going to have, point to nor-
mal pressure hydrocephalus,
then drainage of the excess
brain fluid often can restore a
person's life, as the man you
met in the doctor's office said.
A thin, plastic tube (d shunt)
drains the fluid to other body
sites where it is absorbed.
Alzheimer's disease is far
and away the leading cause of
dementia. The booklet on
Alzheimer's disease describes
it and its treatments in detail.

ANSWER: The medicine in
the inhaler was a synthetic ver-
sion of a pituitary gland hor-
mone called antidiuretic hor-
mone, a hormone that slows
urine production. It has noth-
ing to do with growth!

However, the
Volvo mechanics say pre-pumps are a
very tricky business, and even new
ones might go bad. Should I listen to
them and pay them the big bucks to
fix it? Or can I save some money and
let my guy try it? What do you think?
— Janel

TOM: Well, let’s look at the
upsides and downsides of each
_approach, Janel. If you go to the

Volvo dealer, the upside is that the car
will be fixed correctly. And presum-
ably, they'll even guarantee the work
for a while.

RAY: And you’ll get to drink all

the free, lousy coffee you want in
their waiting room.

TOM: The downside is that you're
going to pay quite a bit for that privi-
lege. You'll pay a markup on the part,
and you’ll pay in the neighborhood of
$100 an hour for labor.

RAY: The advantage of having
your mechanically inclined would-be
boyfriend do it is that it’ll cost you a
fraction of that price.

TOM: The downside is that he
might leave your car in pieces. Or in
a smoldering heap.

RAY: And if he DOES manage to
fix it, it may take a restraining order
to get rid of him after that.

TOM: But if you think you can
handle the interpersonal expectations
that may come from this, I'd definite-
ly let the would-be boyfriend try it.

RAY: But first, have him confirm
the diagnosis. The most common
symptom of a bad pre-pump is that
the car doesn’t run well when the gas
tank is near empty. But since I don’t
know of any computer code for a bad
pre-pump, you want to do a little
more diagnostic work before digging
in.

TOM: Start by unplugging the
power to the main pump. Then turn
the ignition key to the “run” position.
If the pre-pump is working at all, you
should hear it groaning from the back
of the car.

RAY: Then, to see if it’s actually
pumping anything, unplug the fuel

line where it 2o¢es into the main
pump, and see if a steady flow of
gasoline comes out. Did I mention he
should extinguish any cigars before
doing this?

TOM: If no fuel comes out, then
the pre-pump is bad and your adven-
turg begins.

RAY: The pre-pump on this car is
located inside the fuel tank. If memo-
ry serves, it’s accessible from above
(fortunately, it’s been a while since
I’ve had to do one of these). There’s a
plate on the floor of the trunk that you
remove, and that gives you access to
the tank so you can reach down and
make the swap.

TOM: But rather than just buying
a used pre-pump on eBay, I'd get a
new Bosch pre-pump, just like the
one that’s in there. You may find one
online for less than the local dealer
sells it for. The advantage of using the
original pre-pump is that it fits easily,
wilhout requiring any “improvisa-
tion.”

RAY: If you havc the right pre-
pump, it should snap in lhere pretty
easily. It’s not a terribly difficult job.
Just be sure to test it before you close
everything up.
