Every inducement should be exténded to the coal com-
panies, gas companics# manufacturing concerns_and all other
legitimate business, to operate in Floyd county.

But Floyd county cannot profit itself by favoring hlg busi-
ness at the expense of those ¢itizens who form the foundation
of the county itsclf— the farmers. They may- not be wealthy,
their achicvements may not be such as are heralded as sensa-
tional, but the warp and woof of Floyd county’s entire social
pattern is composed of the landowner of moderate means. He
takes nothing that he does not give back; he nsks nothing that
he would not gladly give, were it in h\s power to do so; his
claim upon justice is a priar claim.
