Federal Judge In This

Lexington, Ky, March 30—
Circuit Judge H. Church Ford
of Georgetown was elevated to
the federal bench here today
when he was sworn in as judge
of the Eastern Kentucky fed-
eral district-

robe of the bench, Judge C.
Moorman, of Louisville, senior
member of the U. S Circuit
Court of Appeals at Cincin-
nati, administered the oath of
office.
