Maries-de-la-Mer with the two holy
women who gave their names to this

village namely, Saint Mary, Salome
and Saint Mary.

Ancient Egypt, Greece an¢ Rome
had veterinarians. But then they

concerned themselves with horses,
the only animals deemed valuable
enough to merit medical care. Most

important to the ancients were their
armies, and horses composed a big
part of their armies. The first col-
lege for veterinarians was estab-
lished in France in 1761; in America
almost a century later. Then came

crease of valued pet dogs and cata
saved the profession. Veterinatians
have their own medical association,
and must study three or four years
in a recognized college to become

members. Student “vets” study all
domestic animals, but often special-

ize in one, or even one breed of
dogs.

“The Petticoat Candidate”
Gen. William Henry Harrison,

first Ohio president, was called “the
petticoat candidate’ during his
hard cider campaign of 1840, and
here’s how the nickname started:
Before the battle of the Thames,
