The system of numbering the
hours of the day from one to twenty- |-
four, generally regarded as ‘*4or-
eign,” is of American origin, early
records of the American Society of
Civil Engineers disclose. The so-
ciety itself and one or two other
scientific organizations used it for
some time and meetings were an-
nounced ‘‘at 20 o'clock.’”

The Pierces were
returmng from Boston to their
home in Concord on a Boston & Al
bany train; an axle in the car in
which they were riding broke and
the car rolled down an embank-
ment. Neither Mr. or Mrs, Pierce
was seriously hurt, but the boy was
killed.

Negro Spirituals Borp -
in Earliest Slave Era

. The slave or negro spirituals are
the outpourings of-a suppressed peo—
ple who were under the yoke of the
brutal slave system. The Gulf states
of the South were the worst offend-
ers, and the songs reflect the condi-
tion of the poor people who lived
there. Running through the whole

songs, observes a writer in the
Montreal Herald, one is &ttuck by
the deep expectation of a life to
come, and by the sense of a person-
al communion with the Deity. There
is no doubt of the future life. The
Eighteenth century negro was posi-
tive when he sang, “'I know de Lord
laid His hands on me,” but his
grandson was less certain and sang,
““Lord, I want to be a Christian.”
The best of these spirituals, were
born in the earliest slave era, when
religious meetings were forbidden,
and the slaves stole away to meet-
ings that were full of danger. Their
-retigion wag
tem, but an emotional affair, that
burst out in spontaneous song, barn
of a simple child-like faith in a per-
sonal Father, with whom-they could
have direct communication.
Like all traditional airs, they va-
ried to some exlent each time they
were sung, though the pentatonic
mode of musical form was adhered
to. At a later period (1870), there
appeared a band of *‘Jubilee Sing-
ers,” who attempted to “‘improve’
these old songs. They harmonized
them and brought them ‘‘up-to-
date,” which robbed them of that
personal character and charm
which distinguished the spiritual.

‘The Bastile a Royal Palace

The Bastile was a royal palace in
France, built by Charles V in 1389.
It was subsequently used as a state
prison, in which political prisoners
of the higher ranks were confined.
These were often imprisoned most
unjustly, without trial, and on the
mere caprice of the king, and were
frequently kept confined there for
years without being allowed to
speak or act in their own defense,
or even to know what had been
charged against them. On July 14,
1789, a mob attacked the Bastile,
overpowered the guards and demol-
ished the building. The key of the
outer door of this prison was ob:
tained by General Lafayette, who
sent it to General Washington. The
key, which is a large, black, cross-
handled one of wrought iron, seven
inches in length, is preserved in a
glass case among the relics at
Mount Vernon.
