Mr. Allen specializes in copper-
heads. Up titl Tuesday, Sept. 7, he
had within two weeks assisted 16 of
the veptiles »n shufflnig from their
own and this mortal coil. And not one
of the snakes measurcd less than
two feet.

So reports J. W. Huys, of Hueys-
wille, owner of the Brush Creek farm
on which Mr. Allen is a tenant. Mr.
Huys accompanied Mr. Allen on his
best day of the current snake season.
\He killed five that day.

The farmer relies on diubla-
bitted when he finds snake.
Even if the copperhead is ready to
strike, he strikes first and mnever
misses.

Tall orchard grass and a profusivn
of sprouts over the hillside farm hide
the reptiles. Mr. Hays says that, two
years ago when he tilled the farm, he
Wid not see one poisonous snake. A
sector of woodland on the opposite
of the hill was swept by fire, how-
ever, early last spring, and it is be-
lieved the copperheads made a gen-
eral hegira ‘rom that hot spot over
into Brush Creek.

Percentage of Illiterates in Country
in 1930 Totaled 4.3 of the Population

For the purpose of the United |
States census, an illiterate is a per-
son who has reached the age of ten
without being able to read and write
in any-language. On this basis the
percentage of  lliterates in  this
country in 1930 was 4.3 of the popu-
lation.” Neverthcless, the United
States is probably one of the ten
most literate of nations, although
close to the bottom of the list.

Germany ceased keeping sta-
tistics on illiteracy in 1913, when her
male percentage as revealed by
army recruits was .05.%

In Canada, according to the cen-
sus of 1931, the petcentage of illit-
erates in the whole population over
10 years was—unable to read or
write, 3.79; able to read only, 0.47.
The percentage unable to read or
write is raised from 1 to 4 by '
rages other than English-speaking.

In France 8.89 per cent of army

conscripts in 1924 were

illiterate.
i

ll’\]ys illiterates are 27 per cent of
e population of school age ar over.
Dcnmnrk, a country with a long
record of compulsory education, is
very low in illiteracy, and there are
no satisfactory statistics on the sub-
ject. The same may be said of Swe-
den.
In Soviet Russia education is
| obligatory. Universal compulsory
primary education—four years—was
introduced at the beginning of 1931.
It is now being extended to a seven-
year period. According ta the cen-
sus of 1926 the percentage of illit-
eracy was 482 of e population.
By official estimate of December,
| 1933, it was less than 10 per cent.
