Floyd authoritigs were seeking f
Green Howard, about 50 years old,
this week, charged in a° deathbed
statement with the slaying of Earl
Spradlin, 31, just below the city lim-
its of Prestonsburg Tuesday night.

According to the investigation
launched hy Policeman Bill Spradln,
the shooting occurred after a ‘“‘quar-
rel among the women-folks.” In
connection with the slaying he jail-
ed Jonah: Hall, 28, Mrs. Jonah Hall
and Mrs. Green Howard. No specific
charges had been filed against them
Wednesday morning.

Policeman Spradlin said that, ac-
cording to wi he
during the investigation, Earl Sprad-
lin and Jonah Hall were scuffiing. He
said witgesses told him that Hall
was armed with a hacksaw blade,
with which, Spradlin was cut in the
back of the head. . .

He sdded that the version told him
named Green Howard, Hall’s father-
inlaw, as the man who fired a pistol
bullet into Spradiin’s stomach. Offi-
