Nearly everybody
shaved his temples during the hot
months but allowed the stubble to
grow out during the winter. There
was a great deal to do to get this
winter growth out of the way. Mus-
taches were seldom trimmed; the
more walrus-like they were, the bet-
ter.

Of course no barber, local or other-
wise, did a shampoo for you. The tin
washpan or the creek was good
cnough for that. Plain creck water
and Big Deal soap can raise enough
soapsuds to cleanse: anybody's head.
