The average daily production for the underground

miner in Illinois for the year 1935 was 414 tons. The

average daily production for the mechanical strip

miner was 14.27 tons. Two thousand, six hundred and

fifty-five mechanical strip miners jn 1935 produced 7,-

416,079 tons of coal. It would have taken 9,000 under-

ground miners to produce this amount of coal. The

strip miners have completely blotted out between 6,-

500 and 7,500 jobs for the miners in Illinois, besides

the damage they have done to the coad fields in our

District, as they can produce coal cheaper than we can.

The strip operations can produce coal for $1.44 a ton

and make good money and we cannot. This problem
becomes a problem of our national legislators, since the

strip operations are essentially interstate operations.
It should be met by means of a differential tax and not

by reducing the wages of the underground miners. This

problem must be met.

would like to know the reason why our present

Congressman, Andrew J. May, who has been our Con-

gressman for the past eight years from this District,

has neither done anything nor offered a solution to this

problem which is so vital to the interest of our people
jn this District.

V IT’S first ten years, from 1837 to 1847, the

Louisa Railroad&#3 track was laid only from
Doswell to Gordonsville in’ Virginia. However,

far- people realized the value of this line
—though none could imagine that it was to
become the great trunk line you know as the

Chesapeake and Ohio.

Q. As early as 1839 Claudius Crozet, then Primci-
pal Engineer of the State of Virginia, pointed to
the Louisa as “a railroad of great importance” and
declared a crossing of the Blue Ridge mountains
possible. By 1847 the valiant little road poorly
financed and impeded by unfriendly interests,
none the less made bold plans for its future. It
would cross the mountain barrier, with the Ohio

River as its goal... would extend the line west-

ward via Charlottesville... and, since an impor
tant east-west trunk line must have a tide water
connection, would extend eastward to an inde-
pendent terminus at Richmond.

Q “Richmond to the Ohio!” Brave words for the
directors of such an infant line. But they were
not to be stopped by [public indifference, trouble-
some injunctions, or lack of funds. Granted a

charter, they undertook to extend the road to
Richmond— 27 miles—by no other means than

a subscription of $38,000 by individuals!
