First of all, T have an idea that we

should start out HONEST and end

HONEST. If any of you jurors cannot

subscribe to that doctrine, now is a

good time for you to be excused, If

none of you have any claim to the

right to act as jurors, other than the

claim of political friendship or the

need for a little money—if that is all

any of you have to offer as a qualifi-
cation for the right lo say who shall

or shall not be indicted or who shall

or shall not be punished for offenses

against the law, you have no right on

a jury of this or any other court. The

job ahead of us, according to my

viewpoint, ir. to see that justice is
