Enumerating the supplementary
materials added to the rural schoo
rooms during the year, the report
mentioned that each school had re-

ceived one set of five maps, one globe
and five books for its permanent 1i-
brary. About 250 supplementary
readers for the fist three grades

were purchased, and these were cir-
culated from the supervisor&#39;s office

and were in constant use by the
teachers. To these were added several
hundred used books secured from

Caney Creek and the Save the Chil-
dren Fund of New York.

Other improvements listed in the

report included equipment of about
two-thirds of the rural school rooms

in the county with desks made by the
NYA and the inside painting of about

25 buildings.
