So reads a paragraph of the final report of the
Floyd circuit court's grand jury upoen its adjourn-
ment last week al the end of nine days’ work here.

And so it becames evident that something is wrong,
somewhere. THE TIMES accepts the grand Jury’s
word for it that it did meke a special effort to find
the piStol-toter and to name him in infSictmehts. It -
Xnows that the grand jury was instructed by Judge
Stephens to make that effort. It, knows that there
was, and is, an urgent need fo: such “special effort.”
But—this' Tewspaper” can't Tind "that “large number”
of indictments. » 5

The fact of the matter is, only eight Indictments
for carrying concealed deadly weapons are listed on
the records of the Ci-cuit Clerk as having been re-
turned by the grand jury during thz April term of
court.

And that is maiking a low sccre even on this glori-
fied ‘pistol-range that.is Floyd county! The previous
grand jury made around a dozen such indictments.
Few other grand juries have ever made fewer
“c.c.d.w.” true bills

Now, if Circuit Judge Stephens had not given spe-
ial instructions to the grand jury to indict the bear-
ers of concealed weapons. and if the grand jury had
not made an effort to carry out his instructions, the
matter would not be so mystifying. The blame could
easily be placed. -As matters stand, however, THE

can only wonder what steps will be necessary
to enfcrce this, one of the most important of all the
Commonwealth's laws . SN

County Attorney Short tells us that, on every oc-
casion he was n the grand jury room when an officer
of the law was called as a witness, the officer was
psked if he had ar-ested any person who carried a
concealed deadly weapon. It is not even to be in-
ferred that these officers gave any pistol-toter pro-
tection via perjury.

Other witnesses were questioned. It is customary
for the grand jury to make a “blanket” inquiry if the
witness knows of “any other offense,” and this same
inquiry in all probability was made by the recent
grand jury, even when the witness was not specifically
questioned about pistol-totin”

Yet cnly eight were indicted.

So. in view of the fact thal out of all this working
end questicning and answering only eight indict-

ments came, it follows that something serious is
wrong
And, for this and other reasons, it would appear

that if ever the Floyd circuil court is to cope suc-
cessfully with the menace tn law and order and hu-
man life presented by the pistol-carrier, a special
grand jury for which special preparations have been
made 1o investigate this phase of violation only must
be empaneled

HIDING KENTUCKY’S LIGHT

There is nothing to be gained by “crying over
spilled milk,” nevertheless it was a.sad mistake to
commit & proposal as important as that of providing
for additional funds to advertise Kentucky to such
a dublous vehicle as the vending machine bill, passed
by the recent legislature and properly vetoed by Gov.
Keen Johnson. The $20.000 earmarked for this pur-~
pose in the regular appropriation bill will not go far
toward advertising Kentucky unless the Governor
can transfer a supplementary sum from his emer-
gency fund. .

At any rate. Lwo years hence we hope the legisla-
ture will wake up to the fact that mcst of the states
of the union have learned not to hide their lights
under any bushels. If they have anything to offer
industry or tourists they want them to know it and
the best medium they have found is advertisng.

Prior to 1935 only six states made provisions in
their fiscal budgets for advertising, but this year 40
designated funds for publicizing their resources and
attractions. Three-fourths of these states intend to
use liberally the newspapers of the nation to get
messages 4Cross.

A total cf $4.400 000 has been appropriated for this
purpose, an average of $104,000 for each state. ‘Thir-
feen have appropriations exceeding $100,000. Florida,
which has the highest advertising budget, will spend
$625,000.

Examples -of the success of these state publicity
programs is found in the results in four states’ which
began advertising as late as 1937. Arkansas received
92 new factories with a total investment cf $2.600,000.
New Jersey enjoyed & $167.000,000 tourist business
last year and a 28 per cent increase in the value of
its branded advertising products. North Carolina
added 51 new factories during the first eight months
of 1939. Wisconsin’s gain in trafic was represented
by a jump in gasoline taxes from -$6:500,000.to_$8

visability of such an act. The ordinance has been
proposed as a step toward abatement of the smoke
nuisance, and 1s backed by the most fastidious, who
work not, neither da they spin,

Passage of such an ordipance would be injurious
to the coal fields of the Big Sandy. valley*and other
fields in Eastern Kentucky, the Tug River fork of
Big Sandy, the Kanawha and New River valleys in
West Virginia. Coal operators in these sections have
considered Cincinnati the logical trading center. The
greater amount of coal tonnage from these partic-
wlar sections is either consumed, sold or passes
through Cinetnnati
their machinery and other products necessary to coal
mining from Cincinnati fectories and mills, and dur-
ing the vear's business untold thousands of dollars
from Eastern Kentucky and West Virginia pour into
the coffers of Cincinnati dealers. To deprive the city
of this trade would be a serious blow to the business
life of Cincionati.

Passing of the ordinance would be like killing the
goose that lays the golden egg, for Eastern Kentucky
and West Vicginia operators would surely boycott Cin-
cinnati firms in the purchase of supplies, and such ac-
tion would be justified if and when coal from these
sections is barred from the Cincinnati market.

It would seem to us that it is far better to be known

as-the ‘Smoky City” and tolerate a little grime then. .
