The seeding rate for vetch is 20 pounds
per acre, and -where sowed with win-
ter oats will make an excellent hay
crop. It can be mowed by June 15 and
then be followed by a crop of corn or
sy beans.”

Mr. Isbell announces as the goal for
hairy vetch this year as 3000 acres on
a thousand farms of the county. Last
year, he said. 135 farmers sowed only
approximately 375 acres.
