ARMISTICE DAY

What was Tom Watson's phrase (L used to know
him) about & Georgla day In early spring “when one
might dream that the sons of men, made in the
image of God. once loved one apother . . . and will
again—some day?” Certainly it seems harder than

What moekicy 1t will be
to observe it on November 11 this year and talk of
“the dead In Flandérs ficlds” wheh Americs, Eng-
“fotd snd-Prance,-the victors of 1918, so.soon forgot
the vision of world peace and “s War to end war"
for which our heroes dled! On every American pro-
gram for Armistice Day, 1040, somebody should read
what Editer W. W. Waymack of the Des Moines
Register said just the ottier day:

The faflure of vision and of understanding
and of ‘courage about a better ordering of the
world, after the first World War, is primar-
Uy responsible for the crash of the world
now. Woodrow Wilson was right. Willlam
Howard Taft and Elibu Root and Charles
Henry Cabot

frightened us out of playing a role commen-
surate with our strength in maintaining and
improving the agencles of international peace,
were wrong. They . . . gusTanteed that we
should have to face the risks that we face
today. The risks of courageously cooperating
for a decent international order at least al-
lowed us & chance. The risks of not cooperat- ~
ing left us precisely no chance at all—no
chance of escape from the ¢risis that now ap-
palls us all

And slong with reading what Mr. Waymack says
here someone should also read at least & few of the
stirring phreses in which the nation's President in
the first World War, Woodrow Wilson, summoned
America to fight for & couse and then lamented our
utter desertion of that cause:

The world must be made safe for democ-
racy . . . The right is mare precious than
peace . . . Mere agreements may not make
peace secure. It will be absolutely necessary
that & force be created so much greatér than
the force of any other nation or any alliance
that no nation, no probable combination of  °
nations, could face or withstand it. If peace:

“ is to endure, it must be a peace made secure
by the organized major force of mankind . . .
The impartial justice meted out must involve
no discrimination between those to whom we
wish to be just and those to whom we do not
wish to be just. It must be a justice that
plays no favorites . . . It (the peace treaty)
is the first great international agreement
where the principle adopted has been; not the
power of the stromg, but the right of the
weak . . . The nation went into the war to
make an end of militarism, to furnish guar-
antees to weak natlons, snd to make a just-
and lasting peace . . . Thé anniversary of
Armistice Day should stir us to great exalta-
iicn of spirit because of the proud recollec-
tion of that never-to-be-forgotten November
which, lifted the worfl#to the High levels of
vision and achievemerit upon which the great
war for democracy and right was fought and
won; although when the victory was won ‘at
50 terrible a cost of life and treasure we with-
drew into a sullen and selfish isolation .
and in every anxious year that has followed,
circumstances we might, have controlled have
gone from bad to worse . . . Our civilization
cannot survive materially unless it be re-
deemed spiritually. It can be saved only by
becoming permeated with the spirit of Chrst.
Here is the final challenge to our churches,
1o our political organizations, to our capital-
ists. Shall we not &ll earnestly cooperate to
bring in the new day?
