COURT RULING
I UPHELD

$20,000 DAMA SUIT
OF PIKE COUNTIAN
IS DISMISSED

By a two-ta-one decision, the Sixth

United States Circuit Court o Appeals
last week upheld the District Gourt
at Pikeville, in directing the dismissal,
April 18, 1939, of the $20,000 damage
sult of S Ratliff. Pike county,
against the Chesapeake & Ohio Rail-

way Company.
The litigation grew out of the death

of Ratliff’s wife, Sarah, who was in-

jured fatally March 14, 1937, when she
was struck by a train near her home

at a point. known as Ratliff’s Station.

Mrs. Ratliff was struck by a cross

bar on the pilot of the locomotive
when waving in a vain effort to have

the engincer stop so she could get
aboard it for Pineville, Ky.

It appears from the record that it

was the custom of the engineer to

watch for such signals and to indicate

recognition of the signal by two blasts
of the engine&#3 whistle. The engineer

apparently did not see Mrs. Ratliff&#39;s

signal, so did not stop, it was conclud-
ed.

The appellate court majority opin-
ion, written by Judge Herschel Arant

and concurred in by Judge Charles

Simons, upheld the District Court in

sustaining a motion by the C. &a O.

for a ditected jury verdict in its be-

half on the ground that the plaintiff
failed to prove that the railway was

negligent, and that Mrs. Ratliff her-

self was guilty of contributory negli-
gence.

Appellate Judge Hicks dissented

|from the opinion, holding that the
|

question of the cause of the accident

was for the jury to decide.

“I think,” Judge Hicks wrote, “the

court might well have told the jury
the engineer was negligent.” He then

pointed
