Total war such as London is exper-
iencing today is not all bad.

Something happens to people who,
facing death, have put aside all the
normal and petty expectations and
ambitions:

Their hope is not to have a better
job, house, car or dress on some to-
morrow, but to be alive.

There s something sublime in Brit-
ish reaction to blitzkrieg.

The lady who wouldn't notice a
woman of the “lowah clawses’ even
through a lorgnette now holds the
slavey's begrimed baby in the shelter.
The limousine of the banker from
the city” loads up with Cockney
workmen at & bus stop to speed them
home.

‘The maid sits ln the odstress’ par-
lor for her cup of tea at night.

The high and the low find they are
actually just people whose knees can
quake, whose hearts leap to throats,
whose kinfolk are equally precious
and whose possessions, large or small,
are slipping.

In the presence of a stalking terror
they feel the need of companionship
and welcome whomsoever is closest.

And- greet is thelr amasement to
find that they like this. They find
qualities they never suspected in each
other.

‘We have an aging maid-of-all-work
whose case, 1 think, illustrates one
side of what the war is doing to
people.

l profitable pursuit, the spiritual rewards of a faithful
career devoted Lo teaching “the young idea how to
shoot” must be unsurpassed.

Clarke who laid down his life at Hindman Wednes-
day nmight after more than a half century of class-
room work. It was his good fortune, moreover, to re-
ceive a rare demonstration of appreciation for his
services as Knott county's ploneer school master,
when some 2,000 of his. former pupils gathered at the
countyseat to do him honor e year ago last August.

typical of the people of the mountains.
In a recent serles of articles that ap-
peared in your paper, the impression was
definitely conveyed that the people of the
34 Eastern Kentucky countles were very
primitive folk and that conditions among
them were peculiar to the eastern sec-
tion. The people throughout the state
who have traveled or visited in Eastern
Kentucky know better than that.

Our schools ‘were portrayed as being
little one-room shacks. Our churches
were said to be vanishing. It was implied
that medical service was provided main-
1y by the frontier nursing service. Our
roads were described as being so rough
that automobiles were impractical, and
the writer seemed to be atming at creating
the tmpression that life in general In the
mountalns was & very dark and gloomy
venture with the people resigned to hope-
lessness and despair.

Suppose that we of the mountains
came to Louisville, and Frank-
fort in the spring when the K.EA. is In
session and that we planned our trip so
8s to pass only through the back alleys
and saw only the shady and less foytu-
nate parts of shose fine LT

Suppose we then come home and in
the e
section explained to the pupils in detail
that what we had seen in Central Ken-
tucky was typical of that region, that life
in our Kentucky. citles was like that.
What would the good people of those
cities think of us? What would they
think of our sense of fairness and Jus-
tice? Would they not say that we were
simply news mongering and also for a
brand of the most morbid complexion?
Perhaps they would resent the painting
of such a pleture and we could not blame
them for it either.

_ . This just, gives a little idea of what
the people of the mountains think when
they see the front page of the brown
section of your paper on Sunday covered
with supposedly true fllustrations of the
way of life in the mountalns. This is
something of what We feel when, a well-
intentioned writer, no doubt, gives the
people- of the state of Kentucky a serics
of lengthy articles on the deplorable con-
ditions in which their neighbors in the
mountains are living, We have a great
deal of patience, but there is & breaking
point to everything.

We realize we do not have the many
things with which other people are
blessed. We know that our schools can
and are being improved. We are aware
of the fact that there is = need for the
construction of more highways. We do
not deny that there are poor people in
the mountains but what section of Ken-
tucky does not have them? Such needs
exist, evep-in some other parts of the
United States.

We understand that our natural re-
sources are dwindling and that to sustain
our economic life we are going to have
to place greater stress upon the im-
provement of our farm lands and the
conservation of our forests. Yes, we know
about these things and considerable effort
is being put forth to change them for
the better. We are not surrendering but
are just beginning to fight.

We also feel that our people were en-
titled to a little better treatment at the
hends of the writer of the recent series
of articles. We would have appreciated
her painting a little more it she had
tried to Inspirg and encourage and had
offered a few more concrete suggestions
in the way of & remedy rather than por-
tray such a dagk and dejected picture of
hopelessness and s
