TRAINED INVESTIGATOR NEEDED
a murder mystery in the county seat ltself,
w THE *@MES reiterates, with more confidence
than ever before; its contention that a eounty
of the size, population and criminal proclivities of
Floyd needs the full-time services of a trained de-

tective.

Those who conducted the investigation here did an
admirable job with the tools at hand. But the tools

were| inadequate. These officials. were diligent, they
worked hard and with apparent success—emoloying
mainly native intelligence as their modus operandi.
Certainly - there..is. 0o criticism to be made of ghose
who undertook the discouraging task ©f solving the
sombre problem of this mysterious murder.

But, had & man tralned in the sclence of crimin-
ology been immediately available, the task of these
other officers of the law would have been compar-
atively light, there would be no lingering doubt as to
the identity of the slayer, and the ends of justice
ultimately would be more fully achieved. .

No prosecyfor can be expected to make a criminal
investigation as capably as ane skilled in the grim
business. Dewey of New York has achieved a bril-
liant ion as a of but the de-
tailed detective work, the plecing together of clues,
the actual following of the trail was done by skilled
investigatars.

Had Floyd county's law enforcement machinery in-
cluded a-man qualified to make the parafiin test, it is
highly probable that the mystery would have been
unvetled Immediately. Such a man might have solved
numerous other cases in which the regular machinery
of the law failed. An honest, capable man trained in
the sclence of could have
many the slayer in years past in this county. It ds
altogether within the realm of reason to believe that
some of the innocent would not have suffered, had
scientific investigation, unhampered by politics and
the Influence of powerful persons, been called into
the cases in which they became involved.

Prankfort, apparently, is too far away for Floyd
county to depend upon the state bureau of investiga-
tlon—the paraffin test is not practical, five days after
a shot is fired; much materinl evidence-may be-lost in
five days. And it was that long before the state bu-
reau reached the county with an investigator in the
particular case which is mentioned here only as an
immediate example of our needs.

Floyd county needs such a service for its own.
