not heroically attempted to push it back?

For .one_who. purports to think in-terms-of Amer-
ican values, this advocacy of complete nonresistance,

of futility and despair, is strange doctrine. It, is the
heart of the Nazi propaganda effort, intended to
hypnotize anti-Fascists into a belief in the invincibil-

ity of the Axis. But we shall not repudiate our lead-
ership for that of the Axis in this critical hour. Nor
