’ Reminiscent of oaths required of
applicants for Old-Age Assistance in
these modern days, setting forth their
assets and denying that they have
transferred their property so as to
bring themselves within the provisions
of the Old-Age Assistance Act, is the
following afidavit of pension-seeking
Cutberth Stone, a Revolutionary sol-
dier, recently discovered in the office
here of the Cfrcuit Court Clerk by
WPA indexing workers:
