TIDBITS
OF KENTUCKY

FOLKL
TELLIN TALES

HEAP literature, radio, and. mov-

ing pictures have about de-

stroyed a means of entertain-
ment that was almost as ancient as

|the hills, the telling of tales. In
the garller days of the race this was

|one great means of passing on all

;that had happened to the tribe or|
the family. People prided them-

selves on being able to repeat the |

sacred legends and stories of their
clan or family. Much of this same

feeling was still left 2 generation
ago. Tales were told not alone for

|the information they conveyed but
to keep alive the feeling of other
times and places. The ancient He-

brews were-exhorted to talk of their

oa events while sitting in the

or walking by the way, “When

thou liest down, and when thou ris-

est up.&q Long beforé writing as such

was invented, this method of pass-

ing on traditions was in use; books
have only given

a

little more objec-
tive form to it.

Tales were of many kinds. First

of all, we Children had to be told for
the nth*time about the pioneers.
SMe of the tales were actual, indi-
vidual ones, but many of them had

car| become pure folklore, told again and

again and half belleved by thelr

tellers. Indians, bears, panthers, buf-

faloes, pig ese figured in

many of the tales. All of our an-

cestors had come from Virginia or

North Carolina in covered wagons, a

generation or two before our time.

Some of them had lived for a time
in sections of Kentucky or Tennes-

see on the way over, before the Pur-

chase had been opened for settle-
ment. I knew a few people who had
hunted.in the Purchase while it was

still the property of the Indians.

‘These tales lost nothing in the tell-

ing, for children in those days
“denlized the good old days of tl

pioneer; I am afraid that we pic-
tured the whole westward movement

as a prolonged picnic.
Pioneer stories had close rivals ir.

the Civil War? Many of these yarns

ber all the’ details ‘until he

warmed up, much as Rip Van. Win-

kle could not recall all of bjs

strange experiences at first because

some of his 20 years’ sleep was still

in his eyes and mind. Our stories

about the Civil War had the South-

ern slant, so that we heard only. of
the valor of our ancestors and how

they always fought against fearful

odds.

But even more distinctive were

the legends and genuine folk tales.

We knew many of the fairy tales

contained in some form in many of

|the scholarly collection but ours

were purely traditionel and not bor-

rowed from some published ver-

sion. Some of our fairy tales did

not have the names you know: Little

Red Riding-Hood never appeared by
name; we knew her only as th little

girl that the wolf ate. There were

various arts practiced hy the yarn-

‘spinner, such as acting out the eat-

ing of the little girl. AJ of us sat

spellbound while the familiar words

were uttered, only to jump and

scream when the narrator grabbed
us or made a pass with his hands,

meanwhile imitating in some fash-

jon the bad old wolf in a great dis-

play of teeth.

Another folk type that we loved

had to do with ghosts and other su-

pernatural things. When we got
around to this type, in front of the

fire at-night, we drew up our feet

to protect them from the invisible

monsters. Every community had a

haunted house or a story of the

dead waking of talking. It took a

great deal of bravery after such an

orgy of nerves for the iciler of tales

to continue his way homeward from

sitting till bedtime. Pranks were

Played on&#39;many people wrought up
by the several hours of wild tales.

We were of the folk without know-

ing it and were getting a great thrill

out of our harrowing experiences
