It has long been the belef of
Americans, oo polite to mention it,
that the British embassy in Wash-
ington can make more mistakes to
the square inch even than Mr.
Hull's state department—and many
of the state, department’s mistakes
come from trying so ardently to ape
the British.

For years the British embassy
has sat on its hilltop, well removed
from the bustle of Washington, and
looked with slightly disdainful
amusement upon the hoi polloi of
congress. An invitation to the Brit-
ish embassy in those good old days
was considered by the dowagers as
better than an Invitation to the
White House.
