The 1941 national income, highest in our ,
history, amounted to 945 billion dollars, which was 22 per cent over 1940.-
Wages and selaries paid to American workmen smounted to 61.2 billion
dollats, which was 25 per cent above Lhe 1940 figure. The greatest amount
of this increase can be traced directly to governmentspending. Farm in-
come in 1941 was the highest for any year since 1919. Do these figures
