LETS NOT MISLEAD THE |

PLE

On April 29, 1943, the United Temperance Forces of Floyd County publish-
ed a full page article in the Floyd County Times which purported te discuss the
revenue received by Floyd County from the legal sale of alcoholic beverages. In
doing so, they conveniently forgot that the state of Kentucky collected last year
a whiskey production tax of more than $4,000,000.00 from the distillers of Ken-
tucky and that this tax is passed on to the ultimate consumer in Floyd and the otk-
er counties of the Country. They could remember the liquor consumption tax
only, and in an effort to arrive at the average amount of consumption tax paid by

% &
the citizens of Floyd County they divided the total amount received by the state of
Kentucky last year by the total population of Kentucky when they
knew that more than fifty counties of Kentucky were dry during all of 1942 when
the cons ion tax was collecteds- We agree with them that as much alcoholic
beverages are consumed by the citizens of a dry county as are consumed by the
citizens of a wet county, but the whiskey consumed in a dry county is usually
moonshine liquor or is liquor which has been imported from another state, and
in either case the state of Kentucky collects no consumption tax or other revenue.

*

JUGGLED FIGURES

By juggling the figures in this manner the United Temperance Forces _of
Floyd County reached the erroneous conclusion that Floyd County paid the state
of Kentucky last year only $81,942.96 as alcoholic beverage taxes. They, then,
made the following statement. We quote:

“This county is only one of the 120 counties of the state sharing
4 in the General Fund. So this connty will lose ONLY her 120th
part of the $81,942.96 which totals §653.69. This $653.69 is
this county’s only loss in state revenue-less than 2c per person.”

The state of Kentucky spends its General Fund revenue for schools, for free
text books, for old age pensions, and many other worthwhile purposes. A large
portion of it is returned to the counties of the State more or less according to the
population of the county. But the United Temperance Forces of Floyd County
conveniently forgot that Floyd County centains more than twice as many people
as the average county of Kentucky, and they divided the grossly under-estimat-
ed revenue from Flayd County equally among the 120 counties of Kentucky even
though Floyd County is twice as larze as the average county of the state; and
they also conveniently forgot the THOUS ANDS OF DOLLARS paid to Floyd Coun-
ty and the incorporated towns within her boundaries as license fees by those who
are engaged in the sale of beer and whiskey, all of which would be lost if Floyd

~ County should vote dry.

But that is not all. We submit that _ their article is-grossly misleading in that
it leads the average citizen of Floyd County to believe that Floyd County receives

_only $653.69 as its share of the revenue paid into the State Treasury by the Al-
:l‘:holic Beverage Industry, when anyone who is familiar with the facts knows
at:

FLOYD COUNTY RECEIVES MORE THAN $80,000.00 AN-
NUALLY as her share of the taxes paid into the State Treasary
from the manufacture, sale, and distribation of alcoholic beve-
rages in Kentucky.

This $80,000.00 is used in Floyd County to help*finance the schools, to pay for
free text books, to pay old age pensions, etc., and every penny of it came from
taxes paid by the Alcoholic Beverage Industry in Kentucky.

Of course, the United Temperance Forces of Floyd County in publishing
their misleading article were endeavoring to tell the people of Floyd County
something about the revenue which Floyd County would lose if we should vote
dry on May 15. In doing so, they assumed that the other wet counties of the
State would remain wet and continue to pay alcoholic beverage taxes .into the
State Treasury and that Floyd County would continue to receive her share of the
alcoholic beverage taxes paid to the State Treasury by the other wet counties.
They did not dare tell the people of Floyd County that the United Temperance
Forces of Kentucky hope to vote the whole state dry and that if they succeed,
Floyd County will lose more than $80,000.00 annually from the alcoholic bever-
age taxes instead of the $653.69 mentioned by them in the article complained of.

UNDISTORTED FACTS

1f the United Temperance Forces of Floyd County are interested in advising
the people of Floyd County as to the amount of taxes paid to the Federal, state
and County Governments by the Alcoholic Beverage industry, we suggest that they
tell the citizens of Floyd County that:

1. In 1942 the taxes received by the Federal Government from
the legal sale of clcoholic beverages was large enongh to ave-
rage $8.00 per person for every man, woman, and child in
the United States. :

For the fiscal year ending June 30, 1942, the taxes received
by the Commonwedlth of Kentucky from the legal sale of alco-
holic beverages was large enough to average $3.27 per person
for every man, woman, and child in Kentucky.

3. Floyd County receives as her share of the alcoholic beverage

taxes paid to the state of Kentucky more than $80,000.00 an-
nuglly—more than an average of $1.50 for each and every
person in Floyd County, and NOT the 2¢ per person as stated
by the United Temperance Forces of Floyd County.

4. In addition, Floyd County and the various incorporated towns
