Each should
have at least one eye; more do not

matter, as the strongest eyes only
will start., And, incidentally, what-

ever sprouts are made should be

left, not thinned, as the potato
knows its business best. That ts, if

the seed is healthy, It&# true that a

seed piece of a potato, sick with

“witches’ broom,” for example, may

make as many as I5 sprouts, but

thinning cannot cure disease.

One piece, and one piece only,
should be dropped at a place. The

spacing in the row may run from 13

to 18 inches; 15 inches is a good

compromise, One thousand pounds
plant an acre, where the rows are 36

inches apart, the usual width when

the furrowing is done witha plow.
©The depth of planting should-be

not less than three inches, but five

ifiches is better. Planted in March,
a slight ridge should be made, but

when planting must be delayed un-

til late” April, only enough covering
is given to shut off the sunlight,
and the furrows are filled level

when the plant tips extend just
above the ground line.

The best way to use fertilizer

(previously discussed) is to sow it

in the bottom of the furrow, a pound
to 20 to 30 feet, mixing it with the

‘soil so none touches Lhe seed. Thus

the roots are kept low, to take ed-

vantage of the moisture and the

coolness of the deeper soil.
‘Th best variety is still Irish Cob-

dler, although when moisture is

plentiful both Warba and Green

Mountain may outyield it, Katahdin

and Chippewa, two newcomers, some-

times have made heavier hills than

the Cobbler, but their stands have

been too uncertain.
