Long sup-
ply trains carrying ammunition. ra-
tions and gasoline to fombat units
use the bridge daily in a link from
the port of Marseilles to the north.

Men who recruited the gun car-
riage to the Allied cause are mem-
bers of Company F, 343rd Engineer
Regiment. .“When we first surveyed |
the damaged bridge we saw it as a
iob that would take three
Wecks,” explained Capt. ‘Thomas P.
Griffith, of Silver Springs. Md, com-
pany commander. “The long, mul-
tiple stone ‘bridge stood 6 feet above
the water. Two arches had been
Xnocked out by the Germans. We
didnt have sufficlent supplies on
hand, Luckily we located the gun
carriage and converted it into a
‘bridge structure. The job took but
four and a half days.”
