Soft, mouldy
corn, while in itself not poisonous,

may serve as a medium for the de-

velopment of botulism, a poison fa-
sal to stock.

Silage, cof “stovéF, ear corn,

shelled corn, as well as baled hay
and other feeds, may develop the

poison, it was stated. It is especially
important that corn be clean husked

and that it be stored in cribs that

permit enough circulation of air

for proper drying. Corn stover shred-

ded wet and put in deep bins or big
piles may develop botulism.

Sometimes only a small portion of
the hay, silage or grain Is fatal—the
last few feedings, for instance.
